Description

Programs must be based in Alaska serving youth 19 or younger. 
Eligible Applicants: non-profit organizations and higher education intuitions that can provide technical and administrative expertise to ensure successful completion of projects.
Application Instructions
Grant Proposals should be a narrative three to four pages in length and should include:  
1. Abstract/Summary
2. Need What community and environmental need does the project address?
3. Goal: What are the intended results in general terms of the project specifying the population (communities, age-group) you intend to serve?
4. Outcomes: What changes in learning, behavior or condition occur as a result of the project? For example, Teens ages 15-18 increase their commitment to environmental community service.  
5. Action Steps: What steps will you take to achieve project outcomes? Trainings, leaflets, camps, mentoring program, workshops, etc. 
6. Budget:  What are the project costs and partner match, if any. What amount are you requesting from this grant opportunity?
7. Evaluation: How will you measure whether outcomes were achieved?

Proposal Evaluation
Proposals will be evaluated based on the following criteria:
1. Educational component that increases awareness and understanding of Alaska’s National Wildlife Refuge(s).
2.  Increases rural youth’s awareness, understanding and skills toward solving local environmental issues. Issues could include habitat loss, biodiversity, sustainability, climate change, alternative energy and more.

Award Administration Information
Applicants will receive written notification of successful and non-successful selection.  Applicants will be required to complete Application for Federal Assistance [non‐construction projects] Standard Form (SF)‐424; SF‐424A and SF‐424B. This requirement is waived?

Reporting
The Service requires a financial report and project summary due to grant coordinator upon completion of the project.

Successful applicants must be committed to the timely submission of all required reports.
Delinquent or non‐submission of any of the reports cited above which are applicable to your award may result in non‐payment of invoices or suspension of further awards to your organization until the required reports are submitted to the Service in accordance with DOI Policy and the Code of Federal Regulations.
