Application and Submission Information

All instructions for proposal submittal are included below.  Hard copies of application materials can be requested from the agency contact listed in Section II of this document. 

1) Initial Proposal Format and Content (One page initial proposal should include):

· PROJECT TITLE

· PROJECT PROPONENT (Name, Organization, Address, Phone number, E-mail) 

· PROJECT PARTNERS/ADDITIONAL PARTICIPANTS

· PROJECT LOCATION (sub-basin, closest community, etc.)

· PROJECT OBJECTIVES 

· PROJECT SUMMARY

· ESTIMATED BUDGET 

	Note: 	Please limit initial proposals to one page following this format.  Electronic 	submissions are preferred and are to be sent to:  FAIR_USRM@fws.gov.  	Submittal of your initial proposal through Grants.govAPPLY is available 	for your use in accordance with P.L. 106-107, but remains optional.  Hard 	copies are to be submitted to the above address.  It is the responsibility of 	the applicant to verify that their proposal has been received by the 	designated recipient. 

2) Final Proposal Format and Content 

Proponents requested to submit detailed proposals will be provided an outline for those proposals.

3) Additional Information

· Applicants should be aware that Salmon Research and Management Act funds will not be available until after the Service processes the financial paper work following the final selection.

· SUBMISSION DATES AND TIMES:  Proposals should be submitted by email by 11:59 p.m. (AST) October 8, 2010 to ensure expeditious and efficient review.  Applicants should request an automatic email notification of delivery when they send the application.  We recognize that some applicants may not have access to email and in those cases we will accept proposals by fax or mail providing they are postmarked or fax time stamped by 11:59 p.m. (AST) October 8, 2010.  Proposals submitted later than described above will not be considered except under extraordinary circumstances.  It is the responsibility of the recipient to ensure Service receipt of their proposal by the deadline. 

· Applicants are encouraged, but not required to submit their proposals through Grants.govAPPLY.  Completion of a one time Grants.govAPPLY registration process for your organization or government agency will ensure you are in a position to submit proposals as more Federal agencies are mandating use of APPLY.  Registration may take up to two weeks (mostly due to behind the scenes security and data cross checks) and requires the involvement of several personnel in your organization to establish and verify the authority of personnel authorized to submit proposals.  Begin the registration process at the following website  http://www.grants.gov/applicants/get_registered.jsp  Typically registration should be initiated by your Chief Administrative or Chief Financial Officer.  The Regional Service Grant Administrative Officer is available to provide guidance and assist you in completion of the Standard Forms at the appropriate time as requested, if your proposal is selected for funding.

· OTHER SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS:  The final proposal should be submitted as ONE file in MS Word format, not multiple files.  The budget table should be incorporated into the final proposal document, NOT submitted as a separate attachment.

4) Funding Restrictions

Projects may not involve political advocacy or litigation.  Reasonable indirect/administrative costs are allowable.  Limited reimbursement of pre-award costs is allowable; such costs are incurred at the risk of the applicant should the grant application not be selected for funding.
