OVERVIEW

The Bureau of Land Management, Wyoming State Office, intends to award a cooperative agreement with Western EcoSystems Technology, Inc. to provide elk distribution and habitat selection studies public lands in the Jack Morrow Hills CAP, Wyoming. 
The anticipated length of the project is a five year period.  The BLM will consider continued funding for the project upon (a) the recipient showing progress satisfactory to the BLM toward program goals and the determination by the BLM that continuation of the program would be in the best interest of the Government or (b) the availability of funds.  The total project period for this award will not exceed 60 months.
RECIPIENT INVOLVEMENT
The Western EcoSystems Technology, Inc. (WEST) will monitor the current distribution and habitat selection of female elk within the Jack Morrow Hills CAP and compare previous data to the effects of wind farm complex construction, post construction and operations, as well as, the effects of new oil and gas construction operations. 
BLM INVOLVEMENT
