This program is authorized under sections 301(a) and 317(k) (2) of the Public Health Service Act, [42 U.S.C. section 241 and 42 U.S.C. section 247b (k)(2), as amended. The Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) number is 93.939.

Purpose: The purpose of this funding opportunity is to conduct a comprehensive program to review antibiotic resistance trends, interventions, and prevention methods, and will include a public information campaign directed toward effective and prudent use of antibiotics.
The ultimate goal of this project is to maintain antibiotic effectiveness and control antibiotic resistance in the US. The objective of the APUA 2010 Congressional project is to increase public awareness about the danger of increasing antibiotic resistance and the need for more appropriate antibiotic use. This Abstract must not include any proprietary/confidential information.

· Staffing Plan – Describe the projects staffing plan and how the proposed program will be managed.
· Plan to Evaluate Process and Effectiveness of Program – Describe how and when process and final evaluation of the program will be implemented.
· Budget and Justification – Provide a detailed budget and justification of operating expenses that is consistent with the stated activities.
