This FOA, provides support to FHAPCO to manage and coordinate the multi-sectoral approach to the national HIV/AIDS program.  This includes coordination between the Federal Ministry of Health’s HIV/AIDS Prevention and Control Office (HAPCO), Regional HAPCOs and Health Bureaus in eleven regions and a larger number of donor agencies and implementing partners.  The federal administration must also ensure the coordination by regional authorities of activities being conducted at the lower administrative levels.  Additionally, it is the responsibility of the federal administration to monitor and evaluation the effectiveness of HIV/AIDS prevention, control, care, and treatment activities being conducted throughout the country. 

The Federal HAPCO is currently receiving CDC support under CDC’s CoAg with the Ministry of Health (PS09-9104).  However, discussions between CDC-Ethiopia and Government of Ethiopia have recommended establishment of a separate CoAg for FHAPCO with activities more specifically related to the Federal HAPCO mandate.
