(A) No. A comprehensive proposal must be submitted that includes all program components and activities. A consortium of partners can submit an application under a single lead partner. 

(Q) What is the page limit for appendices?

(A) The appendices page limit is 10 pages for each appendix.

(Q) Will there be expansion into other States besides the 4 mentioned in the FOA?

(A)This is a national program that includes all States.

(A) This refers to continued support for programs that are being phased out.

(A) No. A single budget detailed budget is required.
