Synopsis of Program: The U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) Science and Technology (S&T) Directorate is requesting applications from accredited public institutions of higher education and accredited private institutions of higher education in the United States to become a lead or a partner institution for a The National Center of Excellence (COE) for Food Security. The overall goal of this COE is to establish and maintain strong infrastructure and multifaceted research and education activities to provide scientific information and that will accelerate and expand development of current and new countermeasures against the translational research intentional introduction or natural occurrence of hazardous contaminants in to the food system. This effort includes research on interventions and countermeasures including new methods for detection, prevention technologies, agent characterization, and agent behavior for high-consequence agents in the food. This COE will conduct research in food protection and defense which has a direct impact on homeland security, specifically in areas that address the potential movement of pathogens and other toxic agents in the complex, globally distributed food system that sustains the U.S. with the intent of mitigating the potential impact on public health.

DHS strongly encourages all qualified institutions to apply to be leads or partners in the food safety and security COE. DHS welcomes and encourages the addition of new partner institutions in this COE.

Introduction 

The United States agriculture and food systems are vulnerable to disease, pest, or poisonous agents that occur naturally, are unintentionally introduced, or are intentionally delivered by acts of terrorism. America's agriculture and food system is an extensive, open, interconnected, diverse, and complex structure providing potential targets for terrorist attacks. We should provide the best protection possible against a successful attack on the United States agriculture and food system, which could have catastrophic health and economic effects.

- Homeland Security Presidential Directive 9

A critical component of the national response to Homeland Security Presidential Directive 9: Defense of United States Agriculture and Food is the establishment of a COE. The establishment of this Center is also outlined in the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (Public Law 107-296), as amended by the FY2003 Consolidated Appropriations Resolution (P.L. 108-7). The purpose of this Center is to develop the research, technology and educated workforce needed to successfully “defend the agriculture and food system against terrorist attacks, major disasters, and other emergencies.”  

DHS’s Science and Technology Directorate (S&T) is continuing the COE in Food Security. The overall goal of this Center is to establish and maintain strong infrastructure and multifaceted research and education activities to provide scientific information and translational research capacity. To realize this goal, the Center will be provided with support to: 1) develop and conduct programs of investigator-directed research; 2) educate and mentor researchers, students, and other personnel for food protection and defense activities; 3) develop and maintain core facilities and capabilities that support the research and education activities; and make these available to qualified investigators from academia and other appropriate entities; and 4) develop translational research capacity for food protection and defense.

The DHS Centers of Excellence
S&T expects this COE to be or become a fully integrated component of a network of DHS COEs and to take advantage of the network’s resources to increase the efficiency of mission-critical research and education programs. S&T’s University Network is a consortium of COEs that share resources and data and collaborate on research projects in order to provide cost-effective results to support DHS’s mission. These university-based Centers are established in accordance with the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (Public Law 107-296), as amended by the FY2003 Consolidated Appropriations Resolution (P.L. 108-7) which required DHS to establish “a coordinated university-based system” to contribute to securing the U.S.

Subject to the availability of funds, this funding announcement may result in a cooperative agreement (CA) between DHS and a lead accredited academic institution of higher learning.  The lead academic institution may enter into agreements to partner or otherwise work with, other academic institutions (including international) and may consult with Federal entities, Federally Funded Research and Development Center(s) (FFRDCs), or other federal facilities, as well as private sector partners and non-profit research institutions to ensure relevance to end-user missions. 

Why is DHS interested in this area of research?
DHS S&T works to increase the Nation’s preparedness against biological and chemical threats through improved threat awareness, advanced surveillance and detection, and protective countermeasures. The mission and objective of the Center are research, education and other activities related to food protection and defense. The COE researchers are encouraged to collaborate with other S&T-funded investigators within and outside the COE network including the National Laboratories, other Federal laboratories, other academic institutions or government agencies domestic or abroad, as appropriate. In addition, the COE serves as a focal point to organize and promote relationships with: the food industry; federal, state, and local agencies; other countries, intergovernmental and non-governmental groups and with other qualified investigators to foster both basic and translational research and promote maximal engagement of a broad range of qualified scientists. In times of a national food emergency or crisis, the COE will be expected to rapidly realign its intellectual and capital resources to assist response efforts. This includes making their associates’ scientific expertise and other resources available to assist in the implementation of national emergency plans. 

What type of research will this COE Undertake?

To address HSPD 7 and 9, the COE should develop a basic research roadmap that specifies the processes the Center will utilize to ensure that their research program reflects the true nature of the infrastructure sector's food security risks. This may include: identification of existing sector-related research, screening programs for relevance, working with appropriate organizations to determine security and defense needs, and conducting gap analysis that identifies unmet needs.

The COE should work with the new Command, Control and Interoperability COE (to be determined) to develop advanced data management techniques that will enable identification of food-borne threats in real time.

The COE’s research, education, and outreach should address not only the economic and infrastructure consequences of intentional introduction or natural occurrence of hazardous contaminants into the food system, but simultaneously address the potential impact on public health. The Center should contribute to the development of methods and products to protect America from accidental or intentional introduction of biological or chemical contaminants into the food system that could devastate the agricultural sector and the national economy and cause significant public health harm. The products of the National Center of Excellence for Food Security should integrate seamlessly into, and support, overall national, state, and local “all emergency response” capacities.

DHS seeks interdisciplinary basic research and fundamental studies on the behavior and interaction of potential threat agents in foods and food systems that are identified in multiple ways, including collaboration with the Food and Drug Administration- Center for Food Safety and Applied Nutrition (FDA-CFSAN) and United States Department of Agriculture (USDA)- Food Safety and Inspection Service (FSIS) and Agricultural Research Service (ARS) through Strategic Partnership Program Agroterrorism (SPPA) findings and other assessments. (e.g. Cooperative State Research, Education and Extension Service (CSREES) and Food Safety Response and Research Network). Given the limited basic understanding of how threat agents behave in food and in food systems/processing, this work is foundational and particularly important to the food and agriculture sector.

Ongoing research in food protection and defense can be applied to provide new knowledge and to create methods and products for: 

· Education and outreach for students and for governmental and private sector audiences; 

· Countermeasures for response and recovery, including enhancing resiliency of the food sector to provide for continuity of business during and after contamination events;

· Detection and protection against intentional introduction or natural occurrence of contaminants in the food system with a focus on those that pose significant public health threats; and

· Information and analysis systems to assess public health and economic consequences of options for prevention, intervention, and recovery.

The research outcomes and graduates of the COE will have direct utility in supporting the activities of the Office of Health Administration (OHA), the Office of Infrastructure Protection (OIP) and Customs & Border Protection (CBP) in DHS and other federal agencies in USDA and FDA, state and local partners (food, agriculture, public health and other agencies), industry and international stakeholders; therefore, the COE must have a transition strategy for research.

What specific research and education areas should proposals address?

Research

Proposals to establish this COE should demonstrate how the Center will conduct research to support DHS’s broad mission in the following areas: 

1. Enhance event modeling for consequence, risk, and vulnerability assessment, and preparedness and response/recovery and decision support in the case of an event. 

2. Build Systems Strategies for enhancing the preparedness, responsiveness, recoverability, and resiliency of the food system. 

3. Develop rapid, non-specific or categorical approaches for identifying contaminated food products, especially by select chemical agents.

4. Integrate research findings, tools and products into education and outreach efforts to enhance their effectiveness and to ensure that they reflect the leading edge of the science.

5. Assess stability and characterization of select biological agents, chemical agents or toxins in various complex food matrices under a variety of food processing, handling, and/or storage conditions, including mechanisms of inactivation.

6. Identify surrogates, either individually (for specific microorganisms, chemicals or toxins of potential concern) or in sets (representing specific properties of groups or classes of agents.) suitable for use in predicting the behavior of agents in studies outlined in 1 or for decontamination, disposal, or detection and diagnostic research efforts.

7. Develop detection and diagnostic strategies that (a) are very low cost and (b) would enable high-frequency testing for identification of the contamination agent prior to widespread consumption of the product.

8. Develop sampling strategies that (a) maximize the potential for detecting intentional contamination in food product, (b) take advantage of supply chain information and processing, and (c) recognize that intentional contamination will; likely involve higher levels of the contaminating agent. 

9. Utilize an array of dynamic display tools to present educational materials in new and novel ways that enhance understanding of complex interrelationships.

10.  Engage three audiences for an integrated approach for outreach to partners and stakeholders:
a. Food safety communities;
b. Federal agencies; and 
c. Industry and state/local health and regulatory audiences affected by accidental or intentional introduction of disease in to the food system.
11. Levels and kinds of engagement

a. International, national, state, and local policy and decision makers;

b. Professional and scientific societies;

c. Regulatory and law enforcement elements;

d. Elected officials in state, regional, county and local government; and

e. Food and commodity organizations.

Education and Training Programs

1. Enhance education for the next generation of homeland security – science, technology, engineering, and math (HS-STEM) workforce.

a. Curricula for all educational levels

b. Continuing education and professional development opportunities for researchers, practitioners, and analysts

2. Apply the products of the Center’s modeling systems to the development of next generation dynamic computer and web based education and training methods. 
3. Develop an integrated education and training approach (e.g. risk communication) for outreach to partners and stakeholders.
What are examples of research outcomes important to DHS?

Examples of relevant research areas include, but are not limited to, the following areas:

· Basic biology and chemistry of potential food-borne pathogens and development of assays

· Mechanisms of illness onset, with emphasis on unconventional potential food borne pathogens

· Innovative detection, decontamination and inactivation technologies

· Countermeasure research on new methods for detection, agent characterization, inactivation and decontamination relationships for food protection and defense

· Innovative prevention, response, and recovery strategies and best practices

· Models for public health and economic impact  

· Higher education programs that are integrated into interdisciplinary degree programs that combine training in agriculture sciences, food science, microbiology, epidemiology, chemistry, engineering, economics, computer science, and mathematics (statistical modeling) across partner institutions

· Research and implement effective information sharing and analysis mechanism for food systems

D. Estimated Funding: DHS estimates that $3-5 million will be available for funding this COE including all direct and indirect costs in FY 2009.  Subject to availability of funds, it is estimated that up to $30 million may be available for the total project for up to a six-year performance period.  Annual funding amounts are subject to many factors and are not guaranteed.
E. Anticipated Initial Performance Period: Subject to the availability of funds and the evolution of DHS’s research priorities, performance during each year of a six-year project period commences on the date of award.  Within sixty days prior to the expiration of each budget year in the first five years of the project period, the recipient must submit an official notice requesting DHS support for the next budget year of the initial term.  DHS may award funds for the next budget year of the initial terms, but does not guarantee any such award.  Additionally, DHS’s agreement to extend the COE for another budget year in the initial project period may or may not include additional funding.  DHS will base extension approvals on the availability of funds, acceptable performance, and the reason(s) for the requested extension.
III.
Eligibility Information



A. Eligible Organizations:  Accredited public institutions of higher education and accredited private institutions of higher education located in the United States.
Proposals must be submitted by an accredited U.S. institution of higher education that, along with its chosen partners, has the ability and capacity to conduct the required research.  An accredited public and private institution of higher education in the United States must be identified as the official lead for proposal submission and subsequent negotiations.  

COEs may partner with other academic institutions, historically black colleges and universities (HBCUs) and/or other MSIs and institutions in states that are part of the Experimental Program to Stimulate Competitive Research (EPSCoR), public or private sector, and non-profit organizations, including any organizations that meet the definition of nonprofit in OMB Circular A-122, relocated to 2 CFR Part 230.  However, nonprofit organizations described in Section 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code that engage in lobbying activities as defined in Section 3 of the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995 are not eligible to apply. 

Partnering entities associated with the lead institution will be funded through subawards from the lead institution.  

National laboratories funded by Federal agencies may not apply. FFRDC employees may cooperate or collaborate with eligible applicants within the limits imposed by applicable legislation, regulations, and DHS policies. FFRDC employees are not eligible to serve in a principal leadership role on a grant or cooperative agreement, and may not receive salaries or in other ways augment their agency's appropriations through awards made by this program.  National lab employees may participate in planning, conducting, and analyzing the research directed by the COE principal investigator, but may not direct projects on behalf of the applicant organization or principal investigator.  The principal investigator's institution, organization, or governance may provide funds through its assistance agreement with DHS to a FFRDC for research personnel, supplies, equipment, and other expenses directly related to the research. However, salaries for permanent FFRDC employees may not be provided through this agreement. 

Federal agencies may not apply. Federal employees are not eligible to serve in a principal leadership role on a grant or cooperative agreement, and may not receive salaries or in other ways augment their agency's appropriations through awards made by this program.  Nonetheless, Federal employees may substantively interact with awardees in the form of “cooperation.”  Cooperation involves the sharing or comparing of samples, equipment, facilities, data, models or other support during the conduct of the research in which the interaction is substantial and requires the award of a cooperative agreement rather than a grant.  Substantial involvement occurs when the collaboration or cooperation of a Federal employee or facility is necessary to achieving the overall goals of the research supported by a cooperative agreement. 

The principal investigator’s institution may enter into an agreement with a Federal agency to purchase or utilize unique supplies or services unavailable in the private sector.  Examples are purchase of satellite data, census data tapes, chemical reference standards, analyses, or use of instrumentation or other facilities not available elsewhere.  A written justification for Federal involvement must be included in the application, along with an assurance from the Federal agency involved that commits it to supply the specified service. 

B. Cost-sharing:
Cost-sharing is not required; however, the ability to leverage DHS funds to enhance the research and educational agenda will be considered in the review process.
C. Restrictions:
Lead institutions for Centers of Excellence are limited to U.S. institutions of higher education, in accordance with 6 U.S.C. 188(b)(2)(A) which specifies:  “The Secretary, acting through the Under Secretary for Science and Technology, shall designate a university based center or several university-based centers for homeland security.”  Note:  partnerships with foreign institutions and investigations are permitted, but may require special justification and approval from DHS in certain circumstances.  

D. Non-responsiveness:
The criteria used to evaluate applications are listed below.  Applications must substantially comply with the application submission instructions and requirements set forth in this announcement or they will be rejected as non-responsive.  In addition, where a page limitation is expressed with respect to parts of the application, pages in excess of the page limit will not be reviewed.  Without exception, applications must be received by Grants.gov on or before the solicitation closing date and time in this announcement or they will be returned to the sender without further consideration.  Also, applications exceeding the funding limits or project period term will be returned without review.

Applicants must complete an SF 424 (R&R) application form. This form may be completed while on the Grants.gov Web site or it can be completed offline in its entirety. 2. Research & Related Budget Form

Applicants must complete a budget for each year for each budget year and a cumulative budget for the total program period. Applicants must provide budgets by object class (salaries, fringe, travel, indirect, etc.) for the Center as a whole and by project. Funds may be requested as long as the item and amount are necessary to perform the proposed work and are not precluded by the cost principles or program funding restrictions (see Section IV.F). 3. Budget Justification File(s). [Note: based on DHS’ experience with existing COEs, applicants are advised to account for the realities of establishing complex multi-institutional, multidisciplinary COEs in preparing their budgets.  Because annual budgets vary according to the needs for each year, DHS recommends that applicants adjust their first year budget downwards, compared to later years, to account for a period of ramping up and for delays in implementing projects.  It is important that cooperative agreement recipients stay on the schedule they establish to make reasonable progress towards achieving research objectives.]  Summary budget tables (spreadsheets) and supporting justification budget detail are required at the Recipient level and for sub-recipients (see item 3.f.(2)) for:

a. PERSONNEL: Costs of employee salaries and wages.

Identify project director/principal investigator and each staff person.

Justification: Identify the COE director and principal investigator(s)  For each staff person, provide the title, time commitment to the project (in months), time commitment to the project (as a percentage or full-time equivalent), annual salary, grant/cooperative agreement salary, wage rates, etc. Do not include the costs of subcontractors or consultants.  The institution, when applying for support under this program, is certifying that it is in compliance with applicable Federal laws governing foreign student participation in research programs (e.g., compliance with applicable visa requirements, deemed export control laws, and other applicable export control laws.)
b. FRINGE BENEFITS: Costs of employee fringe benefits unless treated as part of an approved indirect cost rate. 

Justification: Provide the method used to calculate the proposed rate amount. If a fringe benefit has been negotiated with, or approved by, a Federal government cognizant agency, provide a copy of the agreement. If no rate agreement exists, provide a breakdown of the amounts and percentages that comprise fringe benefit costs such as health insurance, FICA, retirement insurance, taxes, etc. Identify the base for allocating these fringe benefit expenses.

c. TRAVEL: Travel is limited to COE personnel and students receiving support under this project.  Provide the costs of project-related travel. Travel costs shall not include costs of sub-contractor or consultant travel.

Principal Investigators will be expected to budget for, and participate in the following meetings:

· A research and education summit for all COEs once per year with COE researchers and educators, DHS scientists, stakeholders and other awardees reporting on research activities and discussing issues of mutual interest

· An annual disciplinary area workshop involving all related DHS and other federally supported researchers working in a specific topical area

· Semi-annual COE Directors’ meetings to discuss collaborations and issues of mutual interest, and

· Meetings several times a year with DHS and other Federal scientists on specific issues, and should be prepared to support one or more COE representatives full or part time in Washington, DC.

· Meetings with DHS representatives to develop and or deliver training courses for DHS staff in the COE’s field of study.

Justification: For each proposed trip, provide the purpose, number of travelers, travel origin and destination, number of days, and a breakdown of costs for airfare, lodging, meals, car rental, and incidentals. The basis for the airfare, lodging, meals, car rental, and incidentals must be provided, such as past trips, current quotations, Federal Travel Regulations, etc.  Any travel not authorized in the award must be approved in writing by DHS in advance of the travel.
Note: Foreign travel using funds obtained under this award is not permitted provided that, under special circumstances, DHS may approve the use of funds obtained under this award for foreign travel. Foreign travel must be approved by DHS in advance and in writing.

d. EQUIPMENT: Any article of nonexpendable, tangible personal property having a useful life of more than one year and an acquisition cost which equals or exceeds the lesser of (a) the capitalization level established by the organization financial statement purposes, or (b) $5,000. (Note: acquisition cost means the net invoice unit price of an item of equipment, including the cost of any modifications, attachments, accessories, or auxiliary apparatus necessary to make it usable for the purpose for which it is acquired. Ancillary charges, such as taxes, duty, protective in-transit insurance, freight, and installation shall be included in or excluded from acquisition cost in accordance with the organization's regular written accounting practices.) 

Justification: For each type of equipment requested, provide a description of the equipment, the cost per unit, the number of units, the total cost, and a plan for use on the project, as well as use or disposal of the equipment after the project ends. An applicant organization that uses its own definition for equipment should provide a copy of its policy or section of its policy, which includes the equipment definition.

e. SUPPLIES: Costs of all tangible personal property other than that included under the Equipment category.

Justification: Specify general categories of supplies and their costs. Show computations and provide other information that supports the amount requested.

f. CONTRACTUAL: Costs of all contracts for services and goods except for those that belong under other categories such as equipment, supplies, construction, etc.

Justification: Demonstrate that all procurement transactions will be conducted in a manner to provide, to the maximum extent practical, open and free competition. Identify proposed subaward/sub-contractor work and the cost of each subaward/sub-contractor. Provide a detailed budget for each sub-recipient that is expected to perform work estimated to be $25,000 or more. The sub-recipient budget should provide the same level of detail as that of the applicant (i.e., by Object Class Category/Cost Classification). In addition, the following information must be provided:

(1) Subcontracts - Identify each planned subcontractor and its total proposed budget. Each subcontractor's budget and supporting detail should be included as part of the applicant's budget narrative. In addition, the applicant shall provide the following information for each planned subcontract: a brief description of the work to be subcontracted; the number of quotes solicited and received, if applicable; the cost or price analysis performed by the applicant; names and addresses of the subcontractors tentatively selected and the basis for their selection; e.g., unique capabilities (for sole source subcontracts), low bidder, delivery schedule, technical competence; type of contract and estimated cost and fee or profit; and, affiliation with the applicant, if any.  

(2) Sub-recipient – Identify each planned sub-recipient and its total proposed budget broken out for each of the two disciplines (research and education). Each sub-recipient’s budget and supporting detail should be separate from the applicant’s budget narrative.

Recipient may be required to make pre-award review and procurement documents available to DHS, including request for proposals or invitations for bids, independent cost estimates, etc. This may include procurements expected to exceed the simplified acquisition threshold fixed at 41 USC 403(11) (currently set at $100,000) and expected to be awarded without competition or only one bid or offer is received in response to a solicitation. 

All required flow down provisions in the award must be included in any subcontract or subaward.

g. OTHER DIRECT COSTS: Any other items proposed as direct costs. Provide an itemized list with costs, and state the basis for each proposed item.

h. INDIRECT COSTS: Provide a copy of the latest rate agreement negotiated with a cognizant Federal agency. i. PROJECT BUDGETS:  Budgets must be provided for each separate research and education project and group of projects in a major topical area.  The total of all projects plus management and indirect must equal the total for all object classes by year and cumulatively.

b. If paragraph two of the certification applies then complete and submit the SF-LLL Disclosure of Lobbying which is provided as an optional form in the application package.

5. Research & Related Senior/Key Person Profile

Applicants must complete a profile for the Principal Investigator(s) as well as other Senior Key Personnel identified for the project.  Provide biographical sketch(es) for each senior/key person that includes education and research activities and accomplishments and each individual’s role in the proposed project. Each biographical sketch may not exceed two, single-spaced pages using size twelve Times New Roman font. Attach biographical sketch(es) to this form.

6. Research & Related Other Project Information
Note:  Applications to be a partner should be limited to 20 pages and focus exclusively on qualifications and experience in, and plans to address needs in disciplinary areas that are directly responsive to specific topics in this announcement. Please indicate “Partner” on the first page of your application and which research questions or topic areas you propose your institution address.
Those applying as partners for research are only required to submit a research plan as described below under header ‘(2), Research Program’ whereas those applying as education and outreach partners are only required to submit an education and outreach plan as described by header ‘(3), Education and Outreach Program’.
a. Research Plan Summary/Abstract.  Include the title of the project and provide a summary description that accurately and concisely reflects the project.  It should describe the objectives of the project, the approach to be used, and the results or benefits expected.  The summary description is limited to on e single-spaced page with 12-point font and one-inch margins.

b. Research Plan Narrative.  Please note: applicants must keep their proposals to no more than 55 pages and adhere strictly to the page limits for each section below (Not including abstract, budget and investigators’ credentials, progress report (incumbent only) or appendix). DHS encourages institutions with existing infrastructure and capabilities in these areas to apply. Since S&T expects this COE to become a fully integrated component of a network of DHS COEs and to take advantage of the network’s resources, institutions should utilize the current and emerging capacities and outcomes of existing programs of research and education while introducing new activities that broaden both capabilities and results. To achieve the aforementioned, proposals must contain a Research Plan. The Research Plan portion of the application must minimally address the following requirements described below in sections (1) – (3).
Research Plan
(1) Background, Strategic Plan and Management of the COE. 
Those applying as the COE lead institution must address all requirements listed in this announcement.  

(i) Overview (5 pages). The COE must structure its activities around a limited number of themes (maximum is five).  In this section applicants should identify and describe the overall focus, including a brief discussion of the research theme(s), goals and objectives of the COE; the organizational structure of the proposed Center; participating institutions/organizations; and the role of all consortium members.

(ii) Strategic Plan. (33 pages) The purpose of the Strategic Plan is to establish over-arching themes and identify unique opportunities for the COE to contribute to food protection and defense research, as well as to identify unmet homeland security research needs that may be addressed by the planned COE activities. In the Strategic Plan applicants should provide a review of planning and priority setting processes that the consortium organizers used to develop the plan. The plan must include both short- and long-term goals, and must include descriptions of objective metrics that will be used to measure, assess and evaluate progress.  In addition, the strategic plan must include a description for transition of the research for each project (i.e. possible uses and end-users or mechanisms to transition the research). The following framework is suggested for developing the Strategic Plan, with the 33 pages distributed as indicated:
a. Strengths (8 pages) - Identify and describe the strengths of the proposed consortium, including research and development experience and expertise of proposed COE participants, and facilities and other research resources available.  For those applicants who are currently supported by a COE award, the applicant may describe the strengths of the COE, including a brief summary of the COE’s established infrastructure, its network of and history of contacts with federal agencies and other user groups, and lessons learned during the previous award period.
b. Opportunities (5 pages) - Identify and evaluate the potential opportunities to establish high quality research, training and development programs using COE funds. COEs are encouraged to form associations with other federal agencies, such as the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), the FDA, the Department of Defense, the USDA, the National Laboratories; research laboratories; with state and local health departments; and with the public and private sectors (e.g. food and commodity organizations).  Collaborations and research projects with existing COEs are also highly encouraged.  As part of the planning process, the COE leadership should determine and describe which collaborations with institutions and with other partners including foreign collaborations will be further developed; target opportunities that can utilize the unique strengths within the consortium; and target opportunities that will address the goals of homeland security research agenda.
c. Research Themes (5 pages) - The intent of the COEs is to support a substantial range of research, training and development activities, which utilize vibrant, novel, multi-disciplinary approaches that transcend customary thinking and organizational structures to address critical questions related to Homeland Security. The theme of this COE is food protection and defense; therefore, the research themes of this COE being pursued should be clearly defined as a result of the strategic planning process. The proposed research projects and other activities should support and complement the theme area. Themes may be organized around agents, platforms, technologies, or other concepts. The relationship of the individual proposed activities to the themes should be clearly defined and explicitly stated. In addition, research should compliment federal research investments; therefore, a logical progression should exist from the research theme to national level priorities.
d. Implementation Plan (7 pages) – In this section, applicants must summarize and develop an Implementation Plan that outlines how the COE will implement its research program (see B, below), the major food and related research and system studies to be pursued with COE funding and how they will be transitioned to user groups; describe how these research efforts may facilitate assay development, countermeasures and detection methods; and choose the highest priority opportunities.  Elements of the Implementation Plan include: determining research projects that will be pursued and cores that will be established, maintained or expanded; defining milestones for specific products that the COE proposes to pursue; establishing career development programs for new and existing faculty, research staff, and students; describing how the research results will be transitioned to DHS and other federal and state agencies and user groups; and establishing overall policies and procedures for the management of cores and other Center resources. Specific thematic areas should emerge from the strategic planning process, and the Action Plan should elucidate how the COE will capitalize on such programmatic themes.
e.  Outcome Measurements (3 pages) – The applicant must describe in detail an Evaluation Plan to monitor and track the conduct and progress of activities performed in achieving its specific objectives and the objectives of the COE Program. The application must include a detailed self-evaluation plan to assess achievement of the short- and long-term COE goals.  Since the major purpose of the evaluation is to provide information to assist each Center with program planning and management, the plan should address both the administrative and scientific functioning and accomplishments of the Center.  While evaluation should be a continuous process, a formal evaluation by an outside, independent group selected by the Center’s leadership team and approved by DHS staff should be conducted at least every two years. The Evaluation Plan should address the following areas of particular importance:  training and recruitment; translational activities; scope and impact of research; innovation and flexibility; collaboration and communication; integration and synergy; capacity and infrastructure; and funds management.  The Evaluation Plan should include a description of how the evaluation will be conducted and include the principal measures and metrics to be used, as well as the potential sources of data. Implementation of the Evaluation Plan is a responsibility of the Administrative Core (see section iv).
f.  Sensitive Information Plan (5 pages) – Implementing a Sensitive Information Plan is a responsibility of a named Administrative Lead.  An Administrative Core can provide support to the Administrative Lead as needed. The COE should operate under policies that seek to ensure an open research environment in which ideas can be freely shared and freely published and in which there are no restrictions on who can participate in the research. Openness in research policies and principles require preserving the right to publish the results of university-based research. To avoid any conflict between this fundamental academic principle and DHS’ concerns over potentially sensitive research results, the COE will develop a Sensitive Information Plan. This plan should establish procedures that will assure compliance with the security requirements of this cooperative agreement and with other applicable laws relative to such information, if such information is ever provided to the COE. One person within the COE must be responsible for these efforts. 

(iii) Progress Report (for renewal applications only - an additional 10 pages) - This section should focus on highlights of the research and other activities during the first grant period. In addition to discussing selected individual projects, describe synergy and collaborations that occurred.  Other points to include are: COE partners, education and outreach efforts, integration of center efforts in to homeland security, numbers of publications, patents, and additional funds, students and researchers brought into homeland security science, technology, engineering and math (HS-STEM) disciplines and careers, and how the COE was managed.  Lessons learned may be appropriate.
(iv) Management Plan (5 pages) – Each Center must propose an Administrative Core, which is responsible for managing, coordinating, and supervising the entire range of Center activities; monitoring progress; and ensuring that the Strategic Plan and its associated component plans are implemented.  A well-developed Administrative Core is integral to the Center’s success, and should be clearly described in the application.  The Administrative Core must include a Management Plan that identifies and discusses: the structure and roles of Administrative Core personnel; the Center leadership team (Steering Committee) responsible for each major COE activity; the allocation and prioritization of fiscal and other resources; the facilitation of communications throughout the Center; and the structure and role of any major committees that will be instituted to help manage Center business. Organizational charts for the Administrative Core and the Center as a whole should be provided.
The Management Plan for the COE must include procedures for continually evaluating and selecting the most promising homeland security related research. It is expected that research projects with little potential will be discontinued and that new projects with greater potential will be initiated as the program evolves and matures. The addition, termination or major modification of projects will be reviewed and approved by the S&T program staff.
The Administrative Core director and staff are responsible for ensuring that all research activities are carried out in compliance with all federal regulations.  The Administrative Core director and staff are also responsible for ensuring that appropriate systems are in place to provide for biosafety and security of materials, data, facilities and resources, including compliance with regard to Select Agent regulations. (Biosafety in Microbiology and Biomedical Laboratories (BMBL) Guidelines, Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the National Institutes of Health, fifth Edition (http://www.cdc.gov/od/ohs/biosfty/bmbl5/bmbl5toc.htm); U.S. Code of Federal Regulations 42 C.F.R. Part 73, 7 C.F.R. Part 331, and 9 C.F.R. Part 121 (http://www.cdc.gov/od/sap/) 

(2) Research Program (7 pages)
Each application must propose an in-depth Research Program for the first year specifically, and all years after. It should include at least five (5) Research Projects, which together will enable the COE to contribute significantly to the homeland security biodefense mission. The research projects must relate directly to the themes described above. The range of research topics that may be proposed is outlined above. Collectively, the projects should support the COE’s Strategic Plan and emphasize synergy and integration of overall themes. Each theme should have a lead investigator/coordinator that will monitor projects that relate to the theme and promote efforts that foster collaboration and synergy. Centers are expected to focus on and incorporate into the research projects state-of-the-art technology and approaches. Applicants are encouraged to carefully consider the scope and range of research proposed and develop a Research Program that is coherent overall and consistent with available resources and personnel. Research projects that are unsuccessful or failing to achieve their goals should be phased out and replaced. The COE leadership is responsible for having criteria and mechanisms to periodically assess productivity and success of research projects and for terminating those that do not meet their goals. These should be described in the Evaluation and Management Plans (above).

A portion of the research portfolio is expected to include applied research that will lead to the eventual transition of research to user groups. Projects directed toward development of technologies, products, and platforms that can reduce the time and cost of creating new products, are particularly encouraged. This broad spectrum strategy recognizes both the expanding range of biological threats and the limited resources available to address each individual threat. Applied projects must have a defined product development plan, with milestones and mechanisms for monitoring progress. This plan should include the participation of consultants with expertise in technology transfer and the development of regulated products.    

(3) Education and Outreach Programs (5 pages)

The COE must include a consistent and significant commitment to Education and Outreach Programs with the goal of providing the next level of science power for homeland security by selecting and naming the Education lead (i.e. University) in the proposal. This requirement reflects DHS S&T’s enhanced emphasis on education and directly correlates to its COE model. The education and training activities should be closely linked to research to gain the maximum benefits of coupling education to cutting edge science. Linkages between the education and outreach and research functions must be clearly shown as part of the Strategic Plan. The application must include at least two distinct examples of education and outreach programs.  

Education and outreach programs must include a description of: programs to develop enduring multi-disciplinary educational curricula in relevant homeland security related fields of study for both students and professionals; plans to involve other institutions, including Minority Serving Institutions (MSIs) in both research and education programs; and plans to integrate with other COEs, DHS, federal, state agencies

University groups with strong programs in health, epidemiology, agriculture, veterinary medicine and biology are especially encouraged to submit. To be considered, a proposal should address the topics listed above as well as demonstrate a willingness to work with current DHS activities (e.g., CBD, OHA, and OIP) and multiple national, state, local, and tribal homeland security agencies.

A. Review Process and Evaluation Criteria:  


Review #1 - External Review

DHS will assemble a panel of subject matter experts from inside and outside of the Federal government to review and rate the proposals either in person, by mail, or electronically. This panel will consider all of the evaluation criteria below and will also focus on the scientific merit of the proposals. Each panel member will review a subset of the proposals, depending on his or her expertise.  At a minimum, three subject matter experts will review each proposal and provide summary comments and overall ratings based on the criteria below. Copies of all proposals will be available for inspection by all of the members of the review panel upon request, and any reviewer who has read an entire proposal and has no conflict of interest may provide a rating. The external review panel will refer a subset of proposals with sufficiently high ratings to an internal review panel.  The internal review panel will only review proposals that received sufficiently high ratings to ensure that the scientific basis of the proposals is sound.

Review #2 – Internal Review

S&T will assemble a panel of internal (to DHS S&T) subject matter experts to review the proposals referred by the external review. This panel will consider all of the criteria below and will also focus on the mission-related significance of the proposal and its fit with DHS’s federal, state, and local clients’ stated needs and other research and development activities supported by S&T or other federal and state agencies.  Each panel member may review some or all of the proposals depending on the number referred from the external review panel. Copies of all proposals will be available for inspection by all of the members of the review panel upon request, and any reviewer who has read an entire proposal and has no conflict of interest may provide a rating. The internal review panel will refer a subset of proposals with sufficiently high ratings to the selection manager.

Review #3 – Site Visits

DHS officials will select a subset of one or more semi-finalists from the proposals reviewed by the internal review panel for which DHS will conduct site visits, or such finalist(s) may be invited to make presentations to DHS. This site review team will consider all of the evaluation criteria below and will also focus in depth on the applicants’ facilities, level of commitment, proposed plans for management, education, outreach and communication, integration with other COEs and DHS, and inclusion of minority serving institutions in substantive roles. The team will also explore in depth how the applicants propose to answer DHS priority research questions. 

Selection.  DHS’s designated Selection Authority (SA) will make final funding decisions based upon the results of the evaluation. In making the final funding decisions, the SA may also consider program balance, availability of funds, Congressional mandates, and criteria including geographic distribution and the requirements of the Experimental Program to Stimulate Competitive Research (EPSCOR).  The applicant selected for funding will be required to provide additional information listed below under “Award Notices.”  Following the initial selection, and prior to award, DHS will negotiate budgets and research and education substance with the selected applicant. 
DHS discourages, and will not consider any materials (i.e. sponsor letters) submitted by or on behalf of the applicant other than those materials requested in this funding opportunity announcement.  
Confidentiality and Conflict of Interest Technical and cost proposals submitted under this funding opportunity will be protected from unauthorized disclosure in accordance with applicable laws, and regulations.  DHS may utilize one or more support contractors as subject matter experts or to evaluate cost proposals.  However, proposal selection and award decisions are solely the responsibility of DHS personnel.  

DHS screens all internal and external panelists for potential conflicts of interest.  To determine possible conflicts of interest, DHS requires potential reviewers to complete and sign conflicts of interest and nondisclosure forms. DHS will keep the names of submitting institutions and individuals, as well as the substance of the proposals confidential except to reviewers, and will destroy any declined proposals.

B. Evaluation Criteria 
The following criteria will be used to evaluate proposal submissions as it relates to DHS’s mission and should relate back to the specific research, technology, and education areas of interest in Section II “What types of research will the COE undertake,” of this announcement. The weighting for each criterion is listed below. The total weight for all criteria equals 150 points. The point notations in parenthesis indicate the weight each criterion receives when the final proposal grade is determined. Each criterion will be evaluated by external subject matter experts on the following scale (5=Excellent, 4=Very Good, 3-Good, 2=Fair, 1=Poor). The final proposal grade will be calculated for each reviewer by multiplying the weights and the scaled score. For example, an Existing Value score of 5=Excellent will be multiplied by the appropriate weight, in this case 0.3. The final weighted scores for each criterion will be complied for a total score. Those applying as partners for research will be evaluated using criteria listed under ‘V.B.2. Research Quality and Influence’ where as; those applying as partners for education and outreach will be evaluated using criteria under ‘V.B.4. Education’. Those applying as lead institutions will be evaluated against all of the criteria listed.
1. Existing Value (45 points)
a. Current research portfolio value; describing how the applicant has created and encouraged a collaborative based, cutting edge research program relevant to DHS and its stakeholders
b. Evidence of program endurance; a research and education program  capable of providing value to DHS and its customers
c. Existing knowledge of and demonstration that the applicant is familiar with the research and resources of existing DHS COEs, other DHS S&T, federal agency or National Laboratory research
d. Existing internal and external program infrastructure; including educational programs, relationships with federal agencies (i.e. OHA & USDA), relationships with Minority Serving Institutions, integration with other COEs and federal laboratories, and interactions with relevant industry partners
e.  Demonstration of a continuous contribution to a “coordinated university-based system” (e.g. lead university and partner institution resource commitment to relevant research projects)
f. Geographical distribution of all Centers of Excellence and major partners. The Centers of Excellence program’s authorizing legislation states: “. . . the Under Secretary for Science and Technology, shall operate extramural research, development, demonstration, testing and evaluation programs so as to ensure that colleges, universities, private research institutes and companies from as many regions of the United States as practicable participate.”  Geographical location of the lead institution and its major partners will be a factor in evaluating proposals submitted in response to this COE.

g. Productive Use of Federal Resources; the ability to extend the productivity of Federal funds and other resources through matching funds, leveraging of other new fund sources, in-kind  provision of faculty, student support, dedicated office or laboratory space, etc.

2. Research Quality and Influence. (25 points)
a. A demonstrated track record of and, plan for, new discoveries, tools, methods, software and other products used by DHS’s customers or stakeholders. DHS has an interest consequence management models (e.g. Consequence Management System).

b. Influence on relevant disciplines related food security
c. Publications, Citations, and Testimony in food protection and defense.

d. A clear balance among research initiatives to ensure a diverse research portfolio (e.g. agent behavior, event modeling).  

e. Research that supports the assessment of stability and characterization of agents in various complex food matrices.

f. Applied/Empirical research that can be transitioned (e.g. tools that better protect the food and agriculture critical infrastructure). 

g. Disciplinary allocation – funding research consistent with DHS research needs and requirements.
3. Relevance (25 points)
a. Ensure research, education and outreach programs are relevant to DHS and its stakeholders through established relationships between the applicant and the appropriate governmental entities

b. Knowledge and outcomes that result in the Homeland Security (HS) community use of tools, methods, and models. 

c. Activities should support DHS decisions and policies.
d. Demonstration that projects address the most important research and knowledge gaps. The proposal must show that the Principal Investigators research is applicable to S&T’s high priority needs as well as those listed in HSPD-9.
4. Education (20 points)
a. The adequacy of education plans and demonstration of the proposed COE’s ability to establish an enduring and comprehensive program of study 
b. Students and theses supported/completed in food security
c. Curricula initiated - links to HS-related careers.
d. Diversity
e. New courses
f. Degrees awarded
g. Existing university/industry/government partnerships for employment of the Center’s students
5. Results Communication and transitioning (15 points)
a. Clear track record of the successful transitioning of research to appropriate stakeholders and decision-makers (e.g. during food related outbreaks or senior leader table-top exercises)

Award Administration Information



A.
Notice of Award.   

Customarily, applicants are notified about evaluation decisions within six months of the application closing date.  A summary statement of the scientific review by the peer panel will be provided to each applicant with an award or declination letter.

Applications to be recommended for funding will be required to submit an electronic version of a revised project abstract.  DHS also requires successful applicants to provide responses to comments or suggestions offered by the peer reviewers and revise and resubmit their proposal accordingly.  They must also submit a revised budget.  DHS will contact Principal Investigators to obtain these materials.  Before or after an award, applicants may be required to provide additional quality assurance documentation.

A cooperative agreement award will be executed by a DHS Grants Officer authorized to obligate DHS funding.   

B. Administrative and National Policy Requirements.  

The award is subject to the following administrative and national policy requirements.

1. Administrative and Cost Principles.  The following Administrative and Cost Principles, as applicable, apply to the award: 

a. OMB Circular A-110, relocated to 2 CFR Part 215. “Uniform Administrative Requirements for Grants and Agreements with Institutions of Higher Education, Hospitals, and Other Non-profit Organizations.”

b. OMB Circular A-21, relocated to 2 CFR Part 220.  “Cost Principles for Educational Institutions.”

c. OMB Circular A-133. “Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations.”

2. Nondiscrimination.  The award is subject to the following: 

a. Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964.  As amended, provides that no person in the United States shall, on the grounds of race, color, or national origin, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subject to discrimination under any program or activity receiving Federal financial assistance. Title VI also extends protection to persons with limited English proficiency. (42 U.S.C. 2000d et seq.) 

b. Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972.  Provides that no person in the United States shall, on the basis of sex, be excluded from participation in, be denied benefits of, or be subject to discrimination under any education program or activity receiving Federal financial assistance. (20 U.S.C. 1681 et seq.) 

c. The Age Discrimination Act of 1975.  Provides that no person in the United States shall, on the basis of age, be excluded from participation in, be denied benefits of, or be subject to discrimination under any program or activity receiving Federal financial assistance. (42 U.S.C. 6101 et seq.) 

d. Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.  Provides that no otherwise qualified individual with a disability in the United States, shall, solely by reason of his/her disability, be excluded from participation in, be denied benefits of, or be subject to discrimination under any program or activity receiving Federal financial assistance. (29 U.S.C. 794) 

e. The Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 ("ADA").  Prohibits discrimination on the basis of disability in employment (Title I), state and local government services (Title II), places of public accommodation and commercial facilities (Title III). (42 U.S.C. 12101-12213). 

3. Certifications and Assurances.  Certifications and assurances regarding the following apply:

a. Lobbying.  Section 319 of Public Law 101-121 prohibits the use of funds in lobbying members and employees of Congress, as well as employees of Federal agencies, with respect to the award or amendment of any Federal grant, cooperative agreement, contract, or loan.  DHS has codified restrictions upon lobbying at 6 CFR Part 9.  (31 U.S.C. 1352)

b. Drug-Free Workplace Act.  Requires the recipient to publish a statement about its drug-free workplace program and give a copy of the statement to each employee (including consultants and temporary personnel) who will be involved in award-supported activities at any site where these activities will be carried out. Also, place(s) where work is being performed under the award (i.e., street address, city, state and zip code) must be maintained on file.  The recipient must notify the Grants Officer of any employee convicted of a violation of a criminal drug statute that occurs in the workplace.  (41 U.S.C. 701 et seq.)

c. Debarment and Suspension.  Executive Orders (E.O.) 12549 and 12689 provide protection from fraud, waste, and abuse by debarring or suspending those persons that deal in an irresponsible manner with the Federal government. The recipient must certify that they are not debarred or suspended from receiving Federal assistance.
d. Federal Debt Status.  The recipient may not be delinquent in the repayment of any Federal debt.  Examples of relevant debt include delinquent payroll or other taxes, audit disallowances, and benefit overpayments. (OMB Circular A-129)
4. Human Subjects:  Recipient of a cooperative agreement or grant must agree to meet all DHS and HHS requirements for studies using human subjects prior to implementing any work with these subjects. These requirements are given in 45 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 46, Subparts A-D.  Subpart A of 45 CFR Part 46 is DHHS’s codification of the Federal Policy for the Protection of Human Subjects (also known as The Common Rule) which represents the basic foundation for the protection of human subjects in most research conducted or support by U.S. Federal departments and agencies.  No actual work involving human subjects, including recruiting, may be initiated before DHS has received a copy of the applicant’s Institutional Review Board’s (IRB) approval of the project or determination that it is exempt from human subjects requirements, and DHS has provided approval, although development of tools (e.g., survey instruments), protocols and data gathering approaches may proceed. Where human subjects are involved in the research, the recipient must provide evidence of subsequent IRB reviews, including amendments or minor changes of protocol, as part of annual reports. 

Foreign organizations, whether direct awardees or part of a collaborative effort with a U.S. organization, are subject to all DHS policies regarding research involving human subjects.  

5. Animal Welfare: Recipient of a cooperative agreement or grant must comply with the requirements set forth in the Animal Welfare Act of 1966 (P.L. 89-544), as amended, and the associated regulations in 9 C.F.R., Chapter 1, Subchapter A; the Public Health Service (PHS) Policy on Humane Care and Use of Laboratory Animals (which adopts the "U.S. Government Principles for the Utilization and Care of Vertebrate Animals used in Testing, Research, and Training" (50 Federal Register 20864-20865. May 20, 1985)); the National Research Council (NRC) Guide for the Care and Use of Laboratory Animals; and all additional requirements set forth in DHS Management Directive 10200.1 (Care and Use of Animals in Research) prior to conducting any research; experimentation; biological testing; and other related activities involving animals, including any training for such activities. 

Foreign organizations, whether direct awardees or part of a collaborative effort with a U.S. organization, are subject to all DHS policies regarding research involving animals. Those foreign organizations currently operating without a PHS-approved Animal Welfare Assurance must obtain a DHS-approved Assurance of Compliance prior to initiation of research.
6. Information and Data Quality: Congress, through OMB, has instructed each Federal agency to implement Information Quality Guidelines designed to "provide policy and procedural guidance...for ensuring and maximizing the quality, objectivity, utility, and integrity of information, including statistical information, disseminated by Federal agencies." Information quality procedures may apply to data generated by grant or cooperative agreement recipients if those data are disseminated as described in the Guidelines. The Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-110 has been revised to provide public access to research data through the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) under some circumstances. If such data are requested by the public, DHS must ask for it, and the recipient must submit it, in accordance with A-110 and applicable regulations at 40 C.F.R. 30.36.  
7. Acknowledgement of DHS Support: DHS’s full or partial support must be acknowledged in journal articles, oral or poster presentations, news releases, interviews with reporters and other communications. Any documents developed under this agreement that are intended for distribution to the public or inclusion in a scientific, technical, or other journal shall include the following statement:  

This publication [article] was developed under DHS Science and Technology Assistance Agreement No. __________ awarded by the U.S. Department of Homeland Security. It has not been formally reviewed by DHS. The views and conclusions contained in this document are those of the authors and should not be interpreted as necessarily representing the official policies, either expressed or implied, of the U.S. Department of Homeland Security.  The Department of Homeland Security does not endorse any products or commercial services mentioned in this publication.

8. Use of DHS Seal and Non-Endorsement.  Recipient shall require DHS’s approval prior to using the DHS seal.  DHS’s funding of projects under an award does not equate to DHS’s endorsement of such projects.  

9. Disposal of toxic or Other Waste.  Recipient shall be responsible for the removal from Government property of any and all toxic or other material used, provided, or generated in the course of performing this assistance agreement.  Recipient shall obtain at its own expense all necessary permits and licenses as required by local, State and Federal law and shall conduct such removal in a lawful and environmentally responsible manner.

10. Security Requirements. If it is determined that SBU information is either provided to the recipient during the course of this agreement, or if SBU information is generated as a result of this agreement, the following security requirements will apply:

a. The work performed and information resulting from the work completed under this agreement shall be protected through recipient’s (and sub-recipients of this award) security procedures, which must comply with relevant DHS policies provided to recipient, unless otherwise specified in writing by DHS.  

b. The recipient and sub-recipients of the award shall use their own security procedures and protections to protect information developed, generated or received from this award.  A copy of the security procedures, to include a Non-Disclosure Agreement, shall be submitted to DHS within 2 weeks after the date of the award for DHS’s review, comment, and approval. 

c. The recipient and sub-recipients shall ensure that sensitive information be protected in such a manner that it is safeguarded from public disclosure in accordance with applicable state or Federal laws and recipient’s and sub-recipients’ DHS-approved security policies. 

d. DHS provided information designated as Sensitive But Unclassified (SBU) or For Official Use Only (FOUO) transmitted to the Recipient will be safeguarded in accordance with DHS policies provided to recipient.  

e. Transmission of information developed, generated or received by the award designated as SBU or FOUO shall be transported via secure methods.  

f. In order to facilitate intra-program collaboration and technology transfer, DHS will attempt to enable recipient to work at the unclassified level to the maximum extent possible. If access to classified material will be required at any point during performance, the recipient must clearly identify such need prominently in its application.  

g. Prior to releasing any information developed using funding awarded under a grant or cooperative agreement issued pursuant to this announcement, recipient and sub-recipients shall review and screen such information, including but not limited to articles, presentations, videos, speeches at conferences, pamphlets, and other forms of printed media, to ensure that such information’s release does not violate recipients and sub-recipients DHS-approved security policies and procedures.

h. Potential recipients under this announcement are reminded of the Export Administration Regulations, the International Traffic in Arms Regulations, and other Federal regulations restricting the release of critical technologies, including technical data, to foreign nationals.
i. A substantive expert with a security clearance or the eligibility for one in the COE management is strongly encouraged.  In addition, the COE directors must attend security (i.e., sensitive information and counter-intelligence awareness) training provided by DHS.
11. Non-Disclosure Agreements.  If it is determined that SBU information is either provided to the recipient during the course of this agreement, or if SBU information is generated as a result of this agreement, the following security requirements will apply:  The Recipient shall require all employees and sub-recipients having access to information or materials pertaining to the assistance agreement award to sign a Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA) to protect against the misuses of information.  In the event that information is divulged in violation of the terms of the NDA, the Recipient will immediately notify DHS of the violation and take appropriate legal action.

12. Government Property/Furnished Equipment (GFE) and Facilities.  Each applicant must provide a very specific description of any equipment/hardware that it needs to acquire to perform the work.  This description should indicate whether or not each particular piece of equipment/hardware will be included as part of a deliverable item under the resulting award.  Also, this description should identify the component, nomenclature, and configuration of the equipment/hardware that it proposes to purchase for this effort.  The purchase on a direct re-imbursement basis of special test equipment or other equipment will be evaluated for allowability on a case-by-case basis.  Maximum use of Government integration, test, and experiment facilities is encouraged.  Government research facilities and operational military units are available and should be considered as potential government furnished equipment/facilities. These facilities and resources are of high value and some are in constant demand by multiple programs.

C.
Reporting Requirements.    
1. Financial Reports.   

a) The Recipient shall submit annual financial reports (SF 269, Financial Status Report) along with the annual performance report to the Grants Officer no later than 90 days following the end of the budget period. The initial budget period will end one year from the award date with the initial annual report due 90 days later. All subsequent annual reports will be due on the anniversary of the first annual report.    

b) The Recipient is required to submit a Cash Transaction Report (SF 272) to the Department of Health and Human Services Division of Payment Management.

c) The Recipient is required to submit a Final Financial Status Report (SF 269) to the Grants Officer within 90 days after the expiration date of the Performance Period. 

2. Performance Reports.

a) Performance Reports will be submitted to the Grants Officer.
b) The recipient shall submit annual Performance Reports as a condition for receiving further annual funding increments.  
c) Performance Reports shall consist of summary annual reports on the Center as a whole and on each funded Center project, along with explanations of any changes from the initial work plan contained in the final proposal, budget expenditures and changes, and unanticipated problems.  All changes in the scope of the workplan or budget must be approved in advance by DHS.

d) Final Performance Reports shall consist of a comprehensive final report with an executive summary and final summary abstract for each project. 90 days after the expiration date of the Performance Period. 

e) The annual and final reports and summaries will be posted on the Center’s website for public access.
D.
DHS Substantial Involvement.
1. Coordination of and participation in a kickoff meeting with appropriate S&T staff prior to project initiation, as well as a wrap-up meeting with appropriate S&T staff;

2. Ongoing monitoring of the activities of Recipient’s work plan and activities described in Recipient’s application through face-to-face and/or telephone meetings and the review of progress reports and key objectives for activities funded under the cooperative agreement;

3. Coordination between S&T and the COE will include, but is not limited to: 
Providing strategic input as necessary on an ongoing basis.

Coordinating research and development activities that support the national research agenda.

Creating awareness and visibility for this program.  

4. Review and comment on project information prior to dissemination including:

Publications, brochures, presentation materials, products, documents, and technology transfer information to be shared with the public.  Forty-five days (45) prior to the submission for publication, the recipient must submit a complete draft to the DHS Program Officer for review and comments. The materials described in this section must comply with the Security Requirements set forth in Section Article VI (Award Administration Information) of this Funding Opportunity Announcement.

Agendas for meetings, seminars, and conferences. Sixty (60) days prior to the event, the recipient must submit draft agendas and handouts to the DHS Program Officer for review and comments. The agendas described in this section must comply with the Security Requirements set forth in Section Article VI (Award Administration Information) of this Funding Opportunity Announcement.  The Recipient is also responsible for: (1) including participant evaluations of the event; (2) providing an analysis of the participant evaluations to the DHS Program Officer 30 days following the date of the event; (3) providing meeting notes to the DHS Program Officer 14 days following the date of the event; and (4) submission of original copies of the attendee/participant sign-in sheets that list participants, and includes signatures, email addresses, and phone numbers.
5. This cooperative agreement may be modified to support additional research projects funded by DHS and other sources provided that these projects meet three conditions: first, they must be research for a public purpose that addresses fundamental scientific questions, second, they must fall within the scope of the grant or cooperative agreement, and third, they must be subject to an S&T-approved merit review process to ensure they are high-quality scientific research. The supplemental research projects must also conform to Federal assistance agreement (grants and cooperative agreements) guidelines.  
6. DHS S&T may create a Federal Coordinating Council that reserves the right to provide guidance and direction to the COE’s research plan.

CERTIFICATION REGARDING DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE REQUIREMENTS



This certification is required by the regulations implementing Sections 5151-5160 of the Drug-Free Workplace Act of 1988 (P.L. 100-690, Title V, Subtitle D; 41 U.S.C. 701 et seq.).



1. By signing and/or submitting this application or cooperative agreement, the awardee is providing the certification set out below. 

2. The certification set out below is a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed when the agency awards the grant or cooperative agreement. If it is later determined that the awardee knowingly rendered a false certification, or otherwise violates the requirements of the Drug-Free Workplace Act, the agency, in addition to any other remedies available to the Federal government, may take action authorized under the Drug-Free Workplace Act.

(1) Abide by the terms of the statement; and 

(2) Notify the employer in writing of his or her conviction for a violation of a criminal drug statute occurring in the workplace no later than five calendar days after such conviction; 

(e.) Notifying the agency in writing, within ten calendar days after receiving notice under paragraph (d)(2) from an employee or otherwise receiving actual notice of such conviction. Employers of convicted employees must provide notice, including position title, to every grant officer or other designee on whose grant or cooperative agreement activity the convicted employee was working, unless the Federal agency has designated a central point for the receipt of such notices. Notice shall include the identification number(s) of each affected grant or cooperative agreement; 

(f.)   Taking one of the following actions, within 30 calendar days of receiving notice under paragraph (d)(2), with respect to any employee who is so convicted -- 

(1) Taking appropriate personnel action against such an employee, up to and including termination, consistent with the requirements of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended; or 

(2) Requiring such employee to participate satisfactorily in a drug abuse assistance or rehabilitation program approved for such purposes by a Federal, State, or local health, law enforcement, or other appropriate agency; 

(g.) Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug-free workplace through implementation of paragraphs (a), (b), (c), (d), (e) and (f).
