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I. FUNDING OPPORTUNITY DESCRIPTION


On November 19, 2001, the President and Congress enacted the Aviation and Transportation Security Act (ATSA), P.L. 107-71, 115 Stat. 597, which established TSA as a new Federal agency.  ATSA provides authority to the Administrator of the Transportation Security Administration to carry out chapter 449 of Title 49 United States Code relating to civil aviation security, including responsibility for supervision of screening passengers and property at airports, and for ordering the deployment of law enforcement personnel (LEOs) authorized to carry firearms at each airport security passenger-screening location to ensure passenger safety and national security.  See 49 U.S.C. §§ 44901.  Much of the authority of the Administrator of the Transportation Security Administration provided by ATSA and the United States Code has been delegated to the Assistant Administrator for Office of Security Operations and to the Federal Security Directors (FSDs).  The FSD is TSA’s representative for security matters at the airport.

Pursuant to 49 U.S.C. § 44903(c) and 49 C.F.R. Part 1542, each Airport operator is required to establish an air transportation security program that provides a law enforcement presence and capability at the airport that is adequate to ensure the safety of passengers.  This cooperative agreement is part of the cooperative effort of TSA through the FSD and the airport operator to deploy sufficient law enforcement officers in support of passenger screening activities at the checkpoint to meet their dual responsibility to ensure the safety of passengers and to counter risks to transportation security.

 The Transportation Security Administration (TSA) intends to be substantially involved in the day to day activities as part of this Cooperative Agreement. TSA’s intended involvement includes:
1. The TSA will provide financial assistance to Recipients.  Funds will be provided as available to offset the cost to carry out mandated Aviation Law Enforcement responsibilities.  Level of financial assistance will be based on :
· Actual/direct costs for fully burdened salary rate of a Police Patrol Officer/ Law Enforcement Personnel ( 49 CFR  1542.217)
Fully Burdened rate includes:

· base salary for each locality

· social security

· 401(k)/403(b)/457 plans

· Disability Insurance

· Health care benefits

· Life Insurance

2. The TSA Federal Security Director (FSD), may determine that flexible response is appropriate, in consultation with the airport operator and local law enforcement.  The FSD may make a determination, in certain circumstances, that an armed Law Enforcement Officer (LEO) or state certified armed security guard, if applicable, may not have to be posted at the airport screening location.

3. The TSA will process the Participant’s monthly invoices promptly after obtaining FSD signature, certifying that work was performed in accordance with the Agreement.

4. The TSA will notify the Participant, immediately in writing of any changes in the points of contact for invoicing or clarification of the intent of the Cooperative Agreement.

5. The TSA will provide on an as needed basis the following training/briefings:

a) Improvised Explosive Device Recognition.
b) Bomb Appraisal Officer (BAO) Program

c) Law Enforcement Officer Flying Armed processes/regulation.

d) Federal Criminal Statutes Pertinent to Aviation Security.
e) No-Fly/selectee procedures/processes.

f) Man-Portable Air Defense System (MANPADS)/Joint Vulnerability Assessments.  
g) Screening Passengers by Observation Technique (SPOT)

D. Performance Period:   October 1, 2008 – September 30, 2012
ELIGIBILITY INFORMATION



A. Eligible Applicants:  
Eligibility is limited to state, local, or other public institution/organizations that are Part 132 Certificate Holders responsible for commercial airport operations at airports within their jurisdiction that have incurred Law Enforcement Officer service cost after the September 11th security mandate regarding Law Enforcement presence at the passenger screening checkpoint. 
B. Cost Sharing:  
Cost sharing is not required

C. Restrictions.  
Funding will be based on the:

Number of checkpoints and lanes, total hours officer is posted in 24 hour period at checkpoint, Post September 11th enhanced Law Enforcement Officer Presence and/or current Reimbursement Agreement baseline, and financial need.
The level of award will be based on availability of funds.  
Checkpoint hours of operation and post September 11th security enhancements will be reviewed and verified by local Federal Security Director.

· For airports that are currently or have received funding through the LEO Reimbursement Program, TSA has the total checkpoint hours on file and will use this information as part of the evaluation process.   If there has been a change to the current number of hours, a new total number should be provided with a thorough explanation of the factor causing the change.  TSA will only consider requests for changes that are supported by a detailed supporting justification.

   The size of police department and percentage of police force is assigned to airport.

Payment under this award will be authorized by the reimbursement payment method (using the SF 270, “Request for Advance or Reimbursement”) in compliance with information provided in the SF 424A, “Budget Information” with supporting invoice documentation including but not limited to official pay roll records, checkpoint logs, sign in/out sheets, and vendor invoices.  

b. The TSA will reimburse the Recipient monthly for amounts expended for the LEO activities in support of passenger screening operation described in the SOJO.   

Recipient is required to provide mandated Law Enforcement Services regardless of funding level or period funding is received.

c. Requests for reimbursement SF270’s must be submitted to the FSD or FSD Designee for certification within 30 days of the end of the monthly period of performance (ex. SF 270‘s for January’s period of performance must be submitted no later than February 28th). Invoices shall be submitted monthly through the local FSD office. Detailed documentation must be available for each item for which reimbursement is requested; for example, checkpoint logs, timesheets, and/or appropriate validation from payroll for each individual Law Enforcement Officers’ fully burden salary rate.

d. Include banking information and DUNS number on all SF270’s submitted. 

e. Participant must be registered in the Centralized Contractor Registration (CCR) at CCR.gov. Banking information and DUNS number reflected on SF270 must match information contained in the Recipient’s CCR account.  Inaccurate information may result in payment delays.

f.   Non-compliance with all or portion of the terms and requirements of this Cooperative Agreement, or if a disagreement arises on the interpretation of the provisions of this Cooperative Agreement, or modifications and/or revisions thereto, the Program Manager and Grants Officer in consultation with the FSD will attempt to resolve the matter.
