Pursuant to the Department of Transportation Appropriations Act, 2010 (included as title I in Division A of the the Transportation, Housing and Urban Development, and Related Agencies Appropriations Act, 2010 (Pub.L. 111-117, December 16, 2009)), the Federal Railroad Administration (FRA) is to make available to Amtrak $1,001,625,000 to cover Amtrak’s Capital and Debt Service expenses for Fiscal Year 2010 (of which not to exceed $264,000,000 shall be for debt service).  Congress authorized FRA to retain .5% for capital oversight and .5% to fund expenses associated with implementing Section 212 of the Passenger Rail Investment and Improvement Act of 2008.  FRA is retaining both amounts, which total $10,016,250.  In addition, in accordance with the 2010 Continuing Appropriations Resolution and the 2010 Further Continuing Appropriations Resolution, FRA has already disbursed to Amtrak $202,907,460 in Fiscal Year 2010 Capital and Debt Service funds, leaving $788,701,290 available to be disbursed on a reimbursable basis.
