[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Approval is requested to provide notice of intent to make a single-source award (i.e., obligate FY 2012 funding) to the National Fish & Wildlife Foundation (NFWF) via this cooperative agreement.  The single-source determination is in accordance with criterion #2 (Continuation) under the Department of the Interior guidance (505 DM 2 at 2.14B). The funding obligation in FY 2012 is expected to total approximately $80,000.00.

The objectives of this cooperative agreement, which are outlined in Item 16 above, can best be accomplished through the National Fish & Wildlife Foundation.  On March 14, 2007 an Internal Agreement was finalized to implement the acquisition of 877 acres of land with funds provided through the North American Wetlands Conservation Act grant process.  Under that grant the National Fish & Wildlife Foundation and the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service are partners with the common objective of acquiring the acreage for the San Bernard NWR.  NFWF has established the Columbia Bottomlands Special Project Account and has provided extensive land acquisition assistance and land consulting services through the history of the project from 1995 through the present.  Under this present grant proposal, money for appraisals and other required items is to be transferred to the Austin’s Woods Accounts administered by the Foundation to complete the project authorized by the grant.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Under the Austin’s Woods III Grant and Internal Agreement, the Texas Mid-Coast National Wildlife Refuge Complex has received $1,000,000 for the purchase and costs of 4005 acres of land to be added to the San Bernard National Wildlife Refuge.  This includes $920,000 to be applied to direct costs at real estate closing on the land as well as $80,000 to be provided to the Foundation for appraisals and other pre-acquisition costs.
