
HOW TO APPLY (U.S. SMALL GRANTS) 

STEP 1
Familiarize yourself with the guidelines:
Before you start to fill out the application, you should familiarize yourself with the North American Wetlands Conservation Act U.S. Small Grants Proposal Application Overview, proposal format and related guidance, Grant Administration Standards and Assistance Award policies. These contain detailed information on application requirements and other legal and administrative matters. Go to

STEP 2
Complete the proposal portion of the application using the prescribed application format at the website:
http://www.fws.gov/birdhabitat/grants/nawca/Small/Overview.shtm

Fill in completely all sections of the application format while incorporating all appropriate reference materials. Attach those additional items that are required, such as the Application for Federal Assistance (SF424), Assurances Constructions Programs (SF424D), the signed partner letters, maps, photos, transmittal letter, etc.

STEP 3 (In addition to STEP #2)
Standard Form 424 & Assurances D, Application for Federal Assistance  
All applicants, EXCEPT the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, are required to submit a completed Application for Federal Assistance (SF-424) via Grants.gov. http://www.grants.gov/search/search.do?mode=VIEW&oppId=182853.
