

Instructions for submitting a full proposal to U. S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission Curricula Development Grant Program 
(Funding Opportunity Number: HR-FN-0711-EDU6)

Full proposal submissions must be received by 5 p.m. (local time) on Thursday, September 22, 2011.


Please complete the required forms, SF-424 (Application for Federal Assistance), SF-424A (Budget Information Non-construction programs), and SF-424B (assurances for Non-construction programs).  Please attach the required elements as listed below as part of your full proposal application package.  It is preferred that you attach all your documents in one PDF document; however they can be attached separately. 

Required Elements for Full Proposals

Full Proposals must include the following, packaged in the order listed, with the bottom right-hand corner of every page numbered and labeled with the Principal Investigators last name.  Adobe pdf format is required.

3. A. 2.  Full Proposal Content 
 
All submissions require full proposals.  You may download full proposal submission packages from www.grants.gov.  

Required Elements for Full Proposals  

a. Format for text
· Font - Use Arial typeface, a black font color, and a font size of 11 points. (A Symbol font may be used to insert Greek letters or special characters; the font size requirement still applies.)

b. Page Margins
· Use standard paper size (8 ½" x 11”).
· Use at least one inch margins (top, bottom, left, and right) for all pages. 
· NRC requires all text attachments to the SF424 application forms to be submitted as PDF files. Adobe PDF format is preferred.  
· Each page should include a page number and the Principal Investigator’s last name in the bottom right-hand corner.   
 
A.  Executive Summary - Maximum half-page:
· Name, mailing address, email address, and telephone number of the Principal Investigator(s)
· Names, mailing addresses, email addresses, and affiliations of other collaborative personnel and sub-grantees who will contribute significantly to the project
· Technical focus area(s) addressed by proposal (from those listed in Section I)
· Descriptive project title
· Length of proposed project (e.g., 2 years)
· Total funding request
· Concise statement of the project’s objectives and benefits

B.  Project Description 

· Whether the course(s) are elective or permanent.  
· Whether this is for undergraduate- or graduate-level course(s).
· Discussion of the project’s emphasis.  (i.e., What is being developed? stand-alone modules, entire courses of study,  individual courses, teaching materials)
· Number of students you are planning to reach.
· Description of how the proposed project will improve the education infrastructure, teaching competencies, subject matter expertise, and skills in serving students in the target disciplines. 
· The project’s innovative instructional approaches or techniques to enhance student learning, including distance education and experiential learning.
· Timeline or milestone chart of activities proposed in this project covering the entire period of performance.
· Course outline
· Assessment plan of program, as well as benchmarks or milestones
· Commitment letters from collaborators, industry, etc.
· Letters of support from the college or university and partners
· Quantifiable criteria for demonstrating that the program is sustainable. 

The project description is limited to 10 pages or less, including text, tables, and visual materials (e.g., charts, graphs). The page limit does not include the:

· Executive Summary  (half-page maximum)
· Current and Pending Support  
· Results from past NRC funding, if applicable
· Curriculum Vitae(s)
· Budget and Budget Narrative
· Signed Letter of Commitment between multiple institutions, where applicable
· Letters of Support from university and partners
· Other required forms
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
