OVERVIEW

NAICS Code 238990 – All Other Specialty Trade Contractors.  The Protect Endangered Species by Realigning Trails (Mori Point) Project will revitalize and expand freshwater wetland habitat and re-establish habitat connectivity for the federally endangered San Francisco garter snake – the most endangered reptile in North America, and the federally threatened California red-legged frog.   Landscape rehabilitation work within the project area will eliminate obstructing berms, improve pond performance and restore positive drainage and natural topography within eroding areas.  The Project will also revegetate more than 10 acres of disturbed freshwater wetland, coastal scrub and prairie habitats with a diversity of approximately 13,000 native plants.  Community volunteers and students will be recruited, trained and engaged to grow and outplant genetically appropriate native plant materials, and monitor and manage weeds to ensure the Project’s success.  A raised trail will replace a former road as a part of the primary access route to the Pacific Ocean.  This will improve the visitor experience and reduce fragmentation within the wildlife movement corridor.

STATEMENT OF JOINT OBJECTIVES/PROJECT MANAGEMENT PLAN

The principal objective of this Cooperative Agreement is to utilize funding made available through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) to collaborate on-site preparation and re-vegetation activities at Mori Point needed to successfully improve endangered species habitat in and adjacent to the new raised trail footprint and surrounding re-contoured slopes.  This collaboration will allow the Mori Point Project to most successfully meet its goals identified in the Environmental Assessment and Findings of No Significant Impact (EA/FONSI) for habitat restoration, rehabilitation, visitor enjoyment, and public access.

This project enlists the SFCC to assist with re-vegetation and other restoration tasks at Mori Point.  The SFCC has successfully worked with the National Park Service in past years to complete many similar projects. GGNRA and the SFCC have a history of collaboration both on this specific project and on restoration, trail maintenance and invasive plant control management for other GGNRA projects with similar components related to habitat restoration and landscape rehabilitation within endangered species habitat.  On similar projects, the SFCC has collaborated with the GGNRA to install erosion control and signage, plant native flora, and control invasive non-native weeds.  Additionally, the SFCC has provided Americorps support for habitat restoration, volunteer management, data collection and monitoring projects within endangered species habitat at Crissy Field and on the Presidio.  

During the implementation of the project the NPS will provide continued training in the stewardship of public lands and precious resources found therein.  This collaboration provides a conduit for SFCC and the NPS to create education/training opportunities regarding resource conservation and job skills.


RECIPIENT INVOLVEMENT

The SFCC will provide a skilled labor workforce to complete trail rehabilitation, site  re-vegetation and other restoration work at Mori Point.  They will coordinate with the NPS to develop a work schedule that provides for completion of project goals that also facilitates educational opportunities.  They will conduct all work activities in a safe manner and in accordance with accepted practice for such activities.  SFCC also provides its own personal protective equipment unless unique or unusual field or project conditions exist which required specialized equipment.  

NATIONAL PARK SERVICE INVOLVEMENT

Through this cooperative involvement with SFCC, the NPS will provide conservation service experiences for young people of varied economic and ethnic backgrounds, thereby creating a diverse pool of skilled candidates for future employment by the NPS and other public land management agencies. The NPS will also provide resource protection training and facilitate work/learn conservation experiences.
