	Single Source Justification Criteria Cited
	Unique Qualifications
The work is for storm damage repair to roads within the Mill Creek Acquisition located in Del Norte Coast Redwoods State Park.  Through a Cooperative Management Agreement (CMA), the National Park Service (NPS) and California Department of Parks and Recreation (CDPR) manage Jedediah Smith Redwoods State Park, Del Norte Coast Redwoods State Park, Prairie Creek Redwoods State Park and Redwood National Park as Redwood National and State Parks (RNSP).  The CMA commits the resources of both agencies and allows for sharing staff and their functions to enhance protection of park resources and improve service to the public.

CDPR has unique management jurisdiction and experience in relation to this project.  These roads have been managed primarily by CDPR since the roads were acquired in 2002.  Their professional staff have planned and designed a watershed restoration program that either improves or decommissions roads within the Mill Creek Acquisition based on long-term planning needs.  CDPR staff are familiar with the roads, park resources and dominant erosional processes in Mill Creek.

OVERVIEW
A December 2008 storm caused severe road damage to three major roads in the Mill Creek Acquisition.  A large stream crossing on Rock Creek Road failed along a large tributary to Rock Creek that provides habitat for cutthroat trout.  Two segments of road also failed.  One segment failed on Child’s Hill Road along a tributary of Rock Creek, and a second failed on Crossover Road along a tributary of East Fork Mill Creek.  These roads serve as key circulation routes for park visitors to trail heads, campgrounds and day use facilities.  All of these roads are former logging roads.  Through the CMA with CDPR, RNSP plans to repair the storm damaged roads using ARRA funding.    
STATEMENT OF JOINT OBJECTIVES/PROJECT MANAGEMENT PLAN

The objective of this project is for NPS and CDPR to work together to support and stimulate the public purposes of outdoor recreation, watershed restoration, and resource conservation for the general benefit of the people of the United States, restoring and preserving the natural environment in national and state parks to be enjoyed by current and future generations.  The project will repair three storm damaged sections of roads in the Mill Creek Acquisition thereby restoring key circulation routes for park visitors and protecting park aquatic and riparian resources from further impacts of erosion and sedimentation associated with the damaged sites.  The project is consistent with the objectives of the parks’ 2000 joint General Management Plan/General Plan which speaks to the mutual commitment of resources for the common protection of park resources contained in RNSP, and their enjoyment by current and future generations, in perpetuity.
RECIPIENT INVOLVEMENT

CDPR will repair three storm damaged road sites and restore key circulation routes for park visitors to trail heads, campgrounds and day use facilities.   The failed stream crossing on Rock Creek Road will be reconstructed based on sound hydrologic analysis and engineering design.  Crossing reconstruction will allow the passage of storm flow, including sediment and debris, and the safe passage of fish.  CDPR will also complete repairs at two storm damaged road segments on Child’s Hill and Crossover roads.
NATIONAL PARK SERVICE INVOLVEMENT

The NPS will provide technical support for site evaluation including assistance with determining threatened and endangered species habitat conditions, vegetation characteristics, cultural surveys, etc. to assure the project conforms with NPS policy and RNSP planning documents.  NPS will also provide GIS and computer-related support to CDPR that is critical to the successful completion of these types of projects.

SINGLE SOURCE POLICY REQUIREMENTS

	Department of the Interior Policy (505 DM 2) requires a written justification which explains why competition is not practicable for each single-source award.  The justification must address one or more of the following criteria as well as discussion of the program legislative history, unique capabilities of the proposed recipient, and cost-sharing contribution offered by the proposed recipient, as applicable.



	In order for an assistance award to be made without competition, the award must satisfy one or more of the following criteria:

(1) Unsolicited Proposal – The proposed award is the result of an unsolicited assistance application which represents a unique or innovative idea, method, or approach which is not the subject of a current or planned contract or assistance award, but which is deemed advantageous to the program objectives;

(2) Continuation – The activity to be funded is necessary to the satisfactory completion of, or is a continuation of an activity presently being funded, and for which competition would have a significant adverse effect on the continuity or completion of the activity;

(3) Legislative intent – The language in the applicable authorizing legislation or legislative history clearly indicates Congress’ intent to restrict the award to a particular recipient of purpose;

(4) Unique Qualifications – The applicant is uniquely qualified to perform the activity based upon a variety of demonstrable factors such as location, property ownership, voluntary support capacity, cost-sharing ability if applicable, technical expertise, or other such unique qualifications;

(5) Emergencies – Program/award where there is insufficient time available (due to a compelling and unusual urgency, or substantial danger to health or safety) for adequate competitive procedures to be followed.




NPS did not solicit full and open competition for this award based the following criteria

(4)  Unique Qualifications – CDPR is uniquely qualified to design and implement the storm damage repairs, because the repairs would occur on roads located on state park lands and these roads are managed primarily by CDPR.  CDPR has planned and designed a road network within the Mill Creek Acquisition based on long-term needs described in the Mill Creek General Plan Amendment.  CDPR staff are experienced in the design and implementation of watered restoration which includes upgrading, reconstructing and decommissioning roads.  CDPR is also more familiar with the roads, park resources and dominant erosional processes in the Mill Creek Acquisition than NPS staff.  The sharing of park staff and their functions will result in increased operational efficiencies, enhanced protection of park resources, and improved service and educational opportunities to the public.
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
