OVERVIEW

Description: The Construct Three Miles of Trail project will construct three miles of hiking trail, 4-feet wide, to provide visitor access from the centrally-located Elk Meadow Day Use Area to Lady Bird Johnson Trail. This trail will be the first link in the East Side Trail which was identified by Congress on the park’s enabling legislation. It will provide visitors an opportunity to hike through an old growth forest from Elk Meadow to the Lady Bird Johnson trail. It will also relieve pressure during the summer months from the Lady Bird Johnson Parking Area, which is on many days filled to capacity. Two miles of the trail will be built by CCC crews.
STATEMENT OF JOINT OBJECTIVES/PROJECT MANAGEMENT PLAN

The primary objective of this Agreement is to build approximately two miles of a 4-foot wide trail starting at the Lady Bird Johnson Grove following the flagged route northwest to connect with the Davison bike trail (Old Highway Road) near U.S. Highway 101. This project will consist of five 8-day spikes. This work will achieve resource protection goals on NPS lands and support and stimulate work and/or training opportunities for young adults through collaborative participation in the improvement and rehabilitation of the trails and overlooks within Redwood national and State Parks.
During the completion of the project the NPS will provide training in the stewardship of public lands and precious resources found therein.  This collaboration provides a conduit for CCC and the NPS to create education/training opportunities regarding resource conservation and job skills.
RECIPIENT INVOLVEMENT

The CCC will provide a skilled labor workforce to complete trail construction work.  They will coordinate a work schedule with the NPS that provides for completion of project goals and also facilitates educational opportunities.  They will conduct all work activities in a safe manner and in accordance with accepted practice for such activities.  CCC shall also provide personal protective equipment unless unique or unusual field or project conditions exist which require specialized equipment.  CCC crews will abide by all applicable rules and policies of the National Park Service and including those specific to Redwood National Park applying to conduct in a national park, camping etiquette and after-hours activities.

NATIONAL PARK SERVICE INVOLVEMENT
Through cooperative involvement with CCC, the NPS will create conservation service experiences for young people of varied economic and ethnic backgrounds, thereby creating a diverse pool of skilled candidates for potential future employment by the NPS and other public land management agencies. The NPS will also provide a resource protection training and facilitate work/learn conservation experiences.
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
