The National Parks and Recreation Act, Public Law 95-625, Section 508 (a) (92 Stat. 3507), November 10, 1978, established Ebey’s Landing National Historical Reserve and provided for the Secretary of the Interior to transfer management and administration over all or any part of the property acquired under subsection (d) of the law to the State or appropriate unit of local government, pursuant to cooperative agreement. 

 The National Park Service, North Cascades National Park, intends to award multiple Task Orders, throughout the year as funding permits, to provide for operation of the Reserve and other projects as outlined in the “Notice of Intent to Award” announcement.  Presently, a five year Cooperative Agreement is in place for management of the Reserve and related operations, this Task Order is to fund 2012 operations, within the allowance of the current Continuing Resolution, additional Task Orders for operations and approved projects will be awarded throughout the year.  The value of this Task Order is $23,430.  Total operational Task Orders valued at $213,000 ($180,000 for operations & $33,000 for seasonal staffing) are anticipated. Additional project Task Orders of various amounts will also be awarded in FY2012 with estimated totals not expected to exceed $100,000 (combined ceiling for all project orders)

Ebey’s Landing National Historical Reserve (EBLA) is a unique unit of the National Park System encompassing a complex mix of public and private lands and interests.  Through the Interlocal Agreement the four cooperating partners in the Reserve, the National Park Service, Island County, Washington State Parks and the Town of Coupeville (Reserve Partners) have agreed to assign administration of the Reserve to a nine member Trust Board representing the interests of each of the governmental partners. It is the first NPS unit to be authorized to delegate the management of NPS acquired lands to another governmental entity. 

The Trust Board employs a Reserve Manager and staff to oversee the day to day operation of the Reserve. NPS employs staff to provide technical assistance to the Trust Board as authorized on P.L. 95-625. A General Management Plan and EIS for the Reserve was completed in 2007 that outlines broad management, operational and development goals for the Reserve over the next 15-20 years, including shared staffing and operational responsibilities.
