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OVERVIEW, RECIPIENT AND NPS SUBSTANTIAL INVOLVEMENT


The University of Arizona (UAZ) will work with the National Park Service (NPS) in achieving preservation through conservation treatment of ceramic vessels. UAZ will prepare treatment proposals for approximately 224 ceramic vessels, conduct conservation treatments on those vessels, complete photographic inventories of the pots and fabricate mounts for some of the vessels.  This project will provide an opportunity for UAZ staff and students, as well as other interns and volunteers, to acquire experience in the treatment of ceramic vessels, including repair, reconstruction and treatments under the guidance of a senior conservator.

Substantial involvement on the part the National Park Service is anticipated for the successful completion of the objectives to be funded by this award.  A NPS conservator will coordinate the work and provide training for project specific work. In addition, the NPS will provide equipment and supplies necessary to complete the work.
