	Single Source Justification Criteria Cited
	Unique Qualifications – The Student Conservation Association (SCA) is America’s conservation corps. SCA members protect and restore national parks, marine sanctuaries, cultural landmarks and community green spaces in all 50 states.  SCA, while a national organization, has a regional office based in Seattle, WA and runs a number of locally based programs for high school and college students in the community.  Generally, SCA interns range in age from 16-35.
The SCA was selected for this project for the following reasons:  1)  SCA possesses a national agreement with the NPS;  2)  SCA has an office based in Seattle, WA with existing youth community programs in place;  3)  SCA has over 50 years of expertise with youth programs;  4)  Ability to recruit, supervise and support both college and high school aged students; and 5)  SCA can and will recruit local students without need of housing in the Seattle, WA area.  Few, if any, of the 18 national agreement youth program providers to the NPS are located in western states.  Utilization of SCA for this project also results in decreased project costs due to there being no need for the NPS to house students, since all interns will be recruited locally.  In addition, SCA has experience providing interpretive interns—the primary project goal.   SCA provides the best fit of location, mission, efficiency, and experience to provide good performance for the Klondike project.

OVERVIEW

NAICS code 611710 Educational Support Services
Description:  This project offers opportunities for local Seattle area youth to participate in a unique outreach and interpretative initiative, the Conservation Leadership Corps (CLC). The CLC is a partnership program between the NPS and the Student Conservation Association (SCA). Youth in this program will, among other things, become familiar with and comfortable working with park staff in the fields of interpretation, outreach and visitor services. SCA participants will become connected to a great urban-based national park and will gain experience in interpretation, have the opportunity to participate in living history performances, assist in the development and presentation of the park’s interpretive program for Alaska bound cruise ship passengers, and reach out to their peers, friends and families to connect them to national parks. These experiences and the skills they will develop will provide a launching point for possible careers with the National Park Service, or other conservation agencies.
STATEMENT OF JOINT OBJECTIVES/PROJECT MANAGEMENT PLAN

The purpose of this agreement is to provide internship opportunities in historical interpretation for high school students living in the Seattle, WA area.  This will fulfill NPS public purposes in providing for visitor enjoyment as well as engaging, educating, and employing youth.  Through this activity it is expected that youth participants will gain a greater appreciation of the nation’s heritage and the preservation of cultural resources. 

The NPS will benefit by involving local youth and previously underserved community members in park stewardship.  This relationship assists the NPS in achieving its goals of introducing youth to stewardship, park values, and a culture of historic resource preservation.  In addition, the NPS benefits from a well recruited and organized youth work force.  SCA provides interns  equipped with uniforms, conservation leadership training, and personnel support but needs the NPS to assist with providing orientation to interpretive operations and programming, as well as oversight to project management, and logistical support on site.

RECIPIENT INVOLVEMENT

Under this agreement the SCA will provide Youth Internship Program for 1 college aged youth at Klondike Gold Rush NHP- Seattle for one year and four high school age interns 6 weeks full time in summer, 6 months part time during school year.  Included in SCA’s proposal is on-site training of KLSE staff in youth “cultural awareness” and program management.  
Through collaboration, the NPS and SCA will increase interpretive programs and community outreach activities throughout the Seattle, WA area.  This will include increasing the park’s contacts at local fairs, festivals, and educational events.  In addition, the park will increase its number of both formal and informal interpretive programs and activities offered to the visiting public.
NATIONAL PARK SERVICE INVOLVEMENT

NPS staff will provide training and guidance to interns, overseeing projects, ensuring proper use of NPS information systems, providing logistical support, and ensuring resources are protected to NPS standards.  Without this NPS involvement, interns would not be able to do the job.  

NPS will also provide interns with desk and office space and access to computer systems as appropriate, and will ensure compliance with environmental and cultural resource laws, and safety.
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
