OVERVIEW
This project will examine military activities in the early 1940s in the national parks in Hawaii, focusing on those that are not dedicated to World War II interpretation and commemoration. It will result in a Special History report and two presentations providing historical context for the remnants of military installations, to assist the NPS with nominations and interpretation. The intersection of the natural and built environments is crucial to this study, as geophysical features of the Pacific islands influenced the types of military installations constructed and their placement over time. Environmental history will provide the lens for examining and documenting how the U.S. military viewed the park lands and the natural setting during the war years (1941-1945), and how construction both changed the landscape and was influenced by it. 
STATEMENT OF JOINT OBJECTIVES/PROJECT MANAGEMENT PLAN

The objective of this Task Agreement is to examine World War II activities in the national parks in Hawaii that are not dedicated to World War II interpretation and commemoration. A number of parks in Hawaii, including Hawaii Volcanoes, Haleakala, Kaloko-Honokohau, Kalaupapa, Pu`uhonua O Honaunau, Pu’ukohola Heiau National Historic Site, and Ala Kahakai National Historic Trail, include remnants of the war years that require historical context for national register nominations and for interpretation. Resources such as the Volcano House, military camps and dormitories, radar stations, and airstrips reflect activities significant to the nation’s heritage. The ASEH and the NPS will collaborate on the development and preparation of this history.  

Environmental history provides a unique lens for examining the ways in which the military utilized these resources – and the natural setting in which they were constructed – as part of the war effort. This Special History will provide the details of construction over time, explaining where and when military installations were built, while also analyzing how they affected the landscape over time. The intersection of the natural and built environments is crucial to this study, as geophysical features of the Pacific islands influenced the types of military installations constructed and their placement. Accordingly, our researchers will document how the U.S. military viewed the park lands and the natural setting during the war years (1941-1945), and how construction both changed the landscape and was influenced by it. 
Another goal of this project is to bring together NPS staff and environmental historians – particularly those located in Hawaii – for discussions about how environmental history can inform and enhance interpretation of national park resources. 
This project is conceptualized in two phases, dependent on annual appropriations.  Phase 1 involves the initiation of the project, including the collaboration on the history’s work plan, followed by preparation of research design, records search, including photographs and maps, preparation of a detailed chapter outline and bibliography, preparation of two chapters, and two presentations: one to NPS staff in Hawaii and if appropriate, one at the University of Hawaii.  Phase 2 involves the preparation of the rest of the narrative, including editing, reviewing and revising drafts, and printing.

RECIPIENT INVOLVEMENT

ASEH will be responsible for completing the project, in collaboration with the NPS, by preparing the history’s work plan, followed by preparation of research design, records search, including photographs and maps, preparation of a detailed chapter outline and bibliography, preparation of the entire report as a draft and then as a final, as well as making two presentations to NPS staff.  This project is conceptualized in two phases, dependent on annual appropriations.  Therefore in this phase, Phase 1, ASEH will prepare two chapters and in Phase 2 prepare the remaining narrative, including editing, reviewing and revising drafts, and printing the report. 
NATIONAL PARK SERVICE INVOLVEMENT

NPS staff will work together with the ASEH to provide financial assistance and facilitate research, as well as provide professional support and guidance for the project overall, and ensure through peer review, editing, and publication that the agency receives a high quality product.
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
