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OVERVIEW, RECIPIENT AND NPS SUBSTANTIAL INVOLVEMENT


The University of Arizona (UAZ) will partner with the National Park Service (NPS) to assist with stabilizing metals from Chiricahua National Monument and Fort Bowie National Historic Site that are stored at the Western Archeological and Conservation Center. UAZ staff will also provide before and after treatment photographs, and produce custom mounts for storage. This project involves providing an opportunity for UAZ staff with pre-program conservation interest to acquire experience in stabilizing objects, fabricating mounts and upgrading storage. 

Substantial involvement on the part of the NPS is anticipated for the successful completion of the objectives to be funded by this award.  NPS staff will provide a considerable amount of training to the cooperator and a significant portion of that training will be delivered in a team setting.

As such, the applicant is uniquely qualified to perform the activity based on their participation as a University Partner in the Cooperative Ecosystems Study Unit, their capacity to provide appropriate researchers, and their ability to broadly utilize research results as teaching tool.
