(2) Continuation – This award is the continuation of a prior year award which was awarded to the University of Pennsylvania (UPE). The research for this award has been ongoing project with the Principal Investigator and competition would have a significant adverse effect on the continuity or completion of the activity. In addition, the cooperator is a member of an established Cooperative Ecosystem Studies Unit (CESU) network, and was awarded a Cooperative Agreement (H1200090005) allowing UPE to participate in specific tasks, and can provide the specific research and investigative support to conduct this particular task while providing an effective outcome for the National Park Service and the research project. As such, the applicant is uniquely qualified to perform the activity based on their participation as a University Partner in the Cooperative Ecosystems Study Unit, their capacity to provide appropriate researchers, and their ability to broadly utilize research results as teaching tool. 
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
