OVERVIEW
 The 2010 YPP program will be titled the “Red Oak Victory Youth Crew” and will result in a crew of six local teen- aged youth who will work closely with members of the all-volunteer ship crew to restore, preserve, and improve an important section of the historic SS Red Oak Victory ship. In addition, the crew will develop and implement interpretive/educational youth programs addressing important historical aspects of the ship and the WWII Home Front story. These programs will be presented to junior high school students from the local community, who will be participating in the Red Oak Victory camp – a community outreach and ambassador program that takes place on board the vessel.

STATEMENT OF JOINT OBJECTIVES/PROJECT MANAGEMENT PLAN

 The objective of this Task Agreement is to support and stimulate work and/or education and training opportunities for young adults through collaborative participation in the interpretation and preservation of the Rosie the Riveter/WWII Home Front National Historical Park. The project provides for the development of a local minority youth conservation crew, led by two paid crew leaders.

RECIPIENT INVOLVEMENT

 Preservation and Restoration Task. 

The crew members will work with National Park Service staff and/or SS Red Oak Victory staff to paint vent for backdrop, repair holes in pier, weed the parking area, and prep and paint the deck.
Interpretation Education Task

The crew members will shadow docents at the SS Red Oak Victory ship. The docents will work with the crewmembers and assign each one a portion of the ship’s tour, addressing one area of the ship. The crew members will then work with NPS Staff and docents to develop their assigned portion of the tour, to present to a camp group of junior high age students.

NATIONAL PARK SERVICE INVOLVEMENT

Park staff will provide the educational component to this work and oriente the crew to the specific resource and maintenance issues relevant to this project.  NPS will also work with  the SS Red Oak Victory Docents to train the SCA crew in interpretive skills needed to present the interpretive program to the camp group.
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
