OVERVIEW  
NAICS Code 541990, All Other Professional, Scientific and Technical Services  The Chinquapin Water System Improvements Project will replace the existing system that was installed in the 1930s, which consists of a surface water intake from Indian Creek, disinfection shed, 20,000 gallon wooden storage tank and 4-inch cast iron distribution piping with services to the comfort station and ranger residence.  The system will be re43placed with  a new groundwater source (1,000+ ft deep well), new storage tank that will provide storage for fire flow, and new water main along Wawona Road to serve both the proposed 224 student Yosemite Institute and the Chinquapin comfort station and ranger residence.  The proposed water treatment building will be built inside the historic Chinquapin comfort station and ranger residence.  The proposed water treatment building will be built inside the historic Chinquapin Ranger garage.  The proposed 200,000 gallon water tank will be constructed at-grade west of the proposed Campus on the elevated ridge.   
STATEMENT OF JOINT OBJECTIVES/PROJECT MANAGEMENT PLAN

The primary objective of this Agreement is to collaborate on measures to protect and preserve cultural and natural resources with cultural and religious significance to American Indians having cultural association with the project area.  This collaboration will enable the Chinquapin Water System Improvements Project to successfully meet requirements and obligations documented in the Yosemite Institute Environmental Education Campus Environmental Impact Statement and Record of Decision for environmental and historic preservation laws.

NATIONAL PARK SERVICE INVOLVEMENT

NPS will provide the Tribe access to the project area, and to the park cultural and natural resource data base, and will work with the Tribe to implement appropriate measures developed by the Tribe and NPS to protect and preserve cultural and natural resources that have cultural and religious significance to the American Indian community. 
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
