Funding Opportunity Description
South Texas Refuge Complex is a suite of 3 National Wildlife Refuges (U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service) engaged in wildlife conservation. South Texas Refuge Complex seeks a scientific contractor to acquire biological data to assist the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service in seeking solutions to combat climate change through the evaluation of carbon sequestration capability of the dominant plants found in the Lower Rio Grande Valley of Texas.

The contractor will provide a map of the distribution of potential carbon amounts in the brushland habitat both within the refuge and in adjacent lands derived from combined ecosystem process simulation with remote sensing data inputs.  The contractor will provide USFWS the information needed to make these calculations on a species by species basis along growth curve through time, as available, based on the contractor’s findings
