OVERVIEW
This grant is intended to support Native Americans to better prepare to manage cultural and natural resources.  The College of Law, Indian Legal Program at the Arizona State University (ASU) recruits and supports Native Americans who wish to undertake advanced courses in law as related to water/natural resources management.  The primary goal is to improve the capabilities of Native Americans as managers of both cultural and natural resources.  The Yates Scholarship program supports the recruitment effort providing financial assistance to the selected students.

The grant is to be for the academic year 2010-2011 and will provide funds for management of fellowships, stipends, and other support for Native Americans enrolled in ASU’s Graduate Law Program.
RECIPIENT INVOLVEMENT
The recipient will be responsible for the transfer of funds for the management of scholarships, internships, stipends, law clerk travel, housing, supervision and other support for Native Americans anticipated to enroll in the ASU Indian Legal Program as well as community outreach for the Academic Year 2010-2011.
RECLAMATION INVOLVEMENT
No substantial involvement on the part of Reclamation is anticipated for the successful completion of the objectives to be funded by this award.  It is anticipated that Reclamation’s involvement will consist of standard federal stewardship responsibilities such as monitoring project performance, technical assistance at the request of the recipient, etc.

STATUTORY AUTHORITY
Consolidated Appropriations Resolution, 2003, Public Law 108-7, Division D, Title II, Sec. 201
In order to increase opportunities for Indian tribes to develop, manage, and protect their water resources, in fiscal year 2003 and thereafter, the Secretary of the Interior, acting through the Commissioner of the Bureau of Reclamation, is authorized to enter into grants and cooperative agreements with any Indian tribe, institution of higher education, national Indian organization, or tribal organization pursuant to 31 U.S.C. 6301–6308. Nothing in this Act is intended to modify or limit the provisions of the Indian Self Determination Act (25 U.S.C. 45 et seq.).
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
