The Bureau of Reclamation is the largest wholesaler of water in the country and the second largest producer of hydroelectric power in the western United States.  The mission of the Bureau of Reclamation is to manage, develop, and protect water and related resources in an environmentally and economically sound manner in the interest of the American public.  The Bureau of Reclamation also plays a major role in meeting the increasing public demands for land and water-based outdoor recreation opportunities at its facilities.  

Reclamation is committed to providing educational and work opportunities to young people so they can gain a better understanding of Reclamation’s role in conserving land and water resources.  Additionally, Reclamation wants to provide opportunities for young people to be involved in conserving Reclamation’s natural resources and recreational opportunities. In doing so, this will help prepare them for the ultimate responsibility of maintaining and managing these resources for the American people.

Therefore, Reclamation’s Snake River Area Office (Reclamation) is requesting proposals to fund conservation activities within their administrative boundaries in support of the Youth Conservation Program.  Conservation activities include piling slash from downed and thinned trees to reduce fuel loading and improve wildlife habitat, as well as trash removal. [bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The Public Lands Corps Act of 1993 (16 U.S.C. §1721-1730) and the Youth Conservation Corps Act of 1970 (16 U.S.C. §1701-1706) authorizes the Secretary of the Interior to enter into contracts and cooperative agreements with any qualified youth conservation corps to perform appropriate conservation projects.

[bookmark: _Toc327358093]3.  Objective of Funding Opportunity Announcement 
The objective of this FOA is to invite eligible youth conservation corps to involve youth in cooperative natural resources conservation efforts within the administrative boundaries of the Snake River Area Office.  Reclamation encourages the youth conservation corps makes an effort to recruit youth from the local area for placement on the conservation crews.  See section VIII of this FOA for the administrative boundaries of the Snake River Area Office.  

Building long-term relationships with youth and youth corps will ultimately stimulate public purpose such as education, job training, development of responsible citizenship, productive community involvement, and furthering the understanding and appreciation of natural resources.  


[bookmark: _Toc327358094]II.  Scope of Activities for FY 2012

Project 1:  Lake Cascade (reservoir) Fuels Reduction and /or Habitat Structure Improvement and Trash Removal

Location: Lake Cascade, Cascade, Idaho

Crew Members Needed: 2 conservation crews consisting of 10-12 crewmembers w/ supervisors 

Period of Performance:  August 1, 2012 thru September 30, 2012

Accommodations:  Camping space will be provided free of charge for two youth conservation crews at selected group camp grounds beginning September 9, 2012 to September 30, 2012.  This day use area has restroom facilities and potable water.  Shower facilities are located either at selected campground or at a site nearby.  The youth conservation corps is responsible for providing all necessary camping equipment.  If the youth conservation corps plans to accomplish this project outside of September 9, 2012 to September 30, 2012, then crew accommodations will need to be planned and provided for by the conservation corps, and approved by Reclamation.

Work Element 1:  Stacking of slash material, brush and debris from downed Lodgepole pine on approximately 40 acres of Reclamation lands around Lake Cascade, Cascade, Idaho.  This project will reduce fuel loading and improve wildlife habitat.  This effort may occur at four separate areas: Boulder Creek conservation and open space (COS) area, Gold Fork COS area, Crown Point COS area, and Boulder Creek Day Use Area.  A map of the areas will be provided as needed.   

Slash material (smaller than 6 inches in diameter) will be cut into no more than 6 foot lengths.  This material will then be stacked into piles no larger than 6 feet tall and 8 feet in diameter.  These slash piles should be no closer than 10 feet apart and in open areas without live trees (or branches) within 15 feet of the piles.  The slash material will be piled as tightly as possible into these slash piles to promote the complete burning of the slash.

Firewood sized material (larger than 6-inches in diameter) will be cut into no more than 6 foot lengths.  This material will then be stacked into piles no larger than 6 feet tall by 8 feet in diameter.  These firewood piles should be no closer than 20 feet apart from the slash piles.

All work must be completed using personal protection equipment (PPE) and hand-held tools such as chainsaws and/or handsaws to be provided by the conservation corps.   

Note: If fire restrictions are placed in the Lake Cascade area and the above-mentioned slash piling project is unable to proceed, the following projects will be performed instead:   

	Work Element 1.A:  Repairing wildlife habitat improvement structures.  Several wildlife 	habitat improvement structures that were built around the reservoir have fallen into 	disrepair.  These structures include goose nesting platforms, wood duck boxes, bluebird 	nest boxes, bat boxes, and other miscellaneous wildlife habitat structures.  Reclamation 	estimates it takes approximately 2 hours for 2 people to repair one structure; therefore, 	with driving time between locations, Reclamation estimates approximately 25 structures 	can be repaired with the 2 conservation crews daily.

	Material and supplies (such as wood, screws, nails, tires) necessary to make the repairs 	will be provided by Reclamation.   Structure Repair needs to be completed using 	personal 	PPE and hand-held tools such as hammers, screwdrivers, handsaws, cordless drills, 	shovels, and pulaskis provided by the conservation corps.

	Work Element 1.B:  Trash accumulates in several areas around the reservoir, including 	on the beaches and at the mouths of tributaries. Conservation crews will pick-up trash 	from selected 	areas in about an 8-mile range, and take bagged trash to the Reclamation 	yard for proper disposal.  Trash bags will be provided by the conservation corps.  Trash 	pick-up shall to be completed using PPE, and hand or hand-held tools provided by the 	conservation corps.

[bookmark: _Toc327358096]1.  Anticipated Funding 
Reclamation anticipates making one (1) award for cost-share funds up to $40,000; however, the dollar amount may change based upon actual FY 2012 appropriations from Congress as well as Reclamation budget constraints.

Subsequent modifications to the award which relate to the addition of funds may be entered into without future competition; however, are conditioned upon successful project performance and availability of appropriated funds.

[bookmark: _Toc327358097]2.  Cost Share Requirement
Reclamation’s share of the costs shall not exceed 75 percent.  At least 25 percent of the project costs will be paid for with non-Federal funding secured by the applicant.  

Cost sharing may be made through cash or in-kind contributions from the applicant or third party partners; however, all cost share contributions must meet the criteria established in the OMB administrative and cost principles applicable to the applicant.  Applicants may not use other Federal funds to meet any portion of their cost-share. 

Pre-award costs incurred prior to the date of award may be submitted for consideration as an allowable portion of cost share for the project.  In no case will pre-award costs incurred prior to October 1, 2011, be considered for cost share purposes.  Reclamation will review the proposed pre-award costs to determine if they are allowable in accordance with authorizing legislation and applicable cost principles.

Substantial involvement is anticipated on the part of Reclamation; therefore, one award of a cooperative agreement will be made as a result of this competitive FOA.  Award is anticipated between June 1, 2012, and July 30, 2012.

All projects outlined in section II of this FOA are located in high elevation areas; therefore, due to the threat of inclement weather, it is imperative the projects are completed by September 30, 2012.

Each proposal that is received as of a result of this Funding Opportunity will be screened first for eligibility to ensure that:
· The applicant is a qualified youth conservation corps.   A qualified youth conservation corps means any program established by a State, local government, the governing body of any Indian tribe, or by a non-profit organization; and 
· The applicant has provided a cost-share reflecting that at least 25 percent of the costs will be paid for with non-Federal funding secured by the applicant; and 

· The proposal meets the objectives of Reclamation’s Youth Conservation Corps Program and this FOA.  

Proposals that meet all these eligibility requirements will be automatically forwarded to the evaluation and selection process.

If applicable, include engineering plans, designs and analyses as part of the proposal.  Recipients are strongly encouraged to have engineering plans, designs and analyses certified by a registered professional engineer.  These plans should be in the Appendix of the proposal.

· Identify a milestone schedule which shows the anticipated start and ending dates of all major stages/tasks of the proposed activity

e.  Detailed Budget Narrative  – Provide a cost breakdown for all direct costs for achieving the projects listed in section II of this FOA.  Awards will not be made to any applicant who fails to provide a detailed budget narrative.  An example budget narrative may be found in section VIIII of this Funding Opportunity.  At a minimum, the following budget elements should be considered in your detailed budget narrative:

· Personal/Salary or Wage Rate: Define each position that will be working on this activity by title, salary or wage, amount of time estimated on the activity.  Provide a basis for all costs.

· Fringe Benefits:  List fringe benefit costs, and include supporting documentation of the established rate.

· Crew Costs:  List number of crewmembers that make up a crew.  Discuss how rate was established for the crew.  If rate is lump-sum, provide a breakdown of each element that makes up the basis of the rate.  

· Equipment Description and Hourly Rate:  Discuss whether the equipment is already owned, will be leased, or purchased.  If equipment purchase is recommended, discuss why purchase is preferred to lease or rental.  List each type of equipment and associated costs.

· Material and Supplies:  List all material and supplies (office, construction, etc.) that are to be purchased and used on this activity, and itemize all costs.

· Travel Costs:  Include purpose of trip, destination, number of people traveling, length of stay.  Be sure the purpose/need for travel is discussed also in the narrative.  List costs including airfare (basis for rate used), per diem, lodging, and miscellaneous travel expenses.  For local travel, include mileage and rate of compensation, as applicable. 

· Indirect/Overhead Rate:  List established indirect/overhead rate and include supporting documentation.  See section IV.3.i for more information regarding acceptable forms of supporting documentation.

      1.  First Level Screening (Administrative Review)
      All proposals received will be screened to ensure eligibility requirements as stated in 
      Section IV of this Funding Opportunity.

2.  Second Level Evaluation (Technical Review)
Proposals that meet the first level screening requirements will be sent for technical review by an evaluation committee.  The evaluation committee will evaluate the proposal project narrative to ensure it meets the activity objectives as discussed in section II of this FOA.  Next the evaluation committee will assign points to each proposal using the criteria listed in section IV.3.h to determine past performance, vocational skill development, and recruitment methods.  Each proposal can receive points up to the maximum listed; however, normally, fewer than the maximum number of points will be assigned.  The proposals will then be ranked from the highest score to the lowest score.  Proposals must receive at least 50 percent of the total available ranking points to be considered for funding under this FOA.  Those with less than 50 percent of the total available ranking points will be eliminated from further funding consideration.
  
If an applicant submits more than one proposal for consideration under this FOA, each proposal will be evaluated and scored independently.
