The United States Agency for International Development (USAID) is seeking applications (proposals for funding) from U.S. or non-U.S., non-profit or for-profit nongovernmental organizations (NGOs), public international organizations (PIO or IO), and other qualified non-U.S. Government (USG) organizations to implement the Saath-Saath Project (SSP) for USAID/Nepal.  The authority for this Request for Applications (RFA) is found in the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended.

USAID plans to award one cooperative agreement with a total estimated amount of approximately $27.5 million, subject to the availability of funds, but reserves the right to make multiple awards if it deems that preferable. SECTION A.I: GENERAL APPLICATION PREPARATION GUIDANCE 

1. Submittal Guidance 

Applicants are expected to review, understand, and comply with all aspects of this Request for Application (RFA).  Failure to do so will be at the Applicant’s risk. 

All applications received by the deadline will be reviewed for responsiveness to the specifications outlined in these guidelines and the application format.  

The application must be prepared according to the structural format set forth below.   Applications must be submitted no later than the date and time specified in this solicitation, to the location indicated in the Cover Letter accompanying this RFA.  Applications received late shall be reviewed and considered for award at the sole discretion of the Agreement Officer, if it is determined that it is in the U.S. Government’s interest. All late applications will be treated equally.

Provide the name, address, telephone and facsimile numbers, and e-mail address of the individual in the Applicant’s organization to be contacted, if necessary, during the evaluation of the application.  

The Applicant will sign the application and print or type its name on the Cover Page of the Technical and Cost Applications.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.  Applications signed by an agent shall be accompanied by evidence of that agent's authority, unless that evidence has been previously furnished to the issuing office.

a. Following are the procedures for submission of applications by e-mail:

i. Before sending your documents to USAID as e-mail attachments, convert them into Microsoft Word (for narrative text), Excel (for budgets and other tables), or PDF format (for documents requiring signature). 

ii. Once sent, check your own e-mails to confirm that your attachments were indeed sent. b. Applicants who include data that they do not want disclosed to the public for any purpose or used by the U.S. Government except for evaluation purposes, must: 

i. Mark the title page with the following legend: 

"This application includes data that shall not be disclosed outside the U.S. Government and shall not be duplicated, used, or disclosed - in whole or in part - for any purpose other than to evaluate this application.  If, however, an Agreement is awarded to this Applicant as a result of - or in connection with - the submission of this data, the U.S. Government shall have the right to duplicate, use, or disclose the data to the extent provided in the resulting Agreement.  This restriction does not limit the U.S. Government's right to use information contained in this data if it is obtained from another source without restriction. ii. Mark each sheet of data it wishes to restrict with the following legend: 

"Use or disclosure of data contained on this sheet is subject to the restriction on the title page of this application."

Unnecessarily elaborate brochures or other presentations beyond those sufficient to present a complete and effective application in response to this RFA are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the Applicant's lack of cost consciousness.  Elaborate artwork, expensive paper and bindings, and expensive visual and other presentation aids are neither necessary nor wanted.

Applicants shall acknowledge receipt of any amendment to this RFA by signing and returning the amendment.  The USAID must receive the acknowledgement by the time specified for receipt of applications. 

Any prospective Applicant desiring an explanation or interpretation of this RFA must request it in writing by 04/09/2011, 1600 hrs, Nepal time to allow a reply to reach all prospective Applicants before the submission of their applications.  Oral explanations or instructions given before award of a Cooperative Agreement will not be binding.  Any information given to a prospective Applicant concerning this RFA will be furnished promptly to all other prospective Applicants as an amendment of this RFA, if that information is necessary in submitting applications or if the lack of it would be prejudicial to any other prospective Applicants.

The Applicant will submit, as part of its application, a list of all current Grants, Cooperative Agreements, Contracts and Sub-Agreements and those completed within the last three years that are similar in size, scope and complexity to the program stated in this solicitation.  The information supplied will also include the name and organization for which the work was performed, current telephone number and e-mail address of the Agreement Officer’s Technical Representative (AOTR) for the organization; the number of each award; and a brief description of the services provided or program performed, including the period of performance.  The list must be included as an annex to the technical evaluation and will not count against the page limitation.  USAID reserves the right to obtain from any sources relevant information concerning an Applicant’s past performance and may consider such information in its evaluation.

SECTION A.II: TECHNICAL APPLICATION GUIDANCE

1. Formatting 

Technical applications must not exceed 35 pages, and must be printed on A4 or standard 8 ½-inch by 11-inch letter size paper.  The Executive Summary will not count against the page limitation but it must not exceed 3 pages.  Annexes specifically required (e.g., resumes, past performances information, certificates, forms, etc.) will not count against the page limitation.  The font size must be at least 11-point type with 1-inch margins.  The printed front and backsides of a single sheet are counted as 2 pages.  Pages must be sequentially numbered with the page number on each page.  Any pages that exceed the page limitation will not be furnished to the Evaluation Committee.

2. Content

Technical Applications in response to this solicitation must be specific, complete and presented concisely.  The applications must demonstrate the Applicant’s capabilities and expertise with respect to achieving the goals of this program.  Extensive background discussions of the health service delivery situation in Nepal are unnecessary; the Applicant should focus the content of its Technical Application on its proposed program.  The Applicant must take into account the Technical Evaluation Criteria found in Section B.

Applicants must organize the technical proposal of their application in the same order as the following:

a. Executive Summary

· Brief description of the organization, identifying all participating partners and the role of each.  
· Briefly describe the process used to identify those roles/responsibilities and the role each partner had in drafting the response to the RFA.
· Brief summary of results to be achieved.
· Identify the total program cost and the total amount of USAID funding and non-Federal cost share proposed.
· Brief summary of Applicant’s experience in initiating and administering activities like those described in the Program Description.

b. Technical Approach

While the Program Description provided in this solicitation describes USAID’s requirements and provides additional guidelines, each Applicant is encouraged to develop its own description of how the organization(s) expects to effectively bring their disciplines, skills and experience to bear on the proposed program.  The Applicant must pay close attention to the illustrative activities and indicators set forth in the Program Description and ensure that the following key elements are also addressed. The program has to be flexible enough to work with Government of Nepal as its HIV/AIDS program changes and so Applicants are asked to provide examples of their past successful efforts to adjust ongoing programming to new changing circumstances. 

i. Introduction – The Applicant must demonstrate a clear and concise understanding of the HIV/AIDS challenges in Nepal as well as the reproductive health and family planning needs of most-at-risk populations (MARPs). This section should also present key issues that must be appropriately addressed in order to implement the program and achieve the results as described in Section C – Program Description. The Applicant must address the issue of sustainability related to achieving program objectives and how the proposed strategy supports the principles of the Global Health Initiative as described in Section C I.B.

ii. Implementation Approach – The Applicant must clearly describe their overall implementation approach and how this approach will work with government, NGOs, community-based organizations (CBOs), and other USAID/Nepal and donor supported activities. The approach must describe how the Applicant will link and collaborate with relevant USAID/Nepal programs, both in health and other development programs mentioned in Section C. The approach must also address how the implementation approach will remain flexible to respond to a rapidly changing environment, including any changes that result from (1) political instability or (2) changes in the roles and responsibilities of various government entities with a mandate in Nepal’s HIV/AIDS response. 

iii. Key Strategies and Interventions – The Applicant must clearly describe its key strategies and interventions to address HIV/AIDS and the reproductive needs of selected MARPs in Nepal. The Applicant must describe how these strategies build on successes of USAID’s health program and previous HIV/AIDS work as well as how the proposed strategies will lead to the outcomes and the goal as described in Section C. USAID/Nepal’s selection of districts for intensive focus reflects the primary focus on female sex workers and the labor migrants and their families. These are areas where there is a lack of other USAID/Nepal partners working on similar programs, and where the potential for impact on HIV/AIDS prevention and related services are the highest.  The Applicant must propose a strong and continuous level of effort over the full five-year course of the program in the selected districts.

Applicants must propose and justify implementation approaches based upon their (and their partners’) comparative advantage technically and the realities of political unrest and instability.  Applicants must carefully consider their ability to maintain high coverage levels and high quality program interventions. Partnerships are encouraged especially to work with Nepali NGOs and community-based organizations, where cost-effective and appropriate.  Applicants must describe how these partnerships would promote Nepali ownership of the program, both government and non-government.

iv. Capacity Building – In order for an application to be competitive it must reflect the importance this program places on developing capacity among government and civil society institutions, and on collaborative work with other HIV/AIDS partners and USAID-supported projects. The Applicant’s proposed activities must also be grounded in a capacity building/sustainability plan. Capacity building in institutions and individuals is a major program goal and so applicants must describe how they intend to measure improvements in institutional and individual capacity. 

v. Consistency with Government Policies, Guidelines and Standards – The Applicant must demonstrate and describe approaches/interventions that are consistent with GON policies, guidelines and standards and the Nepal Health Sector Programme II (2010-2015) and the strategies outlined in the National HIV/AIDS Strategy (2006-2011), or an updated version of the national strategy if one is available before the deadline of this application.  

vi. Strategic Information – The Applicant must describe a comprehensive and clear approach to increasing the capacity of GON staff to plan, commission and make use of strategic information as described in Section C. The survey research planning and surveillance capacity building should ensure that these skills are applied in practical ways to enhance the utilization of data for appropriate program planning, monitoring and evaluation.

vii. Program Monitoring and Evaluation – The Applicant must provide a results-oriented performance monitoring and evaluation plan, including the process to gather, share, analyze and use data.  How program data will link to the MOHP Health Management Information System (HMIS) or other existing systems must be clearly described showing complementarities. The plan must include targets as appropriate and relate Saath-Saath program targets to national ones set by the Government of Nepal. Illustrative and required indicators relevant to the Saath-Saath Program are provided in this document.  The Applicants may propose additional or alternative indicators to the illustrative indicators to measure program success strengthen GON capacity and sensitive measures to monitor disruptions due to civil and political unrest or natural disasters. Approximately 5% budget should be allocated for the program monitoring and evaluation.

External mid-program and end-of-program evaluations will be scheduled, but the implementing partners must self-assess their own performance on a quarterly basis through a process that applicants must describe in their application.  This process need not be formal, but can be a simple examination of which interventions are indeed increasing/maintaining quality program coverage.  These assessments and the more formal evaluations are only valuable if they serve as living tools and lessons learned are then incorporated into on-going programming.

viii. Work Plan Requirements - The Applicant must provide an overall work plan outline (5 years) including a statement of program objectives and a time line. A more detailed work plan and budget for the first three-month program startup period and the remainder of the first one-year work plan (mid-July 2011– Mid July 2012) must also be provided within 90 days after the award is made. The five-year work plan must demonstrate a clear and effective approach to accomplishing the goal, expected outcomes, and results of the program.  There must be an overview of proposed activities and a timeline, showing how the project will accomplish its objectives, expected results and goals.

c. Technical Capabilities and Management Plan  

Personnel 

a. Key Personnel - Applicants must propose at least four but not more than five positions to be considered key personnel positions and subject to USAID approval.  Illustrative key personnel for this program could include a Chief of Party (COP), a Deputy Chief of Party (DCOP), Senior HIV/AIDS SI and M&E Specialist, a Financial and Administrative Officer, a Capacity-Building Specialist, etc.  Applicants must be cognizant of the staffing evaluation criteria when proposing key personnel and other professional staff positions.  
b. Other Professional Staff – Applicants must provide personnel qualifications (submit complete/current resumes or CVs) for professional staff that would be utilized on this program if an award is made. Applicants must identify those personnel whose participation in the program is considered essential.  The resumes will not count against the page limit.  

The proposed staffing must reflect the maximum proportion of senior Nepali management and technical officers to manage and implement the program. USAID believes that Nepal possesses a sufficient pool of the technical and management expertise necessary to implement a state-of-the-art HIV/AIDS and reproductive health program with minimum expatriate residential (preferably one but not more than two) technical and management staff. The Applicant should include a proposed plan for transition of any expatriate professional to a Nepali professional during the life of the program.
For each proposed staff (key/professional), in addition to their CV/resumes, Applicants must provide the following, which will not count against the page limit:

· Related Experience - Describe the experience of the proposed staff in developing sustainable host country governments and services, and working with partner organizations (e.g. local NGOs, international NGOs, private sector) in the delivery of quality HIV/AIDS prevention, diagnosis, clinical management, community care and support, integrated family planning and HIV counseling and related activities in developing countries. Proposed staff must also have expertise in relevant areas of public health including behavior change communication, capacity development, community mobilization, health systems strengthening, management of strategic information and monitoring and evaluation.

· Demonstrated Capabilities - Provide a clear presentation of the relevant specialized technical and managerial capabilities that the individuals possess.  Accomplishments must demonstrate success in delivering technical assistance in developing countries and in conducting activities of the types required under this program as well as demonstrated expertise in managing the administrative and financial aspects of a complex program.

· Experience in Conflict/Post-Conflict Settings – Demonstrate proposed staff’s exposure to/experience in working in countries in conflict/post-conflict and/or with political instability as well as their experience designing and implementing health programs that have assisted in mitigating the drivers of instability.

· Applicants must have letters of commitment from proposed key personnel, including their length of commitment through at least one year of program implementation.

· Capability to support personnel – The Applicant organization must demonstrate the capability to support personnel and field operations.

d. Overall Staff Planning

The successful applicant will show how they are planning to hire staff who will reside in the program areas and provide sufficient mentoring and oversight to ensure that they are successful. Applicants are also asked to demonstrate evidence of gender and social inclusion in their staffing plan and hiring policies. To the extent possible, applicants must have determined the optimal mix of people for the project implementation team, in terms of knowledge, skills, and personal chemistry.  Applicants are required to provide the following: 
A complete staffing plan including support staff, with underlying rationale, including an organizational chart demonstrating lines of authority and staff responsibility accompanied by position descriptions for each technical and management position proposed.  Expatriate resident and non-resident technical assistance must be included, but with a plan in place to “work themselves out of a job”. A realistic phase-out plan for the expatriate resident staff should be included.  The plan must identify or describe the recruitment of a senior Nepali professional who will be mentored and in whom capacity will be built to replace the expatriate resident staff. 

· A matrix of all personnel and relevant skills they bring to the performance of this program. 
· The type of technical and general skills required within the mix of staff must include the following: 
· Demonstrated expertise in relevant public health technical areas (HIV/AIDS, family planning and reproductive health, clinical management of AIDS patients, planning and managing of NGO capacity development, monitoring and evaluation, community care and support, and advocacy.
· Demonstrated expertise in HIV/AIDS survey research as well as other kinds of operational and field research. Skills and experience in using strategic information for planning, managing and evaluating field programs.  Expertise in HIV/AIDS surveillance. 
· Demonstrated expertise in cross-cutting program areas of training, communications and behavior change, leadership and management.
· Knowledge of issues influencing community participation and community based interventions.
· Knowledge of Nepalese district and local level issues influencing management and delivery of GON health services.
· Fluency in Nepali and English as required for specific positions.
· Experience in quality improvement as it applies to a multi-dimensional program.
· Expertise in scaling up large programs in complex environments. 
· Ability to manage changes in programs to accommodate a changing environment in a conflict and civil unrest situation. 
· Ability to work constructively and effectively with a wide range of partners with varying interests and priorities in the fields of social marketing, health systems development, nutrition, food security, agriculture, anti-trafficking and so on.

Other staffing considerations should include: 

· Short-term expatriate and local consultants –Applicants must propose sufficient short-term expatriate and Nepali expertise as required to implement this program effectively.  
· Local staff –Applicants must propose sufficient local, professional staff based in field locations outside of Kathmandu in order to implement this program effectively. 

e. Management Plan

Under this section the Applicant must describe its proposed Management Plan for accomplishing the objectives, results and goals described in the scope of the program.  The Applicant must refer to Section C.IV, Program Management and Organization, for more detail on the specific requirements for this section.

1) Roles and Responsibilities of all partners - If applicable, the roles and responsibilities of all partners must be made clear and demonstrate appropriate delegation of authorities without overlap.

2) Program Management Structure - The Applicant must describe its overall organizational, human resource and financial management structures necessary for accomplishing the objectives and results described in the scope of the program. 

3) Program Organization and Responsibilities - The Applicant must provide a staffing plan and an organizational chart (organogram) that includes all technical and administrative positions to be based in Nepal, in the field, and at "Home Office" of the Recipient and the organizational structure of the Partner Organization(s).

4)  Authority and Accountability - The Applicant must describe lines of responsibility, authority, and communication among headquarters staff, Kathmandu-based staff, and the project implementation staff, including those who will be posted or hired from outside Kathmandu.

5) Program Coordination - The Applicant must describe how coordination with other USAID-funded activities (including the Feed and Future and the Global Health Initiative) and other stakeholders (e.g., National HIV/AIDS Strategic Plan, Government of Nepal, international organizations supporting HIV/AIDS, NGOs and the private sector) will be accomplished and how this will enhance results.  Describe operational arrangements with other Partner Organization(s) and the degree of autonomy to be accorded to each in making technical and programmatic decisions.

6) Cost Share –. The Applicant must describe how it plans to generate and track the cost sharing requirements derived from non-USG sources such as commercial firms, related HIV/AIDS grants or contracts in Nepal from other donors, contributions from local development funds at the district level, contributions in-kind from communities and households for specific Saath-Saath program activities and so on. USAID/Nepal expects that Applicants will propose ways of generating cost share from private entities to support the PPP activities proposed 

7) Gender and Social Inclusion - USAID supports gender equality and social inclusion of marginalized groups as a core development issue and objective.  The Recipient must demonstrate the participation of marginalized groups in its target beneficiaries as well as staffing, partnerships, program planning, implementation, and in program evaluation.  (See Section C.IV.A.3 Gender and Social Inclusion, for more detail).

8) Internship Plan – To increase the supply of skilled public health professionals in Nepal, the Applicant must include an internship plan for capacity building for marginalized groups including women, excluded castes, ethnic groups and/or people living with HIV/AIDS. Applicants must include a plan to develop an internship program within the Saath-Saath office with the objective of building the professional capacity of Nepali socially excluded minorities and women, including PLHA as appropriate.  The internship plan should identify specific program activities where interns could work as well as the subject areas and skills that interns would learn. Skills and subject areas might include program management, monitoring and evaluation, budgeting, program design, human resource management or any other area where staff would be able to train interns.

9) Start Up Plan - The Applicant must demonstrate capability and past performance in starting program activities rapidly and providing timely short-term technical assistance and also specify the proposed location of a fully functional central and field offices and a plan that shows when key staff will be mobilized, as well as the startup of a fully functional office.  Applicants must clearly describe the achievable and substantive activities that can be accomplished within the first 90 days with measurable milestones in a timeline.

10) Management of Partnerships and Sub agreements:  Applicants must endeavor to create partnerships among public and private sectors, with an emphasis on local organizations to implement this program effectively.  They must describe how they will establish relationships (sub-agreement, MOU, etc.) with a variety of partners (e.g., GON, NGOs, CBOs, PVOs, other private organizations, networks, associations, etc.).  The ultimate aim of partnerships is to make optimal use of each organization’s expertise and appropriate role in carrying out program tasks and to build local capacity in management.  To this end, applicants must propose a capacity building and sustainability plan that addresses management and technical challenges.  In the plan, Applicants must also outline transition plans for turning over management responsibility to the extent possible to the GON within the context of a decentralizing government system. Saath-Saath also envisions working with larger, more experienced NGOs who will work in turn on improving the capacity of smaller NGOs and CBOs. The application must contain some information on how this program will be administered.

Applicant must include a list of contracts, grants and cooperative agreements that Applicants have managed involving similar and related programs over the past five years with USAID and with other organizations.

Applicants must have letters of commitment from key sub-grantees.  Exclusivity contracts are discouraged so as not to limit the pool of capable partner organizations available to implement this program.  Unless the same implementing agencies also submit proposed work plans and budgets in the application, additional approval will be required as sub-agreements are developed after award.

f. Past Performance

· Past performance in HIV/AIDS, as well as family planning and reproductive health program implementation – The Applicant must demonstrate from previous performance on specific programs (listing program name, contact person’s name and address, date and place of performance) their capability to plan, implement and monitor HIV/FP/RH programs.

· Past performance in collaboration and alliance building – The Applicant must demonstrate previous success in specific programs (listing program name, contact person’s name and address, date and place of performance) in forming alliances with other organizations and working with several government ministries at various levels in the system.

USAID may contact references and use the past performance data, along with other information, to determine the applicant’s responsibility. The U.S. Government reserves the right to obtain information for use in the evaluation of past performance from any and all sources inside or outside the Government.

g. Other Pertinent Information 

Provide any other information that the Applicant believes will assist in the understanding and evaluation of the Applicant’s Technical Application.


SECTION A.III:  COST APPLICATION GUIDANCE

The Applicant must submit the Cost Application in a separate volume.  There is no page limit for the Cost Application.  It must include required forms, schedules and other information necessary to support and/or explain the proposed costs.  The Applicant’s estimating processes must be clearly evident and concise.  Financial data and information must be fully supported and organized in a manner that facilitates review.

Certain documents must be submitted by the Applicant in order for the Agreement Officer to make a determination of responsibility.  However, it is USAID policy not to burden Applicants with undue reporting requirements if that information is readily available through other sources.

The following describes the documentation that Applicants for assistance awards must submit to USAID prior to award:

1. Budget

The Applicant must propose activities within a total budget of up to $27.5 million over a five-year period ensuring rapid start-up within one month of award. The budget must be submitted in Microsoft Excel-compatible format with the font size of at least 11-point type, with an accompanying budget narrative that provides in detail the total costs for implementation of the program the Applicant is proposing. Applicants are required to display their budgets in a manner that will allow USAID to easily determine the proportion of the program activity and staffing budgets that will be spent at the district and community levels and how much at the national level. The budget must be submitted using Standard Form 424 and 424A which can be downloaded from USAID web site, http://www.grants.gov/agencies/aapproved_standard_forms.jsp. The following forms must be completed and included in the Cost Application submitted in response to this solicitation:

· Detailed data to support each cost element (object class categories) as shown below
· Current Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA) or proposal for Indirect Cost Rate as detailed below (if the applicant organization does not have a NICRA)
 
a. Personnel
i. Identify, by title and name, each position to be supported under the proposed award.
ii. For home office support staff, identify who will be compensated by USAID, the percentage of time and briefly specify related duties.
iii. State the amounts of time, such as months and percent of time that will be expended by each position, their base pay rate and total direct compensation under this program, e.g., Position/Person Time XX  Rate = $XXXX. 
iv. Provide rate verification documentation. 

b. Fringe Benefits
i. Indicate the rate(s) used and the base of application for each rate.
ii. Provide a copy of any Government approval of your indirect cost rates.

c. Travel
i. Identify total international and domestic travel as separate items. 
ii. Indicate the estimated number of trips, number of travelers, position of travelers, number of days per trip, point of origin, destination and purpose of travel.
iii. For each trip, itemize the estimate of transportation and/or subsistence costs, including airfare and per diem.

d. Allowances - Identify and itemize for each eligible or policy-covered employee/position.

e. Equipment, Materials and Supplies
i. Itemize the equipment, materials and supplies and briefly justify the need for the items to be purchased as they apply to the Program Description.
ii. Indicate the estimated unit cost and number of units for each item to be purchased.
iii. Provide the basis for the cost estimates, e.g., pro forma invoice, published price lists, etc.

Note: A list of equipment that will be made available to the successful Applicant is attached in Annex 4. 

f. Agreement 
i. For each proposed sub-award provide a Statement of Work (contracts) or Program Description (grants) and Cost Application.
ii. Provide complete details of costs that may be incurred. 

g. Other Direct Costs
i. Identify other costs and briefly justify the need for each cost item proposed relative to the Program Description.
ii. Indicate the estimated unit cost and number of units for each item proposed.
iii. Provide the basis for the cost estimates, e.g., market rate, vendor quotes, pro forma invoice, etc.

h. Indirect Costs
i. State the percentages and amounts used for the calculation of indirect costs.
ii. Provide a copy of the Applicant's latest Government-approved Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA).
iii. If indirect costs have not been approved by a Federal agency, state the basis for the proposed indirect cost rates, if any.
iv. Applicants who do not currently have a Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA) from their cognizant agency must also submit the following information:

· Copies of the Applicant’s financial reports for the previous 3-year period, which have been audited by a certified public accountant or other auditor satisfactory to USAID;
· Projected budget, cash flow and organizational chart; and
· A copy of the organization’s accounting manual.

i. Windows of Opportunity 
The Applicant must be prepared to respond to unanticipated opportunities that could directly contribute to the achievement of this project’s objectives. Such opportunities may include unanticipated local awareness-raising activities, emergency response, in collaboration with other USAID district-level development program activities and District Health Office. It may also include study or observation tours, special training, and participation in national or international forums, outside evaluations, or assessments and possible commodity support.  USAID suggests $$350,000 as an appropriate budget amount for the Applicant to designate for such activities.  The Applicant must identify specific costs and describe the types of activities that could be funded under this line item in order for USAID to make a determination of cost reasonableness.  Decisions to fund specific activities within the Window of Opportunity category must receive prior approval from the USAID Agreement Officer’s Technical Representative. 

j. Non-Federal Contributions   
The Applicant must provide a breakdown of the financial (cash) and in-kind contributions (services, property, donated supplies and equipment, un-recovered indirect costs, etc.) of all organizations (Prime Applicant, participant #1, participant #2, etc.) that would be involved in implementing this Cooperative Agreement.  Non-federal contributions must total at least 10% of the total program cost.
		
k. Additional Guidance on Procurement:
Local procurement will be authorized in accordance with the attached Agency Policy Notice, dated November 30, 2010 in annex 6. Pharmaceutical procurement will be authorized in accordance with the attached Agency Policy Notice dated, February 24, 2011 in annex 7. Procurement of HIV/AIDS test kits will be authorized in accordance with the attached Acquisition & Assistance Policy Directive 07-05 in annex 8. 

2. Evidence of Responsibility 

Applicants must submit any additional evidence of responsibility deemed necessary for the Agreement Officer to make a determination of responsibility.  The information submitted must substantiate that the Applicant:

a. Has adequate financial resources or the ability to obtain subject resources as required during the performance of the award.
b. Has the ability to comply with award conditions, taking into account all existing and currently prospective commitments of the Applicant, non-governmental and governmental.
c. Applicants that have never received a Grant, Cooperative Agreement or Contract from the U.S. Government are required to submit a copy of their accounting manual.  If a copy has already been submitted to the U.S. Government, the Applicant must advise which Federal Office has a copy.

3. Authority to Obligate U.S. Government Funds 

The Agreement Officer is the only individual who may legally commit the U.S. Government to the expenditure of public funds.  No costs chargeable to the proposed Cooperative Agreement may be incurred before receipt of either a fully executed Cooperative Agreement or a specific, written authorization from the Agreement Officer.

4. Foreign Government Delegations to International Conferences

Funds in the agreement may not be used to finance the travel, per diem, hotel expenses, meals, conference fees or other conference costs for any member of a foreign government's delegation to an international conference sponsored by a public international organization, except as provided in ADS Mandatory Reference "Guidance on Funding Foreign Government Delegations to International Conferences," which can be found at http://www.usaid.gov/policy/ads/300/350maa.pdf or as approved by the Agreement Officer.

SECTION A.IV: AWARD AND ADMINISTRATION INFORMATION

1. Grant Award

a.	The Government anticipates the award of one Cooperative Agreement resulting from this RFA to the responsible Applicant whose application best responds to the terms of this RFA.  However, the Government reserves the right to:  (a) reject any or all applications, (b) accept other than the lowest cost application, (c) accept alternate applications, (d) waive informalities and minor irregularities in applications received and (e) award more than one Cooperative Agreement.

b.	The Government also reserves the right to award on the basis of initial applications received, without discussions.  Therefore, each initial application must contain the Applicant’s best terms from a cost and technical standpoint.

c.	A written award mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful Applicant within the time for acceptance specified either in the application or in this RFA (whichever is later) shall result in a binding Agreement without further action by either party.  Before the application’s specified expiration time, the Government may accept an application, whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.  Negotiations conducted after receipt of an application do not constitute a rejection or counter offer by the Government.

d.	Neither financial data submitted with an application nor representations concerning facilities or financing, will form a part of the resulting Cooperative Agreement(s).

2. Unsuccessful Applications

Unsuccessful applications will not be returned to the Applicant. 

3. U.S. Executive Orders and Law Regarding Terrorism

The Applicant is reminded that U.S. Executive Orders and U.S. law prohibits transactions with, and the provision of resources and support to, individuals and organizations associated with terrorism.  It is the legal responsibility of the Successful Applicant to ensure compliance with these Executive Orders and laws.  This provision must be included in all subcontracts/sub-awards issued by the Successful Applicant.

4. Award Administration

For U.S. organizations, 22 CFR 226, OMB Circulars, and the Standard Provisions for U.S. Nongovernmental Recipients will be applicable. For non-U.S. organizations, the Standard Provisions for Non-U.S., Nongovernmental Recipients will apply. While 22 CFR 226 does not directly apply to non-U.S. applicants, the Agreement Officer will use the standards of 22 CFR 226 in the administration of the award. For Public International Organizations (PIOs), the Standard Provisions for Grants to Public International Organizations, along with selected provisions from the Standard Provisions for Non-U.S., Nongovernmental Recipients and other negotiated provisions, will be used.

5. OFAC License

Applicants must be aware that OFAC License No. SDGT-760e, dated 14 February 2011, was issued by the U.S. Department of Treasury, Office of Foreign Assets Control (OFAC). A copy of the license is attached in page 87 of this RFA and shall be incorporated into the award resulting from this RFA. The Contractor shall comply with all conditions stated in the license, including all certification, reporting and record-keeping requirements. SECTION B: EVALUATION CRITERIA

The criteria presented below have been tailored to the requirements of this particular RFA.  Applicants should note that these criteria serve to: (a) identify the significant matters which Applicants must address in their applications and (b) set the standard against which all applications will be evaluated.  To facilitate the review of applications, Applicants must organize the technical proposal of their application in the same order as the Technical Application Guidance.

A technical evaluation committee will review the applications based upon the criteria set forth below.  Approximate weighted points indicate the relative importance of each technical criterion, of which 100 points are possible and against which technical applications shall be evaluated. Thereafter, the cost application of all applicants submitting a technically acceptable application will be reviewed and costs will be evaluated for general reasonableness, allowability, and allocability.  USAID will enter into negotiations with the responsible applicant(s) whose applications provide the most responsive program. The final program description negotiated with the successful Applicant will become the program description for Saath-Saath.

A. Technical Approach (35 points total)

1. The approach is responsive to the RFA and USG Foreign Assistance Strategic Framework based on a clear understanding of the HIV/AIDS and reproductive health situation and related challenges in Nepal and the objectives of the program. The proposed technical approach will lead to the achievement of USAID’s expected results, with an overall technical and management assistance structure that optimizes outcomes and sustainability of the program and is supportive of the principles of the Global Health Initiative and PEPFAR gender equity and social inclusion approach. (Section A.II.2b.i and ii, 5 points)
2. Key strategies and interventions are described to address HIV/AIDS and related needs (including the gender equity and social inclusion framework) in Nepal and how these build on successes of USAID’s health program and relate to the results framework. The approach demonstrates a comprehensive understanding of key issues and challenges that must be addressed to coordinate work among partners. The potential for impact on HIV/AIDS transmission and increased use of family planning is based on the level of effort in the districts selected for intensive focus, and how this impact will be achieved is explained. The approach takes into account the need for flexibility, speed and agility to respond to a rapidly changing environment. (Section AII.2b.ii, iii and iv, 5 points) 
3. The proposed strategies and interventions have high potential for cost-effectiveness, sustainability, and capacity-building of Nepali organizations and institutions, and are consistent with GON policies, guidelines and standards.  The application includes a clear capacity building strategy for the GON and local organizations.(Section A.II.2b iv and v, 10 points)
4. The approach illustrates a results-oriented performance monitoring and evaluation plan, including the process to gather, share, analyze and use data, and describes how program data will build on government or other existing systems, including complementarities. The proposed strategy provides a clear program of building research planning and surveillance capacity to ensure that these skills are applied in practical ways to enhance the utilization of data for appropriate program planning, monitoring and evaluation aimed at improving HIV/AIDS outcomes in Nepal. (Section A.II.2b.vi and vii, 10 points)
5. A logical and coherent overall work plan is presented that demonstrates program approaches, objectives, a timeline and expected results. (Section A.II.2b.viii, 5 points)

B. Technical Capabilities and Management Plan (50 points total)

1. Personnel  (30 points)

a. The proposed staff reflect the maximum proportion of senior Nepali management and technical officers to manage and implement this program, and the four proposed key personnel are the most senior and experienced project staff.  Expatriate residential staff proposed have experience working in countries in conflict and/or political instability, and possess strengths and skills that cannot be found among available Nepali professionals.   The proposed plan to transition of any expatriate positions from expatriate to a Nepali professional during the life of the program is realistic and clear. (Section A.II.2c, 2d,15 points)
b. The proposed staffing plan provides coverage for the range of HIV/AIDS prevention, diagnosis, clinical management, community care and support, integrated family planning, research and surveillance capacity development as required in the program description. The proposed staffing demonstrates expertise in relevant technical areas as well as managing the administrative and financial aspects of the complex program. (Section A.II.2c, 2d,15 points)

2. Management Plan (20 points)

a. Clear organizational, human resource, financial, and information management structures are in place, with clear roles and responsibilities of key staff and if applicable, partners, including defined lines of authority, communication and accountability between and among partners. The program management structure must show how the management structures are needed for accomplishing the objectives and results described in the scope of the program. An explicit overall appropriate staffing pattern (organogram) is provided with a clear gender equity and social inclusion is evident in staffing plan (Section A.II.2c,2d,2e, 5 points)
b. The management plan clearly describes how the program coordination will happen among other USAID-funded activities and other stakeholders including those implementing USAID’s health and other related programs such as nutrition, food security, and trafficking. (Section A.II.2c,2d,2e, 5 points)
c. A start up plan is clearly articulated. (Section A.II.2c.2d,2e, 5 points)
d. A realistic cost-sharing plan showing a minimum of 10% cost share is clearly described. (Section A.II.2e.6, 5 points)

C. Institutional Capacity (5 points total)

The Applicant describes that its headquarters office has a demonstrated capacity to support personnel and field operations with demonstrated capability and past performance in starting program activities rapidly and providing timely short-term technical assistance. (Section A.II.2d, 2e)

D. Past Performance (10 points total)

1.   The Applicant references specific programs (program name, contact person’s name and address, date and place of performance) that describe its past performance on, and demonstrated capability to plan, implement and monitor HIV/AIDS, reproductive health and family planning programs -- including demonstrated success in working with host country governments and in collaboration and alliance building with other organizations. (Section A.II.2e, 2f, 5 points)
2.	The Applicant references specific programs (program name, contact person’s name and address, date and place of performance) that describe its past performance in meeting donor reporting and accountability requirements. (Section A.II.2f, 5 points)

E. Cost Evaluation (Section A.III): 

Cost has not been assigned a score but will be evaluated for cost reasonableness, allocability, allowability, cost effectiveness and realism, adequacy of budget detail and financial feasibility and cost sharing.  While cost may be a determining factor in the final decision of an awardee(s), especially between closely ranked Applicants, the technical merit of applications is substantially more important under this RFA. 

Evaluation of the cost proposal will consider, but will not be limited to, the following.

· Cost reasonableness;
· Cost effectiveness and realism;
· Are the budget estimates realistic for the proposed activities?
· Do the budget allocations result in optimal used of program funds and ensure that there are sufficient resources to implement the proposed program activities? 
· Consistency with the technical proposal;
· Completeness and adequacy of proposed budget information;
· Overall cost control/cost savings evidenced in the proposal (avoidance of excessive salaries, excessive home office visits, and other costs in excess of reasonable requirements); and
· Cost sharing.

Notes on cost sharing:

1. Cost share is defined by USAID as “contributions, both cash and in-kind, which are necessary and reasonable to achieve program objectives and which are verifiable from the Recipient’s records.”  Please take note of the provision on cost sharing in 22 CFR 226.23.

2. Cost share is required to be at least 10% of the total program cost.  USAID policy is that cost sharing is an important element of the USAID-Recipient relationship. USAID requires Applicants to demonstrate their commitment to program success by addressing the issue of cost-sharing.

USAID reserves the right to determine the resulting level of funding for any awards made under this RFA.

SECTION C: PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

I. Introduction

The United States Agency for International Development Mission to Nepal (USAID/Nepal) requests applications for the Nepal Saath-Saath (Together) Program.  Subject to annual availability of funds, USAID intends to award one cooperative agreement for approximately $27,500,000 to be allocated over five years, through June 30, 2016.  The program will be results-oriented and integrated with USAID’s development assistance in health and other sectors.  USAID reserves the right to fund any or none of the applications submitted.  USAID will be substantially involved in the implementation and performance monitoring of this award. The illustrative activities described are similar to those being used in the current program but new approaches that meet the objectives are welcomed.  

A. Program Context 

The primary goal of the Saath-Saath Program is to reduce transmission and impact of HIV/AIDS and improve reproductive health among selected most-at-risk populations (MARPs) in a manner that supports the Government of Nepal (GON). The GON’s current National HIV/AIDS Strategic Plan covers the period 2006-2011(http://nepal.usaid.gov/working-with-us/business-opportunities.html), and work is beginning on defining the strategy for the next five years. The national strategy reflects the fact that Nepal’s HIV/AIDS epidemic is concentrated among certain groups in the population who practice higher risk behaviors that favor the spread of the virus.  These MARP groups include injecting drug users (IDUs), female sex workers (FSWs) and their clients, and men who have sex with men (MSM).  Labor migrants, particularly those who use commercial sex workers, and their wives are also a risk group. The potential for labor migrants spreading HIV/AIDS to the general population is of particular concern to the GON.  While the GON leads the HIV/AIDS program, civil society organizations are important partners of the government given that the epidemic requires a response that goes beyond medical and health services. They play a key role in community level care and support of HIV positive individuals and families affected by the disease as well as in national advocacy, reducing stigma and discrimination, and psychosocial support for People Living with HIV/AIDS (PLHA).  Because MARPs also have unmet needs for other reproductive health counseling and services, Saath-Saath also addresses improving the integrated counseling and referral to family planning and reproductive health services that are already readily available.

USAID/ Nepal’s investments in HIV/AIDS began in 1995 with programs implemented through bilateral and field support mechanisms.  The current “Advancing Surveillance, Policies, Prevention, Treatment, Care and Support to Fight HIV/AIDS” (ASHA) Project implemented by Family Health International (FHI) began in 2006 and will be completed in September of 2011. (http://nepal.usaid.gov/working-with-us/business-opportunities.html)

The new Saath-Saath Program will support the MOHP-led effort to respond to the threat of HIV/AIDS and to improve reproductive health. This RFA articulates a strategic set of activities that takes advantage of USAID/Nepal’s history of health work in Nepal and its unique comparative advantages as a donor and a key partner.  It incorporates lessons learned about supporting Nepal’s HIV/AIDS program for the past 15 years as well as the gaps and needs of the program today.  As part of the preparation for designing the Saath-Saath Program, USAID/Nepal consulted with the Ministry of Health and Population (MOHP) including officials of the National Center for AIDS and STI Control (NCASC), the HIV/AIDS and STI Control Board (HSCB), Department of Health Services, other GON entities such as the National Planning Commission, relevant External Development Partners (EDPs) and civil society organizations about how best to position USAID’s assistance to strengthen the country’s HIV/AIDS program. This is particularly important as the MOHP has yet to complete its next five-year strategic plan for HIV/AIDS and there are a large number of EDPs involved in supporting the program, with the potential for confusion if not well coordinated.  
USAID’s Foreign Assistance Strategic Framework (http://nepal.usaid.gov/working-with-us/business-opportunities.html) focuses on rebuilding Nepal as it recovers from a decade-long insurgency, and encouraging reform and institutional capacity building with the goal of achieving a peaceful, prosperous and democratic Nepal.  Nepal was chosen in mid-2010 as a Global Health Initiative (GHI) Plus country and the Saath-Saath Program is designed to reflect all of the GHI principles.  The program will contribute most directly to the Nepal country strategy for GHI through its emphasis on research that is used immediately to improve programs and on the high priority given to programming that benefits women and formerly excluded ethnic and caste groups. USAID/Nepal is also launching a new Feed the Future (FtF) initiative to improve food security and reduce the high levels of under nutrition found in Nepal.  The Saath-Saath Program’s contribution to these two initiatives and to on-going USAID/Nepal development activities in Nepal is a key feature of this program as described below.

Through this award, USAID/Nepal aims to both sustain and build upon the successes of its HIV/AIDS and health programs.  In regards to sustainability, USAID has adapted the Sustainability Framework developed for the Child Survival Health Grants Program[footnoteRef:1] (CSHGP) to the broader health portfolio that might be used to inform other programs in the mission and most importantly, the Ministry of Health and Population (MOHP).   Applicants must ensure that they are responsive in regards to this framework and respond to the issues raised by the framework.  [1:  See http://www.childsurvival.com/documents/CSTS/sustainability.cfm for details.] 


This award will also be aligned with, and will be closely monitored for, adherence to USG policies and regulations concerning the use of HIV/AIDS and family planning funds. (Reference: RFA document list)

B. Mandates of USG Initiatives and Collaboration Across Sectors

The design of the Saath-Saath Program embraces the principles of two Presidential Initiatives, the Global Health Initiative (GHI) and Feed the Future (FtF) in the following specific ways:

· Country ownership: The GON and MOHP in particular are committed to addressing HIV/AIDS and preventing a generalized epidemic and have set this as a high priority in their strategy documents and by creating the GON bodies needed to coordinate the program.  The GON has also accepted the principle that HIV/AIDS requires a partnership with active civil society organizations that can advocate on behalf of groups at high risk of HIV infection and provide care and support services at the community and household levels.  All EDPs including USAID/Nepal are fully committed to following a program of action organized and led by the GON, with the majority of the funding coming from external sources. The Saath-Saath Program was designed to fully support these country-led plans and processes.

· Sustainability and health systems strengthening: Saath-Saath will invest in training and skills development to promote sustainability and ensure institutionalization of improved technical and managerial capacity at all levels.  This phase of USAID/Nepal’s work on HIV/AIDS will have a much greater emphasis on building capacity of the MOHP and civil society to manage the HIV/AIDS program including using strategic information and institutionalizing a system for improving the clinical skills of those managing HIV/AIDS patients.  USAID/Nepal will also continue its efforts to strengthen MOHP systems for logistics management, which is a key element of effective service delivery of HIV/AIDS or other programs.  The capacity of the civil society organizations will be enhanced to develop plans for sustaining their work beyond the period of USAID support by encouraging them to seek local funding through learning how to develop proposals for external funding and strengthening their ability to be more accountable, both technically and financially. 

· Nutrition and Food Security:  Looking after the special nutritional needs of poor populations living with HIV/AIDS, especially young children in those families, is a concern for the Saath-Saath Program. The new Food Security program supported by USAID/Nepal, including both the Integrated Nutrition Program and the agricultural development and food production activities, will provide an opportunity for Saath-Saath to link and ensure a more strategic and comprehensive approach to supporting those affected by HIV/AIDS.  The nutritional needs of HIV positive children and adults, as well as the nutritional needs of families affected by HIV/AIDS, is a serious issue in Nepal given the high level of under-nutrition among children and women.  While some nutritional supplementation of PLHA is part of care and support programs, the broader challenge is to find more sustainable ways of ensuring adequate nutrition and better food security on an on-going basis for the poorest households including those affected by HIV/AIDS.

· Girls, Women and Gender Equality: Saath-Saath will support interventions targeted to women and girls, including female sex workers and the wives of seasonal migrants who are themselves at high risk of HIV/AIDS and other reproductive health problems.  But Saath-Saath recognizes the role of women and girls in their own right—not merely as a target population of beneficiaries, but as fundamental to the success of integrated community health programs.  Women’s access to productive assets and to health care and education will be increased through this program, and evidence indicates that this approach will lead to reduced risk for themselves and their families.  In this and in all USAID/Nepal health programs, data will be disaggregated by sex.

· Metrics, monitoring, and evaluation: A robust monitoring and evaluation system will be implemented as part of Saath-Saath, and it will be directly linked with the MOHP monitoring and evaluation system and national targets. The program will also strengthen MOHP capacity to collect, track, and analyze key indicators emerging from this system, which will directly feed into existing MOHP/NCASC information systems.   

· Innovation and research:  From a global perspective, much is known from the evidence  about the effectiveness of different types of HIV programming in responding to the HIV/AIDS epidemic.  Innovation, however, is needed for dealing with the dynamic nature of the underlying factors that put people at risk of HIV/AIDS including poverty and social change. Determining the most feasible and cost-effective platforms for the USG program in Nepal to deal with these underlying factors is a particular challenge. Analyzing the cost-effectiveness of interventions; conducting operations research to facilitate scale-up; and investigating new approaches, monitoring tools, or targeting mechanisms will continue to be important for the Saath-Saath Program, which will work in collaboration with all other USAID health programs. Saath-Saath will also engage the creativity and knowledge of local civil society organizations to provide innovation and leadership in the area of HIV/AIDS. 

· Partnerships and multilateralism: Nepal is already advanced in this regard in the field of health.  USAID/Nepal engages with other donors in the health sector via the Health Sector- Wide Approach (SWAp), and will continue these efforts in HIV/AIDS by providing support along with other EDPs to the GON for strategy development, stakeholder coordination and engaging private sector partnerships as appropriate.

Proactive and close collaboration will also be expected from the successful Applicant in working with other partners implementing USAID/Nepal’s programs including Nepal Family Health Project II (NFHP II), Ghar Ghar Maa Swasthya (Healthy Homes), the social marketing program implemented by Contraceptive Retail Sales (CRS) Company and the Academy for Educational Development (AED), the Integrated Nutrition Program (INP), the Nepal Economic, Agriculture and Trade Activity (NEAT), the Combating Trafficking in Persons (CTIP) Program, and the HIV/AIDS activities implemented by the U.S. Department of Defense Pacific Command with the Nepal Armed Forces. 

II. Background 

A. Health Care System and Institutions Involved in HIV/AIDS and Reproductive Health

The GON vision for the health sector is to improve the health status of the Nepali population, especially the poor and excluded.  Nepal’s Sixth Millennium Development Goal (MDG) is to halt and begin to reverse the spread of HIV/AIDS by 2015.  Encouraging progress is evident as the HIV prevalence rates among most MARPs have been declining and the current overall national prevalence rate among 15-49 year olds is 0.39%.[footnoteRef:2]  [2:  GON MOHP NCASC Let’s Know Our Epidemic, Fact Sheet No.1, 2010] 


The MOHP organizes and budgets for all of its programs in accordance with the targets and priorities set forth in National Health Sector Programme (NHSP) I (2004-2010) and NHSP II (2010-2015). A Health SWAp was first organized in 2004.  It involved most health development partners with the aim of harmonizing all health programs and activities into a MOHP-led program.  Several donors provide funding directly to the GON in “pooled” funding under the SWAp for activities in the NHSP II.  The non-pooling partners such as USAID/Nepal are also active SWAp participants, and ensure that their programs are in direct support of the NHSP II. All partners participate in the MOHP-organized annual progress reviews as well as meet regularly to ensure coordination.

The current institutional arrangements for HIV/AIDS activities in the public sector were established with the creation in 1992 of the National AIDS Council chaired by the Prime Minister with representation from all relevant GON sectors.  Later, the HSCB, chaired by the Minister of Health and Population, was established to serve as a policy development and multi-sectoral coordination body with a mandate to work closely with a wide variety of civil society and GON groups on HIV/AIDS related policies, strategies, information collection and dissemination. Within the MOHP, the NCASC was established to support the implementation of the clinical health interventions that are an essential element of preventing and treating HIV/AIDS. 

Other reproductive health programs including family planning are managed within the Department of Health Services in the MOHP.  Nepal has a well-established family planning program that demonstrated strong achievements over the past decade. The contraceptive prevalence rate (CPR) for modern methods increased from 26% in 1996 to 44% in 2006.  For all users of modern methods, the method mix includes 58% using long term or permanent methods with permanent methods on the decline.  In a more recent survey conducted by USAID’s Nepal Family Health Program (NFHP II), CPR among couples who are together was high (55.5%), while for those separated by the seasonal migration of husbands CPR was found to be low at 22.5%.[footnoteRef:3]  The same respondents reported more than 50% unmet need for family planning.  Migrant families have special reproductive health needs in addition to family planning given the higher risk of HIV/AIDS and sexually-transmitted infections among women whose migrant husbands have engaged in commercial sex in India or elsewhere, especially in cities known to have high rates of HIV/AIDS among sex workers.  Unwanted pregnancies may also occur when women are not using contraception during their husband’s absence or when he returns home. [3: Nepal Family Health Program II. Family Planning, Maternal and Newborn and Child Health Situation in Rural Nepal:  A Midterm Survey for NFHP II. Kathmandu, 2010] 


There are at least twenty agencies supporting Nepal’s HIV/AIDS program but USAID, DFID and GFATM have been until this year the main three funding partners providing almost 82% of total funds.[footnoteRef:4]  With the decision to include HIV/AIDS in the pooled funding mechanism, the combined World Bank and DFID funds will be the largest single source of funding for the program. Three percent of the total budget for the HIV response comes from the GON.[footnoteRef:5]  It is clear that the support of the EDP community will need to continue in order to ensure that there is continued progress in responding to HIV/AIDS and ensuring that it does not become a generalized epidemic. [4:  External Assessment of Nepal HIV Response, 2008]  [5:  UNGASS Country Progress Report Nepal, 2010] 


B. HIV/AIDS in Nepal. 

The first case of AIDS in Nepal was reported in 1988.  By August 2010, more than 16,000 cases of HIV infection were officially reported, with three times as many men reported to be infected as women.  The GON estimates that 64,000 people were living with HIV in 2010, although most of them were not aware of their infection.   About 4,500 people receive antiretroviral (ARV) therapy, of which 270 are children.[footnoteRef:6]  [6:  GON MOHP NCASC Let’s Know Our Epidemic, Fact Sheet No.1 and No. 4, 2010] 


While current estimated national HIV prevalence rate is a low 0.39%, HIV infection is concentrated at higher prevalence rates in MARPs, such as FSWs, IDUs, MSMs, transgender sex workers, labor migrants and their wives.  Surveys among these groups indicate that prevalence is not increasing.  IDUs have the highest prevalence rate but it has decreased from 65% in 2001 to 21% in 2009.[footnoteRef:7] The modes of transmission vary by MARP.  Although the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) has started needle replacement programs, many injecting drug users continue to share needles.  Sex workers have multiple partners.  Migrant men become infected through sexual contacts when they are away from home and they infect their wives when they visit Nepal. [7:  UNAIDS, UNGASS Country Progress Report Nepal, 2010] 


Substantial progress has been made in national commitment and a strong response to the HIV/AIDS epidemic in the country.  Since 2003, the NCASC has implemented the HIV/AIDS Operational Plan based on the National Strategy which was developed for 2002–2006. Currently, the HIV/AIDS activities are shaped by the second National HIV/AIDS Strategy developed for 2006–2011, and implementation is coordinated under the 2008–2011 National Action Plan.

The vision of the national strategy is to expand the number of partner organizations involved in the national response and to increase the effectiveness of Nepal’s response. It also emphasizes prevention as key to an effective response to the epidemic, particularly in areas with high levels of out-migration. The strategy includes care and support for people infected and affected by HIV/AIDS while recognizing the contribution of care and support to effective prevention.  It also recognizes the importance of accurately tracking the epidemic to monitor the effectiveness of interventions.

There are about 100 Nepali non-governmental organizations (NGOs) and community based organizations (CBOs) working in the area of HIV/AIDS with funds from donors.  The various NGOs provide a range of services within the communities they serve including outreach care and support, community education on health and HIV, outreach care and support to MARPs, and advocacy at the district and national levels.  Nepali and international NGOs also provide services such as HIV counseling and testing, STI treatment, and ARV treatment.  In 2008 a number of NGOs acknowledged that an effective response to HIV has to be a joint response between the GON and NGOs operating in Nepal.  An informal caucus of four parliamentarians was formed to act as a focal point of HIV in the parliament.	

III. Program Objectives and Expected Results

	A. Geographic and Program Coverage

The Saath-Saath Program will work in about 30 districts in the Terai along the Mehendra Highway (Eastern, Central, Western, Mid-Western and Far-Western Regions) and in major cities such as Kathmandu, Birgunj and Pokhara. In addition, Saath-Saath will work in four districts with a high number of migrant workers (for example: Palpa, Nawalparasi, Tanahu, and Gorkha) that are not being covered by other donors. The new program will target improved integrated HIV prevention and reproductive health counseling activities aimed specifically at families with seasonal migrant workers.

The primary beneficiaries of the Saath-Saath Program are the 16,000 HIV positive people in Nepal including the 4,500 people currently on ARV therapy, as well as the much larger number of people who are affected by HIV due to a family member who is ill, needs care, or can no longer work or contribute financially to the household.  Program beneficiaries potentially also include the 48,000 HIV positive people yet to be identified. The Saath-Saath Program will improve the lives of infected persons through home-based care, provide ARV services that allow the HIV positive person to continue working, and care for people in the final stages of the illness. It will also reach MARPs with prevention, counseling and testing services.
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	B.  Activity Goal and Outcomes	

B.1. Saath-Saath Activity Goal

Saath-Saath directly supports the achievement of the USAID/Nepal Assistance Objective (AO) Intermediate Result (IR) 4 to “reduce transmission and impact of HIV/AIDS” as its primary goal, but it also contributes to IR 1 to “improve quality and utilization of family planning and reproductive health services” by integrating HIV and family planning counseling and education. 

The Activity Goal of Saath-Saath is to reduce transmission and impact of HIV/AIDS and improve reproductive health among selected MARPs.

Presented below are the key outcomes USAID/Nepal expects to achieve through implementation of this program.

B.2. Measuring Results

Key overall results from this program are reduced HIV transmission and impact of HIV/AIDS among MARPs, primarily FSWs, and improved reproductive health among MARPs including labor migrants.  In addition to being a potential source for spreading HIV to the general population, labor migrants and their spouses also have a high unmet need for family planning. Very importantly, Saath-Saath will result in strengthening the capacity of GON and civil society institutions working in HIV/AIDS, and a better coordinated and harmonized approach to the GON program.  To measure achievement of Saath-Saath’s activity goal, applicants should describe how they intend to track and measure the following two indicators for districts targeted by the program:

· HIV prevalence rate among FSWs
· CPR among migrant couples
These results must be monitored and the indicators included in the applicant’s Performance Monitoring Plan (PMP) for Saath-Saath. Some indicators, such as the two above, are mandatory as are other indicators in the illustrative lists provided in the sections below. (Note: Indicators that must be included are marked with an asterisk.)  Applicants are encouraged to add to or modify the illustrative list of indicators and present cost-effective ways of collecting baseline and monitoring data.  Some of the baseline information will be available through on-going programs and some will need to be derived from surveys or records within the new program itself.  The targets for the national program will be revised during the development of the next National HIV/AIDS Strategic Plan, which should be available before the beginning of Saath-Saath. See Section IV C of this RFA for further instructions for the Applicant’s PMP presentation.

C. Outcomes and Outputs

Five outcomes will contribute directly to achieving the activity goal. They are: 

Outcome 1:  Decreased HIV prevalence rates among selected MARPs
Outcome 2:  Increased use of family planning services among MARPs
Outcome 3:  Increased GON capacity to plan, commission and use strategic information
Outcome 4:  Increased quality and use of HIV services
Outcome 5:  Strengthened coordination among all HIV/AIDS partners

The following sections provide more information about the background and aim of activities for each outcome, as well as outputs, illustrative activities and indicators. The illustrative activities are presented as a guide to the types of interventions envisioned but applicants are encouraged to expand on and add to them in ways that will help achieve the specific outputs listed. 

C. 1. Outcome 1: Decreased HIV prevalence rates among selected MARPs (25% of program effort)

Background

As shown in Table 1, the incidence of HIV among MARPs appears to be leveling off with recent evidence of declines in the HIV prevalence rate.  Results from the 2009 Integrated Bio-Behavioral Surveillance Study (IBBS) among IDUs in Kathmandu and Pokhara, indicate that the highest prevalence rates have been found among urban IDUs with 20.7% among Kathmandu IDUs.  As of 2008, HIV prevalence among FSWs in Kathmandu was 2.2%.  Among migrant males in 2008, the rates were 0.8% in Far Western districts and 1.4% in Western Districts; and spouses of migrant males, had a 3.3% rate in the far western districts.  Among urban-based MSMs, it was 3.8 percent (2009).  Nearly 50 percent of HIV infections in Nepal occur in highway districts. Clients of sex workers are a large population sub-group potentially vulnerable to HIV infection although they currently have low prevalence rates.  Increased condom use among truckers is promising; 93% reported condom use with the last sexual encounter with an FSW and 81% reported consistent condom use. 

Nepal’s 1.5 million to 2 million labor migrants who are potential clients of sex workers abroad account for the majority of the HIV-positive population.  According to Nepal’s 2010 UNGASS report, labor migrants make up almost 40% of the total estimated HIV infections in the country, followed by the wives and partners of migrant men infected with HIV.  One of the newest challenges for Nepal’s HIV prevention program is to reduce transmission among migrants, who are often clients of sex workers, and their spouses and partners. This is especially important for migrants to Mumbai where the risk of HIV infection is high. 

While the most recent data demonstrate a stabilizing of the epidemic and a downward trend in prevalence among several key high-risk groups, a number of issues pose continued challenges for Nepal.  IBBS data suggest a high level of turnover among FSWs.  About 20-30% of new FSWs begin sex work annually creating the need for continuous interventions.  Many sex workers are also IDUs, migrants or both, increasing the spread of HIV among–at-risk populations. Many of the large female populations of Nepali sex workers (ranging from 200,000-250,000) who are working in the sex industry in India return after becoming infected.  Nepali FSWs who return from India and continue in sex work may increase the epidemic as studies have found that about 38% of returnee FSWs were infected (Silverman, et al. 2007).  Poverty, low levels of education, illiteracy, gender inequalities, marginalization of at-risk groups, and stigma and discrimination compound the epidemic’s effects.  Unsafe sex and drug injection practices, internal and external mobility, limited access to health care services complicates addressing HIV/AIDS. 

Continuing targeted interventions among MARPs with enough coverage is expected to prevent the escalation of the epidemic into a generalized epidemic.  Current interventions targeting at-risk-populations vary widely in terms of coverage, consistency and content.  According to the latest UNGASS report (2010), more than 70% to 93% of MSW have been reached with prevention interventions, but almost 60% of FSW and more than 40% of IDUs remain unreached. More than 90% of the migrant population, many of whom live in districts characterized by difficult terrain and poor roads, have not benefitted from any prevention interventions.

Possible Approaches

Three principal approaches are proposed to reduce HIV prevalence rates among selected MARPs: (1) reducing HIV and STI risk among FSWs in selected districts (2) reduced HIV and STI risk among migrants in selected high-risk districts and (3) increasing knowledge about HIV transmission and service delivery sites among selected MARPs.  These approaches are described briefly below. The program should develop innovative and cost effective ways of working with the GON and civil society organizations that represent MARPs to achieve the outputs. The program should also work with existing programs of the MOHP at the community level to work with dispersed migrant populations (Output 1.2).

Output 1.1: Reduced HIV and STI risk among FSWs in selected districts

At present USAID/Nepal’s ASHA Project focuses on FSWs and their clients, including some activities with IDU and civil society network strengthening. Community outreach activities and one-on-one education through community immobilizers and peer educators have been the most successful approaches for reaching these MARPs.  Consistent condom use among FSWs ranges from 50% to 72% (IBBS 2008, 2009), indicating an awareness of HIV and STI risks. Over 45 NGO/CBO partners deliver prevention, treatment and care services with USG funding. 

The primary focus of the Saath-Saath program will be on FSWs, thus maintaining continuity in USAID programming.  Saath-Saath will build on the success of current programs but will increase coverage to reach more FSWs, including those previously unreached as well as new entrants. UNGASS estimates that only 40% of FSW are being reached with prevention programs in 2010. 

Saath-Saath should suggest new ways of reaching hard to reach female sex workers.  The program should look at emerging trends among FSWs, such as increased mobility and hidden types of establishments that are harder to reach. Udayapur, Damak, Charali (in the East) are examples of some of the growing towns and markets where FSWs are appearing and services are needed.  FSWs at lodges and guesthouses near transportation centers and casual FSWs such as bar dancers must be considered in the prevention program.  Increasing reach may include reaching vulnerable youth who have started engaging in risky sexual behaviors and transactional sex on an occasional basis. 

USAID/Nepal’s Ghar Ghar Maa Swasthya (GGMS) project covers all the ‘hot zones’ with socially marketed condoms.  Saath-Saath will work closely with GGMS to promote a policy of 100% condom use among the FSWs, the owners of establishment where they work, and their clients.  The program will also carefully work on capacity building of CBOs that can reach FSWs.  With GGMS, it will explore ways of reaching vulnerable youth, especially young girls. There are also about 2000 female IDUs in the country, a high proportion of whom are female sex workers.  A recent survey found HIV prevalence of 3.3% among female IDUs (CREPHA/UNODC, 2010).   As drug use and sex work multiplies the risk for HIV transmission, Saath-Saath will explore ways to reach these populations.    

Illustrative activities
· Provide HIV/STI prevention activities to an expanding population of FSWs including younger FSWs; FSWs returning from work in high-risk areas of India and women/girls who have occasional transactional sex. 
· Conduct operations research on sexual networks of FSWs and new cost effective ways of reaching highly mobile FSWs with prevention activities. 
· Work with GGMS on 100% condom use promotion and condom availability at sex work sites and encourage bar and guest house owners and pimps to support and promote 100% condom use.
· Increase NGO outreach work on HIV prevention education, condom negotiation skills and condom distribution among communities with high levels of migrants and FSWs.

· % of FSWs reporting the use of a condom with their most recent client*[footnoteRef:8] [8:  All indicators marked with an asterisk are mandatory] 

· % of FSWs who say they consistently use a condom when they have sex with clients*
· Number of MARPs receiving STI treatment
· Number of outlets providing counseling and testing according to national or international standards

Output 1.2: Reduced HIV and STI risk among migrants in selected high-risk districts

Migration, both internal and trans-border, has long been an important livelihood strategy for poor people in Nepal.  According to the Nepal Living Standards Survey (2003/04), 25% of the adult male populations migrate for work.  Many seasonal, predominantly male migrants go to India. Women represent around 5.9% of the total number of migrants. There is, however, a large population of Nepalese women and girls working in the sex trade in India, a significant number of who may have been trafficked. Rates of internal migration from rural to urban areas within the country are also high. IBBS data show that 67.8 of young males in the West and 57.9% in the Mid and Far West migrate before the age of 20 (IBBS 2009 Male Migrants in 11 districts).  

The links between migration and HIV are well documented. Twenty-five percent of Nepali male migrant in Mumbai reported visiting female sex workers.[footnoteRef:9]  Recent evidence suggests that migrants are getting younger, more sexually active and less likely to be married, and thus more likely to engage in risky behavior.  [9:  Assessment of Migration and Associated Risk Behavior among Nepali Migrant Men 2003] 


Given the large size and geographical spread of the migrant population, designing cost effective, sustainable community based approaches for reaching migrants for HIV/AIDS prevention is essential. The gender issues play a critical role in HIV transmission between spouses because women cannot insist on safe sex with their spouses. Both DFID/UNDP and the Global Fund Round 7 have supported interventions with migrants in 34 districts but overall coverage is still low (5.6% in Western districts and 8.3% in Far Western districts - UNGASS). 

The program should use innovative approaches to reaching migrant populations in a more sustainable way using existing community groups and available public sector infrastructure in the four districts named above (Section III A) that are not covered by other programs. Since migrants are a large and dispersed population, Saath-Saath will explore ways to maximize the country’s prevention efforts.

Illustrative activities
· In coordination with NFHP II and its follow-on activity and the MOHP Department of Health Services, mobilize Female Community Health Volunteers (FCHVs) and other community-based women’s organizations to expand prevention messages and VCT referrals with wives of migrant workers.
· Conduct information and community based events about HIV prevention and testing especially during months when migrant workers are likely to return home.
· Develop and implement a package of activities aimed at migrant families for HIV/AIDS prevention and FP promotion with referral to existing services 
· Develop a package of coaching materials for community health workers to enhance condom negotiation skills among migrants and their wives

Illustrative indicators
· % of migrants reporting the use of a condom with their most recent partner*
· % of migrants who say they consistently use a condom when they have sex with FSWs*
· % of male migrants who report commercial sex in the last year
· Average number of commercial sex partners in the last year reported by male migrants
· Number of individuals reached through community outreach that promotes HIV/AIDS prevention through other behavior change beyond abstinence and/or being faithful

Output 1.3: Increased knowledge about HIV transmission and service delivery sites among selected MARPs

Saath-Saath should improve the quality and reach of HIV services by making existing drop-in centers better resource centers for multiple MARPs (FSWs, MSMs and IDUs) and by integrating reproductive health counseling and referral services such as STI, VCT and FP available in the drop in centers.  By building the capacity of newly formed CBOs under Jagriti (FSW network), and engaging them in prevention and care activities, the program will increase the uptake of VCT and STI services that are available at the service delivery points. Likewise operations research on networks of FSWs and new cost effective ways of reaching highly mobile FSWs with prevention activities will improve quality and reach for this MARP.  Saath-Saath will ensure that FSWs and their clients know where to go for HIV/AIDS services like VCT and STI treatment. Saath-Saath will also support the USG’s Unified Policy Guidelines for Trafficking in Persons by ensuring that suspected trafficked persons, such as those under 18 years of age.

Illustrative activities  
· Mobilize FSW NGOs to accelerate the uptake of VCT and testing and treatment for STIs from all available service delivery points.
· Support multi-MARP drop-in centers that are co-located with service sites.
· Support MARP networks or large NGOs to carry out prevention activities. Include faith-based organizations as appropriate and needed.  Build NGO managerial skills.
· Increase NGO outreach work on HIV prevention education, condom negotiation skills and condom distribution among communities with high levels of FSWs

Illustrative indicators
· % of FSWs who both correctly identify ways of preventing the sexual transmission of HIV and who reject major misconceptions about HIV transmission*
· % of male migrants who both correctly identify ways of preventing the sexual transmission of HIV and who reject major misconceptions about HIV transmission*
· % of wives of migrants who both correctly identify ways of preventing the sexual transmission of HIV and who reject major misconceptions about HIV transmission*
· Number of MARPs reached with individual and/or small group interventions that are based on evidence and/or meet the minimum standards required*

C. 2. Outcome 2. Increased use of family planning among MARPs (25% of program emphasis)

Background

USAID currently funds activities to support family planning in Nepal through several projects.  The Nepal Family Health Program II (NFHP II) works with the Ministry of Health and Population, Department of Health Services to maintain strong family planning services in GON-run clinics in 26 districts in Nepal. NFHP-II also supports nationwide systems strengthening for FP training, communications, logistics management and contraceptive security working with multiple divisions and centers in the Department of Health Services.  The GGMS Project works with a Nepali social marketing organization, the Contraceptive Retail Sales (CRS) Company supported by a technical assistance contract with AED to market health and family planning products in all Nepali districts. 

GGMS works throughout Nepal with a special focus on areas that have been underserved in the past. Saath-Saath will encourage these social marketing organizations to develop electronic and local media approaches and activities that provide MARP groups and communities with information about family planning and HIV, recommended products, and the location of GON services.  Special activities and behavior change messages will need to be developed to appeal to different MARPs such as FSW and migrants. 

The 2010 NFHP II mid-term survey (http://nepal.usaid.gov/working-with-us/business-opportunities.html) found a high level of unmet need for family planning among the wives of men who have migrated out of Nepal for work.  Further exploration suggests that women are criticized by their neighbors if they continue using a contraceptive when their husband is away. Migrant men are not able to inform their wives of their return date so the risk of unwanted pregnancy is high.  Women and men lack the condom discussion and negotiation skills that are needed to ensure condom use that might prevent husbands from transmitting HIV infection to their wives.  Migrant men and women are in need counseling that helps them deal with both risks.

In USAID supported programs, all family planning use must be voluntary and well informed.  Saath-Saath will ensure in its training sessions that all clients, whether HIV positive or negative, make the family decisions voluntarily. Clinic and outreach workers must also be able to explain the range of contraceptive methods and be able to provide services to those who need them. Training all workers to follow U.S. policies related to the Tiahrt Amendment and other U.S. legislative requirements regarding use of family planning and HIV/AIDS funds will be necessary, as well as a careful plan for monitoring compliance as activities are carried out.

Possible Approaches

Three suggested approaches to increase use of family planning among MARPs.  They are: (1) strengthen the integration of FP counseling and information services within HIV/AIDS service settings, (2) integrate FP and HIV messages into community outreach, and (3) develop new program approaches to reach migrant families with FP and HIV information and counseling. 

The program should determine the best approaches to developing and implementing a more integrated approach to education and counseling on HIV, STI, and family planning for those using HIV/AIDS services and how to reach highly dispersed labor migrant families with the same information.  USAID does not expect Saath-Saath to develop new family planning services or buy FP commodities as these are already widely available in Nepal and there are other USAID partners working on improving service availability.  Working closely with these partners will be essential for this component.  

Output 2.1: Strengthened integration of FP counseling and information services within HIV/AIDS service settings

Family planning counseling in an HIV service setting requires great sensitivity.  Most people see decisions about having more children as quite unrelated to decisions about HIV/STI prevention. Counselors must work carefully and supportively with clients to make the full range of information available about all reproductive health topics without implying or communicating any pressure.  Many couples, and women in particular, do not know how to start a conversation about contraception or HIV/STIs with their husbands.  Materials have been developed to initiate such conversations and to provide integrated counseling both within Nepal and elsewhere. Saath-Saath will draw the best practices internationally to develop materials that are appropriate for MARPs and others in Nepal.

Saath-Saath should expand the geographic reach of NGOs and ensure that NGO clinics can both counsel about family planning and provide pills, condoms and injectables or refer MARPs to other family planning services.  Outreach workers will need to learn about several contraceptive methods, their side effects, and where to obtain supplies.  Workers will also need a firm grounding in US family planning and HIV policies.

Illustrative Activities
· Strengthen integrated counseling by introducing best practice methodologies for integrated counseling adapted to Nepal.
· Build a toolkit to teach integrated FP/HIV/STI counseling approaches.
· Train drop-in center staff to counsel clients on family planning as well as HIV prevention.
· Train CBO, NGOs, MOHP staff and others to deliver integrated FP and HIV/AIDS     programs in service delivery settings.
· Work with national and district reproductive health program staff to ensure full FP counseling and availability services within all private and government VCT, PMTCT and ART sites within program areas.
· Strengthen the HIV clinicians (doctors and nurses) capacity to take a holistic approach to managing the needs of HIV positive people with improved RH/FP.
· Establish a procedure for training workers to adhere to US family planning and HIV policies including ongoing monitoring of the program for compliance. 

Illustrative Indicators
· % of FSWs using FP modern methods*
· % of migrants’ wives using modern FP methods*
· % of migrants using modern FP methods
· % of migrant couples who obtain FP services by source
· Number of individuals trained in counseling and testing according to national and international standards

Output 2.2: Integrated FP and HIV messages into community outreach

Providing more integrated reproductive health messaging is a cost-effective and client- oriented way of addressing both family planning and HIV needs.  Nepal has an excellent track record of achieving good results through its community-based and community outreach programs.  The network of FCHVs, mothers clubs, and other women-led groups has proved to be a powerful way of reaching communities and introducing services as well as educational and behavior change messages that have demonstrated positive results for maternal and child health care. FCHVs currently distribute pill refills and condoms.  Health workers in health posts and sub-health posts, and community groups need to be offering a more comprehensive range of information on referrals on reproductive health care including HIV prevention and where to go for services.

Saath-Saath should work with NFHP II to develop a FP/HIV/STI counseling and referral package that can be used by both projects.  NFHP II works in 13 of Saath-Saath’s 30 districts.  Working together, the two projects will develop ways to integrate FP and HIV into community outreach programs to ensure that counseling and educational messages deal with the full range of information needed.  For example, Saath-Saath might implement the package in all its districts not served by NFHP while NFHP will use the same package in their districts to maximize coverage and reach.  Saath-Saath might also work with NGO service providers to integrate family planning, HIV, and STI services at HIV/AIDS service sites. 	

Illustrative Activities
· Work with NFHP II on the development of a community-based counseling and referral package for FP and HIV.
· Train CBO and NGO outreach workers to deliver integrated FP/HIV/AIDS/STI counseling and referrals when they visit households or meet with MARPs.
· Ensure that all workers understand that the choice to use family planning methods must be voluntary and based on informed choice.

Illustrative Indicators
· Number of HIV/AIDS and FP service sites that offer integrated HIV/FP counseling*
· Number of people trained in integrated counseling skills by type of workers (CBO workers, VCTs, etc.)

Output 2.3: New program approaches developed to reach migrant families with FP and HIV information and counseling, and access to services

As described under Output 1.2, in four districts where neither NFHP II nor Global Fund are implementing programs aimed at migrant families, Saath-Saath might develop approaches targeted specifically at this population. The goal is to design effective, community-based programs in these areas.  The new approaches will address family planning use and access to services as needed, HIV information and referrals for testing and treatment, condom negotiating skills for couples, home-based care for HIV positive individuals, and information and referrals for STIs.  The approach will train outreach and community workers to tailor delivery of multiple messages with the understanding that couples or individuals might have a greater interest in one of the messages at a particular time.  The workers will be prepared to discuss whatever the client needs.

The MOHP has a successful record of community level health work that is connected to facilities but HIV has not usually been approached in this way as yet.  The community approach may, however, be an effective and low-cost way to reach the widely dispersed population migrant workers and their wives.  Saath-Saath will explore ways to build on other Nepali community-level health programming such as working with community volunteers, mothers groups, and village health committees.  In most areas these community organizations have good working relationships with GON health services, making them valuable sources of health education, contraceptives (condoms and pill resupplies) and service referrals to MOHP facilities for other methods. 

Saath-Saath should also identify the reasons for low family planning use in migrant communities and the reasons for the relatively high rates of HIV infection among migrants and their wives. Program approaches to address both of these issues will be guided by practical field level research.  Program staff will need to understand community dynamics and public opinion about the sensitive areas of HIV infection, risk of commercial sex while migrants are away from home and ways of protecting the wives once migrants return, both from HIV/STIs but also from unwanted or mistimed pregnancy.  Migrant families need to know where to go for HIV testing. Women need skills for condom negotiation when their husbands return home and men need to understand the risk of infecting their wives.

Illustrative Activities
· In coordination with NFHP II, learn why there is high unmet family planning need among migrant families and address the obstacles to contraceptive use.
· Test programming approaches that combine information about family planning and HIV infection.
· In coordination with the Department of Health Services and NFHP II, train village volunteers, including FCHVs, to offer information about HIV prevention and care as well as referral for HIV testing
· Analyze community norms to determine appropriate ways to discuss HIV and family planning in ways that are most helpful to the community.

Illustrative Indicators
· Number of community outreach activities with integrated HIV/FP messages by type*
· Number of people that have been trained in FP/RH with USG funds

C. 3. Outcome 3.  Increased capacity of GON to plan, commission and make use of strategic information (20% of program emphasis)

Background

The GON needs good data to use in planning programs.  Information about the location of groups of HIV infected people helps the GON target those areas with increased staff, services, outreach and commodities for HIV positive citizens.  Data about where and how people have become infected will help to notify people about activities that put them at risk of HIV infection.  Qualitative research on how people think about HIV/AIDS will help the GON to design program messages that appeal to diverse MARPs such as FSW and the wives of migrants. HIV/AIDS programming requires the following kinds of data:

(1) Sentinel surveillance: By 2000, most international experts agreed that HIV sentinel surveillance was only part of a good system to plan new prevention and care programs. They began to advocate for “Second Generation HIV Surveillance” systems that connected surveillance data from multiple sources of information.  Experts proposed that national programs triangulate data so that they could check the accuracy and connect information to other information that explains patterns in risk behaviors.  The second generation HIV surveillance approach is especially appropriate in countries such as Nepal where infections are concentrated in ‘at-risk’ populations.  Surveillance must be tailored to the country situation.  Nepal also needs to collect the information that allows it to identify “bridging groups” which are populations that practice behaviors that might spread HIV infection to new populations.  These groups, often MARP members who travel, require immediate HIV information and services.

(2) Monitoring and evaluation (M&E): Data from HIV services sites provides information on the number of new cases of HIV, the number of people needing treatment now and in the future, the location of new HIV cases, the staff required at different service points, and the amount of equipment and medications required.  Nepal already has a Health Management Information System (HMIS) for collecting such health service statistics and will want to integrate the HIV service statistics into the same system.  Nepal has established a GON M&E unit with clear goals and objectives and produced National M&E Guidelines in 2006.  There is also a National HIV M&E Operational Plan (2008-2010) that is now being tested in six districts.  There remains, however, much work to be done to achieve a solid HIV monitoring system.  There are difficulties in setting up a comprehensive M&E system for HIV/AIDS programming in Nepal. 

(3) Research: The GON also needs to commission research on particular questions needed in order to program effectively.  The most important of these is the biological and behavioral survey research that must occur periodically to keep track of the trends in HIV/AIDS among the various MARPs.  In the past, USAID/Nepal through the ASHA Project has been the source of this kind of information.  Other kinds of research are also needed such as operations research. 

Possible Approaches

Three approaches are suggested to support the GON in strategic information: (1) improve capacity to plan, commission and supervise HIV/AIDS essential data collection using appropriate research, (2) improve capacity within the MOHP to conduct second generation HIV surveillance in accordance with national plans, (3) improve capacity in MOHP and DACCs to analyze and use strategic information for HIV/AIDS for planning and management purposes. The program should specify the ways in which it will accomplish the outputs as listed below, including how the applicant proposes to work with the other EDP partners which are also supporting the strategic information technical working group.  USAID/Nepal, as part of the Global Health Initiative, has planned for an experienced CDC/Atlanta epidemiologist to work in Nepal to help build surveillance and data management skills among GON staff.  The program should develop plans for ongoing strategic information and monitoring capacity building within the GON so that a plan will be in place even if a CDC expert cannot be added to the team.

Output 3.1: Improved capacity at GON to plan, commission and supervise HIV/AIDS essential data collection using appropriate research

The MOHP does not have enough staff to implement large, comprehensive research activities, so they must become wise consumers of research services.  They need the capacity to decide what research is needed, which design is best, and which research methods are appropriate.  At that point, the terms of reference for the research can be written, the budget estimated, and a competitive process undertaken to select the best proposal from among qualified firms.  When the research firm has been chosen, the GON must monitor the implementation of the research and make sure that data collection and analysis are appropriate and accurate.  Plans and budgets are now in place for the MOHP to commission survey research, such as the IBBS surveys, directly.  Saath-Saath, together with other HIV/AIDS partners, has an important role to play to help strengthen national capacity to plan and manage such research.	

Illustrative Activities

· Work with NCASC and MOHP staff in the planning for HIV/AIDS survey research.
· Work with the NCASC to build staff understanding of research needs and utilization of results, including staff from appropriate in units such as the Department of Health Services.
· Provide technical support to NCASC on IBBS design, contracting and monitoring processes.
· Broaden the HIV/AIDS survey research capacity of Nepali research institutions.

Illustrative Indicators
· Functional plan in place to commission IBBSs*
· Functional plan in place to commission needed research

Output 3.2: Improved capacity within the MOHP to conduct Second Generation HIV surveillance in accordance with national plans
In 2007 the NCASC, WHO, UNAIDS, FHI, and IOM reviewed current HIV surveillance activities in Nepal and designed a revised comprehensive plan for national “Second Generation Surveillance.”   A detailed set of recommendations were developed that need to be implemented. The recommended second generation surveillance plan for Nepal includes a data collection and analysis program that has been especially designed for the country.  The system uses a variety of data collection methods that UNAIDS and WHO have recommended for concentrated epidemics including cross-sectional surveys of behavior in sub-populations with risk behavior; surveillance of STIs and other biological markers of risk; HIV surveillance in sub-populations at risk; HIV and AIDS case reporting; tracking of HIV in donated blood; HIV and behavioral surveillance in sub-populations with risk behavior, HIV and behavioral surveillance in bridging groups; cross-sectional surveys of behavior in the general population; and HIV sentinel surveillance in the general population and in urban areas.[footnoteRef:10]  The program should be based on the pattern of HIV infections in Nepal and implemented incrementally over time in new geographical areas as they become relevant.  NCASC staff need to know the kind of data required and which research method should be employed.  They should understand how the data are analyzed and used to design programs and interventions. Illustrative Activities
· Support the revision of the 2007 plan for Second Generation HIV Surveillance in Nepal.
· Implement activities that will ensure that stakeholders understand the system and how each kind of data contributes to the results.  Dissemination activities need to be led by the GON in close coordination with civil society, donors, and international NGOs.
· Revise and repeat activities so that there is ongoing understanding of the surveillance system among all stakeholders.
· Involve MARPs in the design, implementation, and analysis of information about their group.

Illustrative Indicators
· Functioning second generation HIV surveillance system*

Output 3.3: Improved capacity in MOHP and DACCs to analyze and use strategic information on HIV/AIDS for planning and management purposes

Analyzing research findings and using the data to design or alter HIV/AIDS programming requires training of permanent MOHP staff in those skills.  This is an ongoing process built on close coordination with units at national and local levels.  Few officials have had experience in this type of planning, and the process needs to be demonstrated and explained.  At the most basic level, Nepali health professionals need an M&E system that collects information on use of HIV services such as the number of people seeking a service, the number of staff trained to provide a service, and the availability of equipment and medications needed to deliver the service.  Some data are collected for VCT, ARV, opportunistic infection (OI), STI and other HIV-related services, but they are not systematically analyzed or used regularly by program management to reveal gaps and opportunities in service delivery.

Because Nepal has a working HMIS system overall, the current challenge is to strengthen the HIV part of the system and ensure that staff understand and use the system at all levels.  The quality of data collection usually improves if those who collect the information are also able to use it themselves.  Managers will also not have faith in the system if they believe that data are incorrect or unreliable. When national and district officials are collecting reliable data they will be able to use the information to project program needs.  Data based forecasting will enhance the quality of HIV/AIDS services that are available through the MOHP health system.

Illustrative Activities
·  Ensure that service statistics are being collected for HIV services.
·  Assist NGOs in collecting and using high quality data for their own activities.
·  Develop procedures for accurate data collection and evidence-based program planning.
·  Train MOHP national and district level staff (DACC) on analysis and use of data to plan or revise programs.
·  Assist the GON to compile and monitor M&E systems for HIV/AIDS programs in multiple sectors of the Government.

Illustrative Indicator
· HIV data integrated into national HMIS*
· An effective system for sharing key research outcomes
· Number of government staff trained in strategic information (includes M&E, surveillance, and HMIS)*

Output 3.4: Periodically updated national research agenda with involvement from all stakeholders including NGOs

The MOHP leads a process to periodically identify and prioritize HIV research activities in Nepal.  This process involves many stakeholders to ensure that all parties who are likely to fund or participate in research are able to contribute to the process of setting priorities.  It allows the GON to present its overall plan for HIV data collection including surveillance, cross-sectional studies, M&E service data, and crucial pilot and operations research projects that are being used to develop effective interventions.  This prioritized research agenda is periodically updated to ensure its relevance and usefulness.

The National Health Research Council is the GON body that reviews and approves all health research that takes place in Nepal.  This body has different processes for approval on intra-governmental research and studies proposed by those who are not part of the GON.  The NHRC could usefully become more involved in the overall design and inter-connected use of HIV research.  NHRC should have a standard research protocol that would make it possible to compare the various HIV research activities.  NHRC’s ability to conduct rigorous ethics review on all research activities needs to be strengthened and formalized.

The GON should also require all research organizations to involve and train young Nepali researchers including women, people from excluded minorities and PLHA when appropriate and feasible.  HIV/AIDS research should also have a process for consulting with PLHA and MARPs on the research issues to gain better insight into the problems and approaches.  Such a program would greatly increase the research capacity available in Nepal.  In addition, the GON should require that researchers disseminate their research findings appropriately within Nepal prior to sharing the data internationally.

Illustrative Activities
· Support a national research agenda with annual updates and changes.
· Commission key operations research and pilot studies to improve programming. 
· Involve GON, PLHA and MARP NGOs in planning studies and participation in carrying out research when appropriate. 
· Collaborate with a variety of partners on research activities.
· At the appropriate time, support further testing of female condoms for FSWs, operations research for introducing microbicides as a major prevention strategy, and antimicrobial resistance studies on STI drugs as needed.  
· Support an improved and institutionalize ethics review process for HIV/AIDS at NHRC for both government commissioned and private research.
· Support design of a standard research protocol to be used by all agencies applying to NHRC to conduct HIV/AIDS research in Nepal.

Illustrative Indicators
· Rigorous ethics review process in place at NHRC applied to both government and non-government research proposals*
· Research supported by stakeholders conforms to research priorities agreed to in national research agenda*

C. 4. Outcome 4: Increased quality and use of HIV services (25% of program emphasis)

Background

The increase in the number of HIV services in Nepal has been remarkable.  The total national response is largely focused on prevention services like HIV/AIDS awareness raising among different MARPs, VCT and STI screening and treatment, and clinical care and ART and OI treatment.  Given the nature of the epidemic in Nepal, most of the HIV/AIDS initiatives have depended on the leadership, partnerships, and the involvement of civil society for prevention, care and support for MARPs.  The prevention program has largely been supported by major grants from USAID, DFID and the GFATM Round 7 that funds hundreds of NGOs and CBOs engaged in implementing different aspects of the HIV prevention and care activities. 

USAID’s ASHA project currently provides clinical care to the people who test HIV positive from 39 NGOs running integrated health service (IHS) sites. These IHS sites offer clinical care, HIV staging, cotrimoxizole prophylaxis, STI screening and treatment, TB screening and referral, referral for CD4 counts.  As of August 2010, there are 196 VCT sites in Nepal, 38 of which are supported by USAID through the ASHA project, 76 within the GON hospitals supported by GFATM (one VCT site has one ASHA seconded staff), and the rest implemented by NGOs in various parts of Nepal.[footnoteRef:11]   There are 25 ART centers and 10 ART sub-centers with CD 4 services available at 13 sites.[footnoteRef:12]  [11:  GON MOHP NCASC Let’s Know Our Epidemic, Fact Sheet No.3, 2010]  [12:  GON MOHP NCASC Let’s Know Our Epidemic, Fact Sheet No.4, 2010

Nepal’s HIV/AIDS strategy calls for greater involvement of people living with HIV/AIDS (GIPA) following the principle of equal and equitable access to basic care and services and ensuring a supportive environment for empowering people and communities to protect themselves against HIV infection.  Through ASHA, USAID supports six different civil society networks including several PLHA CBOs that implement ‘Positive Prevention’ activities.  Positive Prevention, a best practice in Nepal, brings PLHA into the forefront of HIV prevention by ensuring their involvement in various HIV program management areas (e.g., communication, organizational development, leadership, documentation and reporting).  The positive prevention CBOs have a prominent role in stigma reduction and expanding the reach of HIV services.  ASHA also developed and implemented Nepal-specific community and home-based care services (CHBC) in 13 districts. The Saath-Saath program will work with the GON to make the CHBC component more integrated in the overall national treatment care and support programs, working closely with existing community organizations including those that represent IDUs and MSMs.   

NCASC has 13 technical working groups that include GON, donor and NGO members that form key communication for among stakeholders.  USAID or its partners participate in all the technical working groups and provide support in selected areas.  The main functions of these technical working groups are assisting the GON in developing protocols, guidelines and standard operating procedures in various technical areas and in quality assurance in program areas.  There has been a remarkable increase in the number of HIV/AIDS stakeholders and in the technical areas covered, which calls for more coordination and collaboration at all levels of program design and implementation.  Saath-Saath will participate in the technical working groups and provide technical input through these mechanisms assuming technical leadership roles as needed.

Suggested Approaches

Three approaches are suggested to improve the quality and use of HIV services.  They are: (1) institutionalize a program for improving the quality of clinical management of HIV positive people, (2) improve systems for sustaining NGO community care and support services, and (3) improve the uptake and quality of Community-Based Prevention of Mother-to-Child Transmission (CB-PMTCT) in selected districts.  Applicants must describe specifically how they plan to implement these three approaches, which deal with both GON and civil society institutions.  Institutionalizing and addressing long-term sustainability challenges should be important aspects of the approaches proposed.  Each of these is described below.

Output 4.1: Improved quality of clinical management of HIV positive people institutionalized

Clinical management of HIV/AIDS patients is complicated and requires continuous access to new skills and information.  Changes in the HIV/AIDS related clinical management guidelines and protocols occur very frequently.  Therefore, professionals involved in the HIV/AIDS treatment require a strong technical skills development and support plan.  USAID supported Nepal in the development and implementation of a 10-day clinical management course and a separate 6-day practicum course.  Keeping skills up-to-date is a challenge.  Saath-Saath will explore ways to improve the quality of clinical management of HIV positive people, including children. 

Saath-Saath will work with a relevant entity like the Institute of Medicine (IOM) introducing certification programs and assisting the GON in developing a center of excellence that offers creative ways to upgrade the quality treatment skills of the doctors and nurses.  Saath-Saath will emphasize making a high quality clinical training and mentoring program for HIV/AIDS available on an on-going basis.
 
Under the leadership of the National Public Health Laboratory, Saath-Saath will contribute to improving the quality of the National HIV/AIDS related laboratory tests.  Maintaining the external quality assurance system using dried blood spot systems, basic and refresher training on HIV lab tests, implementation of national guidelines of HIV/AIDS diagnostic and lab monitoring of ARV will be some of the quality assurance activities to be included in the Saath-Saath program.

Saath-Saath will work to reduce stigma and discrimination among health providers in both the public and private sector services provided for MARPs.  Training providers to be respectful of clients will ensure that more people come to GON facilities for HIV services, especially women and clients from among the excluded ethnic groups.  This project will also continue to provide assistance for continuous technical upgrading of clinical guidelines and protocols.  Likewise, this project will continue working with the DELIVER Project to assist NCASC and the MOHP’s Logistics Management Division (LMD) on HIV/AIDS program logistics to ensure a reliable supply chain for all HIV commodities.
	
Illustrative Activities

· Work with Department of Health Services and IOM to institutionalize high quality clinical management training and mentoring programs for private and public sector clinicians managing HIV/AIDS patients at ART sites and elsewhere.
·  Explore the feasibility of establishing a certificate course and continuing education program for clinicians (doctors and nurses) who manage HIV/AIDS clients.
· Provide medical and nursing specialists with clinical experience on HIV cases, upgrade skills and provide mentoring assistance.
· Continue training for health service providers in stigma reduction.
· Provide TA for continuous technical updating of clinical guidelines and protocols (e.g. STI protocols for districts, pediatric HIV/AIDS management).  Work with the GON to ensure that quality of care tools and guidelines are understood and used.
· Assist the IOM to establish a consultation system for doctors and nurses to consult with more experienced clinicians as needed for continuing support to practicing clinicians.
· Work with the DELIVER project to assist the NCASC and the LMD on logistics to ensure a reliable HIV commodity supply system (including implementing unique identifying numbers for HIV positive people to help track patients and enable the logistics system to deliver appropriate drugs), eventually working step-by-step with other partners toward an integrated LMD system in accordance with national plans.
· Provide technical assistance on quality improvement for laboratory services.

Illustrative Indicators
· Number of physicians and nurses trained to treat and manage HIV+ clients*
· Number of courses offered to improve the quality of HIV/AIDS case management
· Numbers of health workers correctly using the clinical protocols for HIV/AIDS management*
· Number of individuals trained in HIV-related stigma and discrimination reduction*
· Number of individuals trained in medical injection safety
· Total number of individuals provided with HIV-related palliative care (including TB/HIV)

Output 4.2: Improved systems for sustaining NGO community care and support services

Due to the nature of the epidemic in Nepal, most HIV prevention and care needs are currently met by NGOs and CBOs.  In 1995, Nepal adopted a national policy for HIV/AIDS prevention, with 12 key policy statements.  Saath-Saath will assist in the development of new policies and strategies that clarify and develop the role of NGOs in community care and support.  

USAID/Nepal will continue its role as the main provider of prevention and care services to the estimated 32,000 FSW in Nepal, but Saath-Saath will seek new cost-effective ways to deliver services.  Currently service delivery sites are targets for use by one MARP so that they are comfortable using the services but Saath-Saath will try centers that serve multiple MARPS.  At the same time, this program will initiate gradual merging of the service delivery activities (STI, VCT and clinical) with the public sector and create strong referral linkages between the NGOs/CBOs doing community care and support services.  However, this process will require coordinated systems and policy strengthening in the public sector.

Saath-Saath will work through national NGOs and CBOs to advocate for sustainable care and support activities.  The program will support selected larger NGOs to work with smaller NGOs and CBOs on activities aimed specifically at improving program implementation and management capacity.  Training to improve program and financial management capacity will include NGOs representing all MARP groups.  Saath-Saath will provide CHBC to the PLHA and their affected families and assure that they access available resources in the community and other sectors.  The CHBC component will integrate nutrition, water, sanitation and hygiene messages and FP counseling.  Saath-Saath will continuously work on making HIV/AIDS services accessible and closer to the beneficiaries.  Linking with USAID/Nepal’s Integrated Nutrition Program (INP) and Feed the Future (FtF) programs will also provide better food security to vulnerable PLHA families and ensure that the nutritional needs of HIV positive people are addressed.

Illustrative Activities
· Work with selected NGO partners and network organizations on activities aimed at improving the long-term sustainability of care and support activities.
· Improve the uptake of high quality of NGO HIV/AIDS care and support services, including better utilization of existing MOHP diagnostic and treatment services.
· Continue to work with community home-based care models to include family planning and other support activities with support from PLHA.
· Use quantifiable assessment tools for measuring progress in building capacity as outlined in USAID’s Sustainability Framework.
· Work with PLHA networks and the MOHP to reduce the financial burden on PLHA for transportation, lodging/food and diagnostic/medical procedures that are currently not provided free of cost.
Illustrative Indicators
· Number of NGOs regularly submitting acceptable financial and activity reports
· Number of NGOs seeking alternative funding sources
· Number of individuals trained in HIV-related institutional capacity development*
· Number of outlets providing VCT*
· Number of people who received counseling and testing and their results*
· Number of HIV+ adults and children receiving a minimum of one clinical service*
· Number of ART patients who have documented CD 4 results from a test performed within the last six months*
· Number of outlets for palliative care*
· Number of service outlets for ARV treatment*
· Cumulative number of HIV-affected individuals cared for by USG assistance

Output 4.3: Improved uptake and quality of Community-Based Prevention of Mother-to-Child Transmission (CB-PMTCT) in selected districts

PMTCT services were established in Nepal in the early 2005 with support primarily from UNICEF in a few district hospitals but the utilization rate has remained low.  Since the hospital delivery rate is as low as 19% in Nepal with even lower rates in rural areas (15%) and HIV prevalence among the general population is low, CB-PMTCT might be a good approach to preventing mother to child transmission.  USAID/Nepal together with UNICEF Nepal introduced a pilot community CB-PMTCT activity in 2009.  Preliminary findings of this pilot study are encouraging and the program has increased ANC uptake dramatically.[footnoteRef:13]  However, improvements are still needed to ensure all that four “prongs” of PMTCT are strengthened, (i.e., HIV prevention education, preventing unintended pregnancies, ARV prophylaxis for mothers and babies, and care, support and treatment of HIV positive mothers and babies.) [13:  National PMTCT Review, April 2010] 


CB-PMTCT already uses existing health structures and community mechanisms.  FCHVs encourage women to seek antenatal checkups where HIV test are available.  Pregnant women who test positive are given counseling and provided with medication according to the latest WHO guidelines.  The CHBC team supported by ASHA are playing a key role in the follow-up of the positive mothers and babies and linking them with other services like early infant diagnosis (EID) and treatment and care services for mother and baby.  Saath-Saath will assist the GON to scale up this CB-PMTCT activity through existing community mechanisms and CHBC providers. 

Illustrative Activities
· Help to strengthen as feasible PMTCT sites in the districts where Saath-Saath is implemented by mobilizing HIV/AIDS NGOs to support, strengthen and supplement MOHP services.  Ensure that effective FP counseling included.
· Provide technical support to the MOHP for CB-PMTCT for scale up activities

Illustrative Indicators
· Number of CB-PMTCT sites that are implementing all 4 prong’s according to national guidelines*
· Numbers of people using CB- PMTCT services (USAID assisted sites)

C. 5. Outcome 5: Strengthened Coordination among all HIV/AIDS Partners (5% of program emphasis)

Background

Coordination among EDPs and a commitment to supporting MOHP-led programs is already strong in Nepal as compared with many countries.  HIV/AIDS, however, is a particular challenge because of the diverse set of GON entities, donors, implementing partners and civil society institutions that play key roles in the program.  While the intention is there to coordinate fully, there are problems that arise with practical issues related to geographic coverage, consistency in approach, lack of agreement of overall vision and unpredictability of available funding.  While a minor part of the program in terms of Saath-Saath program emphasis, it is a crucial area to continue to support the GON for further improvement of its coordinating function. 

Suggested Approaches

Two approaches are suggested to strengthen coordination among HIV/AIDS partners and stakeholders: (1) improve the process for joint planning and harmonization of HIV/AIDS strategic planning and review, and (2) improve systems within the GON established for tracking and monitoring HIV/AIDS activities of all GON ministries.  USAID/Nepal staff must take the lead on coordination activities that involve other EDPs but expects that the program will assist and support USAID/Nepal in the activities as described below.

Output 5.1: Improved process for joint planning and harmonization of HIV/AIDS strategic planning and review

The overall commitment among EDPs to coordinate and harmonize their support following the program as laid out in the National HIV/AIDS Strategy exists but sometimes is not operationalized in optimal ways.  Coordination does occur with periodic EDP sessions aimed at assisting the MOHP to develop new strategies or plans.  An HIV EDP lunch meeting occurs every 1-2 months, but follow-up on discussions and recommendations could be strengthened. There is no regular forum for the more detailed discussions needed about specific geographic coverage and programmatic content of various activities supported by EDP and their implementing partners.  All partners must collaborate to ensure a more detailed mapping process to reduce the potential for overlap and use the resources available efficiently.  

Furthermore, there should be more frequent opportunities to discuss and debate issues and challenges as they arise and to agree on a common vision about key health system strengthening issues related to HIV/AIDS including M&E, logistics, etc.  Saath-Saath should provide the information collection and analytic support to USAID/Nepal, which will have direct responsibility for working with EDP colleagues on these efforts.

Illustrative Activities
· Work with the GON and EDP partners on a common vision for:
· Long term health systems strengthening and eventual mainstreaming of HIV/AIDS into existing support systems and programs in the Department of Health Services.
· A well-defined and long term partnership between government and civil society to address the needs of MARPs and PLHA with roles and responsibilities clearly delineated.
· A coordinated and transparent strategy for planning, programming and assessment.
· Provide support to the GON for national strategic planning, revisions and the development of National Action Plans.
· Continue to strengthen NGO advocacy efforts for participating fully in all elements of the NAP and transparency of MOHP programs on HIV/AIDS.
· Assist with mapping activities of GON and EDP supported HIV/AIDS programs as an on-going process of annual planning and adjusting programs.

Illustrative Indicators
· Roles and responsibilities of government and civil society organization defined in national HIV/AIDS strategy and policy documents.
· Comprehensive EDP plan for supporting MOHP HIV/AIDS strategy.

Output 5.2: Improved systems within the GON established for tracking and monitoring HIV/AIDS activities within all GON ministries
HIV/AIDS activities within various GON agencies in addition to the MOHP are supported by various EDPs.  Some of these programs have continued after the period of external support. Having a reliable and updated database with information about the nature of those activities, the duration of the program and the geographic location would be useful for all HIV/AIDS partners. This tracking should also include HIV/AIDS related activities in ministries other than the MOHP. A regular mechanism for sharing this kind of information with all relevant partners would be very useful.

Illustrative Activities
· Support the GON to develop a database for tracking and sharing information on all HIV/AIDS activities across all government entities.
· Encourage the use of this information at the meetings of the National AIDS Council to keep policy makers across government aware of the roles various government ministries can play in the HIV/AIDS response.

Illustrative Indicators
· Reliable information system for HIV/AIDS activities in non-MOHP ministries

D. Inter-relationship Among Program Components

The five inter-related components (outcomes) of Saath-Saath are the key elements of a program that will achieve the overall objective to reduce transmission and impact of HIV/AIDS and improve reproductive health among selected MARPs.  The selection of these components and activities was based on the lessons learned from the past five years of the ASHA project as well as the support to the national program provided by other partners.  They also reflect the unique contribution that can be made by USAID/Nepal, and the advice the activity design team received from extensive consultations with a wide range of stakeholders.  The components are:

· Outcome 1 focuses on prevention activities among the female sex workers as the primary target and filling gaps in programming for IDUs and MSMs.  It also includes developing a program that prevents migrants and their families from becoming a more significant source of spreading the disease.
· Outcome 2 is aimed at ensuring that HIV/AIDS is offered as an integrated reproductive health program with family planning counseling and STI prevention and treatment.  
· Outcome 3 works to ensure that the GON improves its capacity to plan, commission and use strategic information as an essential element of tracking HIV/AIDS and assessing progress.
· Outcome 4 works on improving the quality of HIV/AIDS services in both GON and non-governmental organizations with improving clinical skills, strengthening care and support activities for PLHA and improvements in CB-PMTCT.
· Outcome 5 will strengthen systems for better coordination and communications among various HIV/AIDS stakeholders. 

Saath-Saath is a more focused program than its predecessor, with a stronger emphasis on working closely with other partners to increase the MOHP’s capacity to deal with the HIV/AIDS issues within the context of the existing health care system.  Civil society organizations, which will always have an important role to play in HIV/AIDS, will still be key partners in the Saath-Saath program but the emphasis will shift from funding many smaller organizations to working with larger networks and more capable national NGOs to build capacity and sustainable funding among the smaller ones.

IV. Program Management and Organization

A. Implementation Approach 

1. Capacity Building: This program must emphasize developing capacity among government and civil society institutions, and on collaborative work with other HIV/AIDS partners and USAID-supported projects.  Much of the capacity building effort must be at the district or community levels but some will also be at the national level with strengthening the use of strategic information as well as clinical training.  It should involve appropriate government staff and institutions as well as non-governmental entities such as local NGOs, civil society institutions and the private sector.  The capacity building approach must also foster Nepali ownership and be carefully integrated with existing activities supported by the GON or other donor activities within the same program areas.  Planning and budgeting must take GON/pooled health sector funding as well as Global Fund resources into consideration to allow for USAID resources to be used for priority activities where no alternative mechanism exists.  Program activities must also be grounded in a capacity building/sustainability plan. 

Implementation approaches must recognize the realities of political unrest and instability in Nepal and the effects they have on coverage levels and high quality program interventions. Partnerships with Nepali NGOs and community-based organizations, where cost-effective and appropriate, are encouraged.  Partnerships would promote Nepali ownership of the program, both government and non-government.

Implementation approaches must be appropriate to the scale and context of activities.  In particular activities must build on the strengths and capacities of Nepali organizations that already exist to serve the needs of particular MARPs.  Needs may vary based on actual conditions, local capacity and existence of support from other projects.  Activities must also be consistent with and contribute to the National AIDS Strategy and GON priorities. 

The Saath-Saath Program must be flexible and able to adjust interventions when changing circumstances or newly emerging evidence suggests an approach other than the one originally anticipated.  The need for change may come from an unstable security situation, from opportunities to work in collaboration with new projects or from changes in government policy or priorities over time.  

2. Rapid Start Up: The following activities will require rapid start-up:

· As a health SWAp partner, USAID/Nepal works with the MOHP and EDP partners to reflect the work of its programs, including the Saath-Saath work plans, every year to ensure optimal coordination and transparency.  Planning and discussions for national work plan support for activities starting at the beginning of the GON fiscal year in July start in January of the same year. 

· Much of work in certain groups such as migrants will rely on formative research and other surveys to collect baseline information on knowledge, attitudes and practices related to behaviors and practices relevant to HIV risk and other reproductive health topics.  The program requires efficient ways of using implementation partners to rapidly accomplish this kind of preparatory work such as collecting the baseline data needed to be able to measure program effectiveness and impact. 

· Attempts must be made to work with local partners that have proven know-how and experience to manage effective programs in each location.  The intent in Saath-Saath is to use the more experienced and capable NGOs to work with a broader set of smaller NGOs and CBOs on capacity development. The more experienced NGOs need to be identified early in the program and mechanisms explored for operationalizing their role as mentors of smaller groups. 
· Where appropriate, the program should use existing national, regional, and global best practices; protocols and tools to avoid a long start-up period.  Much has already been learned about what works well in Nepal and the program should build on those experiences.

3. Gender and Social Inclusion: Both USAID/Nepal and the MOHP support gender equality and social inclusion of marginalized groups as a core development issue and objective.  Overall, research demonstrates that there are widespread gaps among various social and ethnic groups in access to and control of resources, economic opportunities, power and political voice.  The gender and social inequalities of under-represented groups impose costs on the health and wellbeing of men, women and children by directly influencing health outcomes in terms of the supply of and demand for services, service utilization, and desirable health practices.  The program must involve the participation of marginalized groups in staffing, partnerships, program planning and implementation, as well as in program evaluation. The Performance Monitoring Plan must show how data will be collected to monitor how programs are reaching and benefiting the groups that have traditionally been excluded from the benefits of such development activities. 

4. Public-Private Partnerships (PPPs): USAID/Nepal seeks ideas on how PPPs might be further enhanced in the approach to involve private commercial firms and other private groups. Partnerships with the private sector can help achieve the goals of Saath-Saath by leveraging private sector resources.  Apart from the condom commercial marketing program, there has not been a large role in the past for private, for-profit entities in USAID’s previous HIV/AIDS programs.  The Universal Access for Children Affected by AIDS in Nepal (UCAAN) is a successful partnership that could be further strengthened through the program.  

5. Sustainability Strategy: USAID/Nepal’s Sustainability Framework is based on practical experience in Nepal that indicates health outcomes are more likely to be sustained when there is improvement in the capacity and viability of key components such as health workers, clients and community, and local organizations that support them.  An enabling supportive environment is an essential underpinning. The Saath-Saath Program is organized to address the key components of program sustainability and to measure progress.  Achievement of outcomes will not be assumed but rather carefully measured by the program to ensure the cost effectiveness of investments.  In the Nepal context, experience has shown that developing a strong evidence-base for new approaches is the key to nation-wide expansion and institutionalization. The program must contribute to the key elements of the Sustainability Framework of community capacity development, quality health service provision and viability and organizational capacity to help achieve sustainable health and nutrition outcomes.
	
B. Work Plan Requirements

Within 30 days after the award, the program must submit for approval a refined, detailed and budgeted work plan for the first three-month program start-up period, which will describe the transition between the ASHA project and the Saath-Saath Program.  The remainder of the first one-year work plan (October 2011- July 2012) must also be submitted within 60 days after the award clearly showing the targets to be met and activities to be undertaken.  Results reporting for Saath-Saath will be in line with the GON fiscal year and annual performance-reporting schedule, mid-July to mid-July of each year.   All USAID health programs report on results according to this schedule allowing consolidated and synchronous reporting to USAID/Washington.  This also allows for reporting results with data that is collected as part of the GON’s annual reporting cycle.      

USAID will provide final approval of work plans and budgets as defined in the substantial involvement clause of the cooperative agreement.  The program is required to develop, produce and subsequently submit to USAID for approval on an annual basis a detailed work plan for the coming year in conjunction with the annual planning process with the GON.  The planning process begins in January of each year.  

C. Monitoring and Evaluation

During the first thirty days after the award is made, the program will work closely with USAID to refine indicators, set performance targets for each indicator based on the most recent results, and finalize a project monitoring and evaluation plan that monitors progress towards achieving program objectives and results according to USAID guidelines.  The program, USAID and the GON will conduct bi-annual performance reviews to monitor and analyze the progress of work and the achievement of results based on the targets specified in the M&E plan. 

Saath-Saath, through collaborative efforts and appropriate partnerships, must achieve impact in the 33 districts targeted by the program.  The last IBBS surveys conducted by the ASHA Project and the Save the Children IBBS on migrants will provide useful baseline data for the Saath-Saath Program.  The 2011 DHS, as well as any further survey work such as the NFHP II mid-term survey, will provide additional baseline data especially for the family planning component of Saath-Saath.  The new program, however, will need to plan for additional data collection efforts in the project sites that will allow for more frequent assessments of progress.  

The program must implement a monitoring plan to measure the outcome and impact of the program.  The plan must also describe collaboration with the GON’s information systems so as to work within the government framework wherever possible.  This is a results-oriented Cooperative Agreement sensitive to conflict and instability.  Success will be measured not only through improved coverage and quality of health services and impact on health status but also through activities that improve GON legitimacy and effectiveness, such as the dependability and quality of the health services.  The program must also be responsible for the data collection and analysis required by USAID for performance reporting. 

The program must ensure the sharing of information in a timely manner with USAID, donor partners, and GON entities.  Information sharing will create opportunities to discuss progress, identify constraints and find solutions with all stakeholders.

It is critical that the program report to USAID on a regular basis any civil and political unrest and instability that impacts the program as well as provide detailed program plans to respond to the situation. The program is expected to develop a plan and timeline for transition from ASHA to Saath-Saath and a contingency plan to respond to a program disruption due to civil and political unrest or natural disasters.

	Reporting Requirements (Technical and Financial)

The program must submit a technical report annually by August 15 for the previous 12-month period (including indicator results according to the GON fiscal year), and by January 15 of each year for the previous 6-month period, July to January.  The format for the technical report will be jointly determined by USAID and the program, but must include at a minimum results reporting for indicators agreed upon in the M & E plan according to the GON fiscal year schedule with proposed targets for the next three years.  The report must discuss progress against the implementation plan, results achieved, constraints affecting implementation and proposed solutions.  The report must also address whether and how constraints reported in previous reports have been addressed and resolved, and must also include discussion of activities and events planned for the upcoming quarter.  A section on the impact of the political unrest and conflict and consequent challenges and how they were or will be addressed must also be included.  A section on the program’s monitoring of compliance with U.S. Government population and HIV/AIDS policies is also required.

Within 45 days of the end of each quarter, the Saath-Saath program must submit a quarterly financial report to USAID.  The financial report must include form SF-425 as well as accruals, expenditure and pipeline information for all line items approved in the final budget.  

	E. Planned Budget 

The Saath-Saath Program must include activities over a five-year period, ensuring rapid start-up no later than July 1, 2011 with a strong, continuous level of effort without gaps through June 30, 2016.  The total planned budget for the Saath-Saath is up to $27,500,000, divided approximately among the following Program Elements within the Child Survival and Health Accounts as follows:

HIV/AIDS – 70%
Family Planning/Reproductive Health – 30%

In terms of implementation emphasis, the budget must reflect the following anticipated approximate level of effort by outcomes with activities:
	Outcome 1: 25% of the total level of effort and budget
	Outcome 2: 25% of the total level of effort and budget
	Outcome 3: 20% of the total level of effort and budget
Outcome 4: 25% of the total level of effort and budget
	Outcome 5: 5% of the total level of effort and budget

The Cooperative Agreement budget will be complemented in the national program work plans with approximately $300,000 of separate USAID funds that will be channeled directly through the GON’s “Redbook.”  The Applicants are also required to show a cost-share of at least $2.8 million over a five-year period derived from non-USG sources such as public-private partnerships, grants from other donors for related work, and contributions in kind from communities and households for specific Saath-Saath activities.

F. USAID/Nepal Management

USAID/Nepal will be substantially involved during performance of the Cooperative Agreement as set forth below:

1. Approval of annual work plans to ensure that the work is complimentary and linked to other Mission and GON programs
2. Approval of key personnel 
3. Approval of the recipient's monitoring and evaluation plans to include measureable benchmarks toward attainment of organizational and financial viability and sustainability.

	G. Environmental Assessment

The Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended, Section 117 requires that the impact of USAID’s activities on the environment be considered and that USAID include environmental sustainability as a central consideration in designing and carrying out its programs.  An IEE has been submitted following the guidance in 22 CFR 216 and ADS Parts 201.5.10g and 204, which, in part, require that the potential environmental impacts of USAID-financed activities be identified prior to a final decision to proceed and that appropriate environmental safeguards are adopted for all activities.  It is anticipated that the technical assistance activities of the Saath-Saath Program will be determined to have an environmental threshold decision of “categorical exclusion.”  The increased quality and use of HIV/AIDS services including HIV testing (Outcome 4) will require that health service providers must properly handle and dispose of the syringes for drawing blood samples and administering injections and the medical waste that they will generate.  

The Recipient must comply with USAID Regulation 22 CFR 216, Agency Environmental Procedures, which is available at

http://www.usaid.gov/our_work/environment/compliance/reg216.pdf 

Under Outcome 4, mitigation must include: review of current medical waste management policies, procedure and practices in the NGO and MOHP facilities where the project will work. The HIV testing sites, namely VCT and CB-PMTCT sites will continue to generate modest amounts of medical waste, which must be properly handled and disposed of.  This negative determination is recommended on the condition that the implementing organization and any sub-contractors/grantees support the clinics to follow the recommended mitigation measures as outlined in the Health Care Waste section II.08 of the Environmental Guidelines for Small-Scale Activities in Africa at http://encapafrica.org/egssaa.htm as well as the WHO Guidelines for Handling and Disposal of Medical Waste, as found at this website: http://www.who.int.topics/medical waste/en/ and the Joint WHO/ILO Guidelines on Health Services and HIV/AIDS found at this website: http://whqlibdoc.who.int/publications/2005.

No funds will be obligated for this award prior to an approved Regulation 216 environmental documentation, which will be provided to the Recipient by the AOTR, as well as any subsequent updates. 

Proper infection control measures are required for collection, elimination or disposal, reduction, or recycling of sharp objects and medical and device waste through separation into designated containers, and final safe disposal through low-impact incinerators, burial or other method as relevant to the item and location.  The Recipient will be required to review and obtain approval from the AOTR for each type of safe medical and solid waste disposal method and to show how they will monitor compliance.  In addition, the Recipient must comply with host country environmental regulations unless otherwise directed in writing by USAID. 

The Recipient shall include required environmental compliance and reporting language into each sub-implementation instrument, and ensure that appropriate resources (budget), staff, equipment, and reporting procedures are dedicated to this portion of the project.  The Recipient will ensure that sub-implementing partners have sufficient capacity to complete the environmental screening process and to implement mitigation and monitoring measures. 

As part of its initial Work Plan, and all Annual Work Plans thereafter, the Recipient, in collaboration with the USAID AOTR, shall review all ongoing and planned activities under this agreement, to determine whether they are within the scope of the approved Regulation 216 environmental documentation.  Any ongoing activities found to be outside of the approved Regulation 216 environmental documentation shall be halted until an amendment to the documentation is submitted and written approval is received from USAID.  If the Recipient plans any new activities outside the scope of the approved Regulation 216 environmental documentation, it shall prepare an amendment to the documentation for USAID review and approval.  The recipient shall prepare a project mitigation and monitoring plan describing how they and sub-contractor/grantees will implement all IEE conditions and monitor their implementation and effectiveness.   

I. Special Considerations

a. Reduction Of Agreement Period 

The term of the agreement is five years.  This agreement is a sub-obligation under USAID’s Assistance Agreement with the Government of Nepal for Fiscal Years 2011 - 2016.  In the event of reduction to the end date of this Assistance Agreement, then the Recipient agrees that the term of this agreement may be reduced to a new expiration date that shall be set at the unilateral discretion of the Agreement Officer and the parties agree that the agreement shall expire on that new date.  

b. Local Taxes 

Under the bilateral agreement between USAID/Nepal and the Government of Nepal (GON) development assistance programmatic funds are exempt from taxes to the GON.   As such USAID does not finance any identifiable host country taxes.  The Recipient is responsible for asserting and obtaining the necessary tax exemptions and reimbursements.  Upon request USAID/Nepal will provide available documentation to support allowable exemption from incurrence of host country taxes on project-related activities.

c. Outreach 

The Recipient must participate proactively in outreach activities to promote the objectives of this Agreement and to identify USAID as the funding source in accordance with the branding and marking requirements outlined in the Recipient’s approved Branding Strategy.  The Recipient shall also capture information on the qualitative progress of this program through success stories, case studies, press releases, etc., as part of its overall reporting requirements to USAID.

d. Branding Strategy and Marking Plan

f. Logistics

USAID policy concerning the provision of logistic support under a grant is that the grantee’s employees shall maintain private status and may not rely on local U.S. Government offices or facilities except for:

i. Travel arrangements – Recipients and their employees may utilize the services of the USAID travel contractor for travel arrangements.
ii. AMA commissary and recreational facilities – In accordance with AMA policies and procedures.
iii. Pouch – Recipients and their employees are authorized by the Department of State to use the diplomatic pouch to transmit up to two pounds per shipment of correspondence and documents needed in the administration of foreign assistance programs.  U.S. citizen grantees may receive enveloped personal mail of up to one pound per shipment; merchandise, parcels, magazines and newspapers are not considered to be “personal mail”.   

g. Information Systems

USAID requires that Recipients review their data collection system and data standards with the Agreement Officer’s Technical Representative (AOTR) and the Geographic Information Systems Officer, if applicable, and set up a system for regular sharing of data with USAID. 

h. Flexibility in Implementation
	
The political, economic, and law and order situation in Nepal is in flux and the Recipient must be prepared for flexibility based on changing circumstances.  If there are changes in the situational law and order or political will, the grantee may need to shift the location of project activities.  The Recipient must discuss any such situation and recommendations with the AOTR and must obtain Agreement Officer concurrence of any changes that fall within the scope of the agreement prior to the implementation of changes to the program.  Changes in program location within Nepal will be considered within the scope of the agreement.  
 
i. Anti-Corruption 

USAID/Nepal is committed to anti-corruption efforts.  If, during implementation of projects, one or more of the intended beneficiaries (community, subcontractor/grantee, local government official or other) significantly impedes progress or completion of a project (e.g., through bribe demand or threats to the safety of staff), the Recipient must inform USAID/Nepal.  The Recipient and USAID/Nepal will consult on the appropriate course of action, which may include halting the project until the issue is resolved.  USAID reserves its rights to exercise any and all other remedies under this agreement.

j. Exclusivity agreements

The recipient will develop activities with local organizations that can provide the needed skills and systems required to meet the agreement results and objectives. The recipient should choose from among local organizations not bound by exclusivity agreements to ensure that the best local talent is available and utilized for any given activity. Exclusivity agreements with local organizations are strongly discouraged by USAID.

USAID Identity (Identity) means the official marking for the Agency, comprised of the USAID logo and new brandmark, which clearly communicates that our assistance is from the American people.  The USAID Identity is available on the USAID website and is provided without royalty, license, or other fee to recipients of USAID-funded grants or cooperative agreements or other assistance awards or sub-awards.

(b) Submission

The Apparently Successful Applicant, upon request of the Agreement Officer, will submit and negotiate a Branding Strategy.  The Branding Strategy will be included in and made a part of the resulting grant or cooperative agreement.  The Branding Strategy will be negotiated within the time that the Agreement Officer specifies.  Failure to submit and negotiate a Branding Strategy will make the applicant ineligible for award of a grant or cooperative agreement. The Agreement Officer will request that Apparently Successful Applicants submit a Branding Strategy and Marking Plan.  Apparently Successful Applicant status confers no right and constitutes no USAID commitment to an award, which the Agreement Officer must still obligate.

USAID Identity (Identity) means the official marking for the Agency, comprised of the USAID logo and new brandmark, which clearly communicates that our assistance is from the American people.  The USAID Identity is available on the USAID website and USAID provides it without royalty, license, or other fee to recipients of USAID funded grants, cooperative agreements, or other assistance awards or subawards.

Presumptive Exception exempts the applicant from the general marking requirements for a particular USAID-funded public communication, commodity, program material or other deliverable, or a category of USAID-funded public communications, commodities, program materials or other deliverables that would otherwise be required to visibly bear the USAID Identity.  The Presumptive Exceptions are: Presumptive Exception (i).  USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would compromise the intrinsic independence or neutrality of a program or materials where independence or neutrality is an inherent aspect of the program and materials, such as election monitoring or ballots, and voter information literature; political party support or public policy advocacy or reform; independent media, such as television and radio broadcasts, newspaper articles and editorials; and public service announcements or public opinion polls and surveys (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(1)).

Presumptive Exception (ii).  USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would diminish the credibility of audits, reports, analyses, studies, or policy recommendations whose data or findings must be seen as independent (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(2)).  

Presumptive Exception (iii).  USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would undercut host-country government “ownership” of constitutions, laws, regulations, policies, studies, assessments, reports, publications, surveys or audits, public service announcements, or other communications better positioned as “by” or “from” a cooperating country ministry or government official (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(3)).

Presumptive Exception (iv).  USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would impair the functionality of an item, such as sterilized equipment or spare parts (22 C.F.R.  226.91(h) (4)).

Presumptive Exception (v).  USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would incur substantial costs or be impractical, such as items too small or otherwise unsuited for individual marking, such as food in bulk (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(5)).

Presumptive Exception (vi).  USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would local cultural or social norms, or be considered inappropriate on such items as condoms, toilets, bed pans, or similar commodities (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(6)).

Presumptive Exception (vii).  USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would conflict with international law (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(7)).

(b) Submission.  The Apparently Successful Applicant, upon the request of the Agreement Officer, will submit and negotiate a Marking Plan that addresses the details of the public communications, commodities, program materials that will visibly bear the USAID Identity.  The marking plan will be customized for the particular program, project, or activity under the resultant grant or cooperative agreement.  The plan will be included in and made a part of the resulting grant or cooperative agreement.  USAID and the Apparently Successful Applicant will negotiate the Marking Plan within the time specified by the Agreement Officer.  Failure to submit and negotiate a Marking Plan will make the applicant ineligible for award of a grant or cooperative agreement.  The applicant must include an estimate of all costs associated with branding and marking USAID programs, such as plaques, labels, banners, press events, promotional materials, and so forth in the budget portion of its application.  These costs are subject to revision and negotiation with the Agreement Officer upon submission of the Marking Plan and will be incorporated into the Total Estimated Amount of the grant, cooperative agreement or other assistance instrument.

(c) Submission Requirements.  

The Marking Plan will include the following:

(1) A description of the public communications, commodities, and program materials that the recipient will be produced as a part of the grant or cooperative agreement and which will visibly bear the USAID Identity.  These include:

 (i) program, project, or activity sites funded by USAID, including visible infrastructure projects or other programs, projects, or activities that are physical in nature;

(ii) technical assistance, studies, reports, papers, publications, audio-visual productions, public service announcements, Web sites/Internet activities and other promotional, informational, media, or communications products funded by USAID;

(iii) events financed by USAID, such as training courses, conferences, seminars, exhibitions, fairs, workshops, press conferences, and other public activities; and (iv) all commodities financed by USAID, including commodities or equipment provided under humanitarian assistance or disaster relief programs, and all other equipment, supplies and other materials funded by USAID, and their export packaging.

(2) A table specifying:

(i) the program deliverables that the recipient will mark with the USAID Identity,

(ii) the type of marking and what materials the applicant will be used to mark the program deliverables with the USAID Identity, and

(iii) when in the performance period the applicant will mark the program deliverables, and where the applicant will place the marking.

(3) A table specifying:

(i) what program deliverables will not be marked with the USAID Identity, and (ii) the rationale for not marking these program deliverables.

(d) Presumptive Exceptions.

(1) The Apparently Successful Applicant may request a Presumptive Exception as part of the overall Marking Plan submission.  To request a Presumptive Exception, the Apparently Successful Applicant must identify which Presumptive Exception applies, and state why, in light of the Apparently Successful Applicant’s technical proposal and in the context of the program description or program statement in the USAID Request For Application or Annual Program Statement, marking requirements should not be required.

(2) Specific guidelines for addressing each Presumptive Exception are:

(i) For Presumptive Exception (i), identify the USAID Strategic Objective, Interim Result, or program goal furthered by an appearance of neutrality, or state why the program, project, activity, commodity, or communication is ‘intrinsically neutral.’ Identify, by category or deliverable item, examples of program materials funded under the award for which you are seeking exception 1.

(vi) For Presumptive Exception (vi), identify the relevant cultural or social norm, and explain why marking would violate that norm or otherwise be inappropriate.

(vii) For Presumptive Exception (vii), identify the applicable international law violated by marking.

(3) The Agreement Officer will review the request for adequacy and reasonableness.

In consultation with the Agreement Officer’s Technical Representative Technical Officer and other agency personnel as necessary, the Agreement Officer will approve or disapprove the requested Presumptive Exception.  Approved exceptions will be made part of the approved Marking Plan, and will apply for the term of the award, unless provided otherwise.

(e) Award Criteria: The Agreement Officer will review the Marking Plan for adequacy and reasonableness, ensuring that it contains sufficient detail and information concerning public communications, commodities, and program materials that will visibly bear the USAID Identity.  The Agreement Officer will evaluate the plan to ensure that it is consistent with the stated objectives of the award; with the applicant’s cost data submissions; with the applicant’s actual project, activity, or program performance plan; and with the regulatory requirements of 22 C.F.R.226.91.  The Agreement Officer will approve or disapprove any requested Presumptive Exceptions (see paragraph (d)) on the basis of adequacy and reasonableness.  The Agreement Officer may obtain advice and recommendations from technical experts while performing the evaluation.

III.  	MARKING UNDER USAID-FUNDED ASSISTANCE INSTRUMENTS (December 2005)

(a) Definitions

Commodities mean any material, article, supply, goods or equipment, excluding recipient offices, vehicles, and non-deliverable items for recipient’s internal use, in administration of the USAID funded grant, cooperative agreement, or other agreement or sub-agreement.

Principal Officer means the most senior officer in a USAID Operating Unit in the field, e.g., USAID Mission Director or USAID Representative.  For global programs managed from Washington but executed across many countries, such as disaster relief and assistance to internally displaced persons, humanitarian emergencies or immediate post conflict and political crisis response, the Cognizant Principal Officer may be an Office Director, for example, the Directors of USAID/W/Office of Foreign Disaster Assistance and Office of Transition Initiatives.  For non-presence countries, the Cognizant Principal Officer is the Senior USAID officer in a regional USAID Operating Unit responsible for the non-presence country, or in the absence of such a responsible operating unit, the Principal U.S Diplomatic Officer in the non-presence country exercising delegated authority from USAID.

Programs mean an organized set of activities and allocation of resources directed toward a common purpose, objective, or goal undertaken or proposed by an organization to carry out the responsibilities assigned to it.

Projects include all the marginal costs of inputs (including the proposed investment) technically required to produce a discrete marketable output or a desired result (for example, services from a fully functional water/sewage treatment facility).

Public communications are documents and messages intended for distribution to audiences external to the recipient’s organization.  They include, but are not limited to, correspondence, publications, studies, reports, audio visual productions, and other informational products; applications, forms, press and promotional materials used in connection with USAID funded programs, projects or activities, including signage and plaques; Web sites/Internet activities; and events such as training courses, conferences, seminars, press conferences and so forth.

Sub-recipient means any person or government (including cooperating country government) department, agency, establishment, or for profit or nonprofit organization that receives a USAID sub-award, as defined in 22 C.F.R.  226.2.

Technical Assistance means the provision of funds, goods, services, or other foreign assistance, such as loan guarantees or food for work, to developing countries and other USAID recipients, and through such recipients to sub-recipients, in direct support of a development objective – as opposed to the internal management of the foreign assistance program.

USAID Identity (Identity) means the official marking for the United States Agency for International Development (USAID), comprised of the USAID logo or seal and new brandmark, with the tagline that clearly communicates that our assistance is “from the American people.” The USAID Identity is available on the USAID website at www.usaid.gov/branding and USAID provides it without royalty, license, or other fee to recipients of USAID-funded grants, or cooperative agreements, or other assistance awards.

(b) 	Marking of Program Deliverables

(1) All recipients must mark appropriately all overseas programs, projects, activities, public communications, and commodities partially or fully funded by a USAID grant or cooperative agreement or other assistance award or sub-award with the USAID Identity, of a size and prominence equivalent to or greater than the recipient’s, other donor’s, or any other third party’s identity or logo.

(2) The Recipient will mark all program, project, or activity sites funded by USAID, including visible infrastructure projects (for example, roads, bridges, buildings) or other programs, projects, or activities that are physical in nature (for example, agriculture, forestry, water management) with the USAID Identity.  The Recipient should erect temporary signs or plaques early in the construction or implementation phase.  When construction or implementation is complete, the Recipient must install a permanent, durable sign, plaque or other marking.
 (3) The Recipient will mark technical assistance, studies, reports, papers, publications, audio-visual productions, public service announcements, Web sites/Internet activities and other promotional, informational, media, or communications products funded by USAID with the USAID Identity.

(4) The Recipient will appropriately mark events financed by USAID, such as training courses, conferences, seminars, exhibitions, fairs, workshops, press conferences and other public activities, with the USAID Identity.  Unless directly prohibited and as appropriate to the surroundings, recipients should display additional materials, such as signs and banners, with the USAID Identity.  In circumstances in which the USAID Identity cannot be displayed visually, the recipient is encouraged otherwise to acknowledge USAID and the American people’s support.

(5) The Recipient will mark all commodities financed by USAID, including commodities or equipment provided under humanitarian assistance or disaster relief programs, and all other equipment, supplies, and other materials funded by USAID, and their export packaging with the USAID Identity.
 (6) The Agreement Officer may require the USAID Identity to be larger and more prominent if it is the majority donor, or to require that a cooperating country government’s identity be larger and more prominent if circumstances warrant, and as appropriate depending on the audience, program goals, and materials produced.

(7) The Agreement Officer may require marking with the USAID Identity in the event that the recipient does not choose to mark with its own identity or logo.

(8) The Agreement Officer may require a pre-production review of USAID-funded public communications and program materials for compliance with the approved Marking Plan.

(9) Sub-recipients.  To ensure that the marking requirements “flow down'' to sub-recipients of sub-awards, recipients of USAID funded grants and cooperative agreements or other assistance awards will include the USAID-approved marking provision in any USAID funded sub-award, as follows: “As a condition of receipt of this sub-award, marking with the USAID Identity of a size and prominence equivalent to or greater than the recipient’s, sub-recipient’s, other donor’s or third party’s is required.  In the event the recipient chooses not to require marking with its own identity or logo by the sub-recipient, USAID may, at its discretion, require marking by the sub-recipient with the USAID Identity.”

(10) Any ‘public communications’, as defined in 22 C.F.R.  226.2, funded by USAID, in which the content has not been approved by USAID, must contain the following disclaimer: “This study/report/audio/visual/other information/media product (specify) is made possible by the generous support of the American people through the United States Agency for International Development (USAID).  The contents are the responsibility of [insert recipient name] and do not necessarily reflect the views of USAID or the United States Government.”

(11) The recipient will provide the Agreement Officer’s Technical Representative Technical Officer (AOTR) or other USAID personnel designated in the grant or cooperative agreement with two copies of all program and communications materials produced under the award.  In addition, the recipient will submit one electronic or one hard copy of all final documents to USAID’s Development Experience Clearinghouse.

 (c) Implementation of marking requirements.

(1) When the grant or cooperative agreement contains an approved Marking Plan, the recipient will implement the requirements of this provision following the approved Marking Plan.

(2) When the grant or cooperative agreement does not contain an approved Marking Plan, the recipient will propose and submit a plan for implementing the requirements of this provision within 60 days after the effective date of this provision.  The plan will include:

(i) A description of the program deliverables specified in paragraph (b) of this provision that the recipient will produce as a part of the grant or cooperative agreement and which will visibly bear the USAID Identity.

(ii) the type of marking and what materials the applicant uses to mark the program deliverables with the USAID Identity,

(iii) when in the performance period the applicant will mark the program deliverables, and where the applicant will place the marking,

(3) The recipient may request program deliverables not be marked with the USAID Identity by identifying the program deliverables and providing a rationale for not marking these program deliverables.  Program deliverables may be exempted from USAID marking requirements when:

(i) USAID marking requirements would compromise the intrinsic independence or neutrality of a program or materials where independence or neutrality is an inherent aspect of the program and materials;

(ii) USAID marking requirements would diminish the credibility of audits, reports, analyses, studies, or policy recommendations whose data or findings must be seen as independent;

(iii) USAID marking requirements would undercut host-country government “ownership” of constitutions, laws, regulations, policies, studies, assessments, reports, publications, surveys or audits, public service announcements, or other communications better positioned as “by” or “from” a cooperating country ministry or government official;

(iv) USAID marking requirements would impair the functionality of an item;

(v) USAID marking requirements would incur substantial costs or be impractical;

(vi) USAID marking requirements would offend local cultural or social norms, or be considered inappropriate;

(vii) USAID marking requirements would conflict with international law.

(4) The proposed plan for implementing the requirements of this provision, including any proposed exemptions, will be negotiated within the time specified by the Agreement Officer after receipt of the proposed plan.  Failure to negotiate an approved plan with the time specified by the Agreement Officer may be considered as noncompliance with the requirements is provision.

 (d) Waivers.

(1) The recipient may request a waiver of the Marking Plan or of the marking requirements of this provision, in whole or in part, for each program, project, activity, public communication or commodity, or, in exceptional circumstances, for a region or country, when USAID required marking would pose compelling political, safety, or security concerns, or when marking would have an adverse impact in the cooperating country.  The recipient will submit the request through the Cognizant Technical Officer.  The Principal Officer is responsible for approvals or disapprovals of waiver requests.

(2) The request will describe the compelling political, safety, security concerns, or adverse impact that require a waiver, detail the circumstances and rationale for the waiver, detail the specific requirements to be waived, the specific portion of the Marking Plan to be waived, or specific marking to be waived, and include a description of how program materials will be marked (if at all) if the USAID Identity is removed.  The request should also provide a rationale for any use of recipient’s own identity/logo or that of a third party on materials that will be subject to the waiver.

(3) Approved waivers are not limited in duration but are subject to Principal Officer review at any time, due to changed circumstances.
(4) Approved waivers “flow down” to recipients of sub-awards unless specified otherwise.  The waiver may also include the removal of USAID markings already affixed, if circumstances warrant.

(5) Determinations regarding waiver requests are subject to appeal to the Principal Officer’s Cognizant Assistant Administrator.  The recipient may appeal by submitting a written request to reconsider the Principal Officer’s waiver determination to the Cognizant Assistant Administrator.

(e) Non-retroactivity.  

The requirements of this provision do apply to any materials, events, or commodities produced prior to January 2, 2006.  The requirements of this provision do not apply to program, project, or activity sites funded by USAID, including visible infrastructure projects (For example, roads, bridges, buildings) or other programs, projects, or activities that are physical in nature (for example, agriculture, forestry, water management) where the construction and implementation of these are complete prior to January 2, 2006 and the period of the grant does not extend past January 2, 2006.  

(f) Implementation of marking requirements. 

(1) When the grant or cooperative agreement contains an approved Marking Plan, the Recipient will implement the requirements of this provision following the approved Marking Plan. 

(2) When the grant or cooperative agreement does not contain an approved Marking Plan, the Recipient will propose and submit a plan for implementing the requirements of this provision within 30 days after the effective date of this provision. The plan will include: 

(i) A description of the program deliverables specified in paragraph (b) of this provision that the Recipient will produce as a part of the grant or cooperative agreement and which will visibly bear the USAID Identity. 

(ii) the type of marking and what materials the applicant uses to mark the program deliverables with the USAID Identity, 

(iii) when in the performance period the applicant will mark the program deliverables, and where the applicant will place the marking, 

(3) The Recipient may request program deliverables not be marked with the USAID Identity by identifying the program deliverables and providing a rationale for not marking these program deliverables. Program deliverables may be exempted from USAID marking requirements when: 

(i) USAID marking requirements would compromise the intrinsic independence or neutrality of a program or materials where independence or neutrality is an inherent aspect of the program and materials; 

(ii) USAID marking requirements would diminish the credibility of audits, reports, analyses, studies, or policy recommendations whose data or findings must be seen as independent; 

(iii) USAID marking requirements would undercut host-country government “ownership” of constitutions, laws, regulations, policies, studies, assessments, reports, publications, surveys or audits, public service announcements, or other communications better positioned as “by” or “from” a cooperating country ministry or government official; 
(iv) USAID marking requirements would impair the functionality of an item; 

(v) USAID marking requirements would incur substantial costs or be impractical; 

(vi) USAID marking requirements would offend local cultural or social norms, or be considered inappropriate; 

(vii) USAID marking requirements would conflict with international law. 

(4) 	The proposed plan for implementing the requirements of this provision, including any proposed exemptions, will be negotiated within the time specified by the Agreement Officer after receipt of the proposed plan. Failure to negotiate an approved plan with the time specified by the Agreement Officer may be considered as noncompliance with the requirements is provision. 

(g) Waivers. 

(1) The Recipient may request a waiver of the Marking Plan or of the marking requirements of this provision, in whole or in part, for each program, project, activity, public communication or commodity, or, in exceptional circumstances, for a region or country, when USAID required marking would pose compelling political, safety, or security concerns, or when marking would have an adverse impact in the cooperating country. 

The Recipient will submit the request through the Cognizant Technical Officer. The Principal Officer is responsible for approvals or disapprovals of waiver requests. 

(2) The request will describe the compelling political, safety, security concerns, or adverse impact that require a waiver, detail the circumstances and rationale for the waiver, detail the specific requirements to be waived, the specific portion of the Marking Plan to be waived, or specific marking to be waived, and include a description of how program materials will be marked (if at all) if the USAID Identity is removed. The request should also provide a rationale for any use of Recipient’s own identity/logo or that of a third party on materials that will be subject to the waiver. 
 
(3) Approved waivers are not limited in duration but are subject to Principal Officer review at any time, due to changed circumstances. 

(4) Approved waivers “flow down” to Recipients of subawards unless specified otherwise. The waiver may also include the removal of USAID markings already affixed, if circumstances warrant. 

(5) Determinations regarding waiver requests are subject to appeal to the Principal Officer’s cognizant Assistant Administrator. The Recipient may appeal by submitting a written request to reconsider the Principal Officer’s waiver determination to the cognizant Assistant Administrator. 

(h) Non-retroactivity 

The requirements of this provision do not apply to any materials, events, or commodities produced prior to January 2, 2006. The requirements of this provision do not apply to program, project, or activity sites funded by USAID, including visible infrastructure projects (for example, roads, bridges, buildings) or other programs, projects, or activities that are physical in nature (for example, agriculture, forestry, water management) where the construction and implementation of these are complete prior to January 2, 2006 and the period of the grant does not extend past January 2, 2006. 

6.  ORGANIZATIONS ELIGIBLE FOR ASSISTANCE (JUNE 2005) 

An organization that is otherwise eligible to receive funds under this agreement to prevent, treat, or monitor HIV/AIDS shall not be required to endorse or utilize a multisectoral approach to combating HIV/AIDS, or to endorse, utilize, or participate in a prevention method or treatment program to which the organization has a religious or moral objection. 

7.   CONDOMS (JUNE 2005) 

Information provided about the use of condoms as part of projects or activities that are funded under this agreement shall be medically accurate and shall include the public health benefits and failure rates of such use and shall be consistent with USAID’s fact sheet entitled, “USAID: HIV/STI Prevention and Condoms. This fact sheet may be accessed at: http://www.usaid.gov/our_work/global_health/aids/TechAreas/prevention/condomfactsheet.html

8. “PROHIBITION ON THE PROMOTION OR ADVOCACY OF THE LEGALIZATION OR
PRACTICE OF PROSTITUTION OR SEX TRAFFICKING (ASSISTANCE) (APRIL 2010)

(a) The U.S. Government is opposed to prostitution and related activities, which are inherently harmful and dehumanizing, and contribute to the phenomenon of trafficking in persons. None of the funds made available under this agreement may be used to promote or advocate the legalization or practice of prostitution or sex trafficking. Nothing in the preceding sentence shall be construed to preclude the provision to individuals of palliative care, treatment, or post exposure pharmaceutical prophylaxis, and necessary pharmaceuticals and commodities, including test kits, condoms, and, when proven effective, microbicides.

(b)(1) Except as provided in (b)(2) and (b)(3), by accepting this award or any subaward, a nongovernmental organization or public international organization awardee/subawardee agrees that it is opposed to the practices of prostitution and sex trafficking because of the psychological and physical risks they pose for women, men, and children.

(b)(2) The following organizations are exempt from (b)(1): the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria; the World Health Organization; the International AIDS Vaccine Initiative; and any United Nations agency.

(b)(3) Contractors and subcontractors are exempt from (b)(1) if the contract or subcontract is for commercial items and services as defined in FAR 2.101, such as pharmaceuticals, medical supplies, logistics support, data management, and freight forwarding.

(b)(4) Notwithstanding section (b)(3), not exempt from (b)(1) are recipients, subrecipients, contractors, and subcontractors that implement HIV/AIDS programs under this assistance award, any subaward, or procurement contract or subcontract by:

(i) providing supplies or services directly to the final populations receiving such supplies or services in host countries;

(ii) providing technical assistance and training directly to host country individuals or entities on the provision of supplies or services to the final populations receiving such supplies and services; or

(iii) providing the types of services listed in FAR 37.203(b)(1)-(6) that involve giving advice about substantive policies of a recipient, giving advice regarding the activities referenced in (i) and (ii), or making decisions or functioning in a recipient’s chain of command (e.g., providing managerial or supervisory services approving financial transactions, personnel actions).

(c) The following definitions apply for purposes of this provision:

“Commercial sex act” means any sex act on account of which anything of value is given to or received by any person.
“Prostitution” means procuring or providing any commercial sex act and the “practice of prostitution” has the same meaning.
“Sex trafficking” means the recruitment, harboring, transportation, provision, or obtaining of a person for the purpose of a commercial sex act. 22 U.S.C. 7102(9).
(d) The recipient shall insert this provision, which is a standard provision, in all subawards, procurement contracts or subcontracts.
(e) This provision includes express terms and conditions of the award and any violation of it shall be grounds for unilateral termination of the award by USAID prior to the end of its term.

9. VOLUNTARY POPULATION PLANNING ACTIVITIES – MANDATORY REQUIREMENTS (MAY 2006) 

Requirements for Voluntary Sterilization Programs 

None of the funds made available under this award shall be used to pay for the performance of involuntary sterilization as a method of family planning or to coerce or provide any financial incentive to any individual to practice sterilization. 

Prohibition on Abortion-Related Activities 

(1) No funds made available under this award will be used to finance, support, or be attributed to the following activities: (i) procurement or distribution of equipment intended to be used for the purpose of inducing abortions as a method of family planning; (ii) special fees or incentives to any person to coerce or motivate them to have abortions; (iii) payments to persons to perform abortions or to solicit persons to undergo abortions; (iv) information, education, training, or communication programs that seek to promote abortion as a method of family planning; and (v) lobbying for or against abortion. The term “motivate”, as it relates to family planning assistance, shall not be construed to prohibit the provision, consistent with local law, of information or counseling about all pregnancy options. 

(2) No funds made available under this award will be used to pay for any biomedical research which relates, in whole or in part, to methods of, or the performance of, abortions or involuntary sterilizations as a means of family planning. Epidemiologic or descriptive research to assess the incidence, extent or consequences of abortions is not precluded. 

10. VOLUNTARY POPULATION PLANNING ACTIVITIES – SUPPLEMENTAL REQUIREMENTS (JANUARY 2009)

a. Voluntary Participation and Family Planning Methods: 

(1) The recipient agrees to take any steps necessary to ensure that funds 
made available under this award will not be used to coerce any individual to practice methods of family planning inconsistent with such individual's moral, philosophical, or religious beliefs. Further, the recipient agrees to conduct its activities in a manner which safeguards the rights, health and welfare of all individuals who take part in the program. 

(2) Activities which provide family planning services or information to individuals, financed in whole or in part under this agreement, shall provide a broad range of family planning methods and services available in the country in which the activity is conducted or shall provide information to such individuals regarding where such methods and services may be obtained. 

b. Requirements for Voluntary Family Planning Projects 

(1) A Family planning project must comply with the requirements of this paragraph. 

(2) A project is a discrete activity through which a governmental or nongovernmental organization or public international organization provides family planning services to people and for which funds obligated under this award, or goods or services financed with such funds, are provided under this award, except funds solely for the participation of personnel in short-term, widely attended training conferences or programs. 

(3) Service providers and referral agents in the project shall not implement or be subject to quotas or other numerical targets of total number of births, number of family planning acceptors, or acceptors of a particular method of family planning. Quantitative estimates or indicators of the number of births, acceptors, and acceptors of a particular method that are used for the purpose of budgeting, planning, or reporting with respect to the project are not quotas or targets under this paragraph, unless service providers or referral agents in the project are required to achieve the estimates or indicators. 

(4) The project shall not include the payment of incentives, bribes, gratuities or financial rewards to 
(i) any individual in exchange for becoming a family planning acceptor or (ii) any personnel performing functions under the project for achieving a numerical quota or target of total number of births, number of family planning acceptors, or acceptors of a particular method of contraception. This restriction applies to salaries or payments paid or made to personnel performing functions under the project if the amount of the salary or payment increases or decreases based on a predetermined number of births, number of family planning acceptors, or number of acceptors of a particular method of contraception that the personnel affect or achieve.

(5) No person shall be denied any right or benefit, including the right of access to participate in any program of general welfare or health care, based on the person’s decision not to accept family planning services offered by the project. 

(6) The project shall provide family planning acceptors comprehensible information about the health benefits and risks of the method chosen, including those conditions that might render the use of the method inadvisable and those adverse side effects known to be consequent to the use of the method. This requirement may be satisfied by providing information in accordance with the medical practices and standards and health conditions in the country where the project is conducted through counseling, brochures, posters, or package inserts. 

(7) The project shall ensure that experimental contraceptive drugs and devices and medical procedures are provided only in the context of a scientific study in which participants are advised of potential risks and benefits. 

(8) With respect to projects for which USAID provides, or finances the contribution of, contraceptive commodities or technical services and for which there is no subaward or contract under this award, the organization implementing a project for which such assistance is provided shall agree that the project will comply with the requirements of this paragraph while using such commodities or receiving such services. 

 (9) i) The recipient shall notify USAID when it learns about an alleged violation in a project of the requirements of subparagraphs (3), (4), (5) or (7) of this paragraph; 

ii) The recipient shall investigate and take appropriate corrective action, if necessary, when it learns about an alleged violation in a project of subparagraph (6) of this paragraph and shall notify USAID about violations in a project affecting a number of people over a period of time that indicate there is a systemic problem in the project. 

iii) The recipient shall provide USAID such additional information about violations as USAID may request. 

c. Additional Requirements for Voluntary Sterilization Programs 

(1) None of the funds made available under this award shall be used to pay 
for the performance of involuntary sterilization as a method of family planning or to coerce or provide any financial incentive to any individual to practice sterilization.

(2) The recipient shall ensure that any surgical sterilization procedures supported in whole or in part by funds from this award are performed only after the individual has voluntarily appeared at the treatment facility and has given informed consent to the sterilization procedure. Informed consent means the voluntary, knowing assent from the individual after being advised of the surgical procedures to be followed, the attendant discomforts and risks, the benefits to be expected, the availability of alternative methods of family planning, the purpose of the operation and its irreversibility, and the option to withdraw consent anytime prior to the operation. An individual's consent is considered voluntary if it is based upon the exercise of free choice and is not obtained by any special inducement or any element of force, fraud, deceit, duress, or other forms of coercion or misrepresentation. 

(3) Further, the recipient shall document the patient's informed consent by (i) 
a written consent document in a language the patient understands and speaks, which explains the basic elements of informed consent, as set out above, and which is signed by the individual and by the attending physician or by the authorized assistant of the attending physician; or (ii) when a patient is unable to read adequately a written certification by the attending physician or by the authorized assistant of the attending physician that the basic elements of informed consent above were orally presented to the patient, and that the patient thereafter consented to the performance of the operation. The receipt of this oral explanation shall be acknowledged by the patient's mark on the certification and by the signature or mark of a witness who shall speak the same language as the patient. 

(4) The recipient must retain copies of informed consent forms and certification documents for each voluntary sterilization for a period of three years after performance of the sterilization procedure. 

d. Prohibition on Abortion-Related Activities: 

(1) No funds made available under this award will be used to finance, support, 
or be attributed to the following activities: (i) procurement or distribution of equipment intended to be used for the purpose of inducing abortions as a method of family planning; (ii) special fees or incentives to any person to coerce or motivate them to have abortions; (iii) payments to persons to perform abortions or to solicit persons to undergo abortions; (iv) information, education, training, or communication programs that seek to promote abortion as a method of family planning; and (v) lobbying for or against abortion. The term “motivate”, as it relates to family planning assistance, shall not be construed to prohibit the provision, consistent with local law, of information or counseling about all pregnancy options.

(2) No funds made available under this award will be used to pay for any 
biomedical research which relates, in whole or in part, to methods of, or the performance of, abortions or involuntary sterilizations as a means of family planning. Epidemiologic or descriptive research to assess the incidence, extent or consequences of abortions is not precluded. 

* e. The recipient shall insert this provision in all subsequent subagreements and contracts involving family planning or population activities that will be supported in whole or in part from funds under this award. The term subagreement means subgrants and subcooperative agreements. 

11. REPORTING OF FOREIGN TAXES (March 2006) 

a. The recipient must annually submit a report by April 16 of the next year. 
b. Contents of Report. The report must contain: 

(i) Contractor/recipient name. 
(ii) Contact name with phone, fax and email. 
(iii) Agreement number(s). 
(iv) Amount of foreign taxes assessed by a foreign government [each foreign government must be listed separately] on commodity purchase transactions valued at $500 or more financed with U.S. foreign assistance funds under this agreement during the prior U.S. fiscal year. 
(v) Only foreign taxes assessed by the foreign government in the country receiving U.S. assistance is to be reported. Foreign taxes by a third party foreign government are not to be reported. For example, if an assistance program for Lesotho involves the purchase of commodities in South Africa using foreign assistance funds, any taxes imposed by South Africa would not be reported in the report for Lesotho (or South Africa). 
(vi) Any reimbursements received by the Recipient during the period in (iv) regardless of when the foreign tax was assessed and any reimbursements on the taxes reported in (iv) received through March 31. 
(vii) Report is required even if the recipient did not pay any taxes during the report period. 
(viii) Cumulative reports may be provided if the recipient is implementing more than one program in a foreign country. 

c. Definitions. For purposes of this clause: 

(i) “Agreement” includes USAID direct and country contracts, grants, cooperative agreements and interagency agreements. 
(ii) “Commodity” means any material, article, supply, goods, or equipment. 
(iii) “Foreign government” includes any foreign governmental entity. 
(iv) “Foreign taxes” means value-added taxes and custom duties assessed by a foreign government on a commodity. It does not include foreign sales taxes.

e. Subagreements. The recipient must include this reporting requirement in all applicable
subcontracts, subgrants and other subagreements.

12. CENTRAL CONTRACTOR REGISTRATION AND UNIVERSAL IDENTIFIER (OCTOBER 2010)

a. Requirement for Central Contractor Registration (CCR). Unless you are exempted from this requirement under 2 CFR 25.110, you as the recipient must maintain the currency of your information in the CCR until you submit the final financial report required under this award or receive the final payment, whichever is later. (4) Subaward:

(i) This term means a legal instrument to provide support for the performance of any portion of the substantive project or program for which you received this award and that you as the recipient award to an eligible subrecipient.

(ii) The term does not include your procurement of property and services needed to carry out the project or program (for further explanation, see Sec. --.210 of the attachment to OMB Circular A-133, “Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations”).

(iii) A subaward may be provided through any legal agreement, including an agreement that you consider a contract.

(5) Subrecipient means an entity that:

(i) Receives a subaward from you under this award; and

(ii) Is accountable to you for the use of the Federal funds provided by the subaward.

13. REPORTING SUBAWARDS AND EXECUTIVE COMPENSATION (OCTOBER 2010)

a. Reporting of first-tier subawards.

(1) Applicability. (iii) The public does not have access to information about the compensation of the executives through periodic reports filed under section 13(a) or 15(d) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (15 U.S.C. 78m(a), 78o(d)) or section 6104 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986. (To determine if the public has access to the compensation information, see the U.S. Security and Exchange Commission total compensation filings at http://www.sec.gov/answers/execomp.htm.)

(2) Where and when to report. You must report executive total compensation described in paragraph b(1) of this award term:

(i) As part of your registration profile at www.ccr.gov.

(ii) By the end of the month following the month in which this award is made, and annually thereafter.

c. Reporting of Total Compensation of Subrecipient Executives.

(1) Applicability and what to report. Unless you are exempt as provided in paragraph d. of this award term, for each first-tier subrecipient under this award, you shall report the names and total compensation of each of the subrecipient’s five most highly compensated executives for the subrecipient’s preceding completed fiscal year, if –

(i) in the subrecipient's preceding fiscal year, the subrecipient received—

(A) 80 percent or more of its annual gross revenues from Federal procurement contracts (and subcontracts) and Federal financial assistance subject to the Transparency Act,
as defined at 2 CFR 170.320 (and subawards); and

(B) $25,000,000 or more in annual gross revenues from Federal procurement contracts (and subcontracts), and Federal financial assistance subject to the Transparency Act (and subawards); and ii. The public does not have access to information about the compensation of the executives through periodic reports filed under section 13(a) or 15(d) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (15 U.S.C. 78m(a), 78o(d)) or section 6104 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986. (To determine if the public has access to the compensation information, see the U.S. Security and Exchange Commission total compensation filings at http://www.sec.gov/answers/execomp.htm.)

(2) Where and when to report. You must report subrecipient executive total compensation described in paragraph c.(1) of this award term:

(i) To the recipient.

(ii) By the end of the month following the month during which you make the subaward. For example, if a subaward is obligated on any date during the month of October of a given year (i.e., between October 1 and 31), you must report any required compensation information of the subrecipient by November 30 of that year.

d. Exemptions

(ii) The term does not include your procurement of property and services needed to carry out the project or program (for further explanation, see Sec. --.210 of the attachment to OMB Circular A-133, “Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non- Profit Organizations”).

(iii) A subaward may be provided through any legal agreement, including an agreement that you or a subrecipient considers a contract.

(4) Subrecipient means an entity that:

(i) Receives a subaward from you (the recipient) under this award; and

(ii) Is accountable to you for the use of the Federal funds provided by the subaward.

(5) Total compensation means the cash and noncash dollar value earned by the executive during the recipient’s or subrecipient’s preceding fiscal year and includes the following (for more information see 17 CFR 229.402(c)(2)):

(i) Salary and bonus.

(ii) Awards of stock, stock options, and stock appreciation rights. Use the dollar amount recognized for financial statement reporting purposes with respect to the fiscal year in accordance with the Statement of Financial Accounting Standards No. 123 (Revised 2004) (FAS 123R), Shared Based Payments.

(iii) Earnings for services under nonequity incentive plans. This does not include group life, health, hospitalization or medical reimbursement plans that do not discriminate in favor of executives, and are available generally to all salaried employees.

(iv) Change in pension value. This is the change in present value of defined benefit and actuarial pension plans.

(v) Above-market earnings on deferred compensation which is not tax qualified.

(vi) Other compensation, if the aggregate value of all such other compensation (e.g. severance, termination payments, value of life insurance paid on behalf of the employee, perquisites or property) for the executive exceeds $10,000.


14. TRAFFICKING IN PERSONS (OCTOBER 2010)

a. Provisions applicable to a recipient that is a private entity.

(1) You as the recipient, your employees, subrecipients under this award, and subrecipients’ employees may not—

(i) Engage in severe forms of trafficking in persons during the period of time that the award is in effect;

(ii) Procure a commercial sex act during the period of time that the award is in effect; or

(iii) Use forced labor in the performance of the award or subawards under the award.

(2) We as the Federal awarding agency may unilaterally terminate this award, without penalty, if you or a subrecipient that is a private entity —

(i) Is determined to have violated a prohibition in paragraph a. (1) of this award term; or

(ii) Has an employee who is determined by the agency official authorized to terminate the award to have violated a prohibition in paragraph a. (1) of this award term through conduct that is either—

(A) Associated with performance under this award; or

(B) Imputed to you or the subrecipient using the standards and due process for imputing the conduct of an individual to an organization that are provided in 2 CFR part 180, ‘‘OMB Guidelines to Agencies on Governmentwide Debarment and Suspension (Nonprocurement),’’ as implemented by our agency at 22 CFR 208 or its superseding Part in 2 CFR.

b. Provisions applicable to a recipient other than a private entity.

(1) We as the Federal awarding agency may unilaterally terminate this award, without penalty, if a subrecipient that is a private entity—

(i) Is determined to have violated an applicable prohibition in paragraph a. (1) of this award term; or

(ii) Has an employee who is determined by the agency official authorized to terminate the award to have violated an applicable prohibition in paragraph a. (1) of this award term through conduct that is either—

(A) Associated with performance under this award; or

(B) Imputed to the subrecipient using the standards and due process for imputing the conduct of an individual to an organization that are provided in 2 CFR part 180, ‘‘OMB Guidelines to Agencies on Governmentwide Debarment and Suspension (Nonprocurement),’’ as implemented by our agency at 22 CFR 208 or its superseding Part in 2 CFR.

b. Provisions applicable to any recipient.

(1) You must inform us immediately of any information you receive from any source alleging a violation of a prohibition in paragraph a. (1) of this award term.

(2) Our right to terminate unilaterally that is described in paragraph a. (2) or b of this section:

(i) Implements section 106(g) of the Trafficking Victims Protection Act of 2000 (TVPA), as amended (22 U.S.C. 7104(g)), and

(ii) Is in addition to all other remedies for noncompliance that are available to us under this award.

(3) You must include the requirements of paragraph a. (1) of this award term in any subaward you make to a private entity.

d. Definitions. For purposes of this provision:

(1) ‘‘Employee’’ means either:

(i) An individual employed by you or a subrecipient who is engaged in the performance of the project or program under this award; or

(ii) Another person engaged in the performance of the project or program under this award and not compensated by you including, but not limited to, a volunteer or individual whose services are contributed by a third party as an in-kind contribution toward cost sharing or matching requirements.

(2) ‘‘Forced labor’’ means labor obtained by any of the following methods: the recruitment, harboring, transportation, provision, or obtaining of a person for labor or services, through the use of force, fraud, or coercion for the purpose of subjection to involuntary servitude, peonage, debt bondage, or slavery.

(3) ‘‘Private entity’’:

(i) Means any entity other than a State, local government, Indian tribe, or foreign public entity, as those terms are defined in 2 CFR 175.25(b).

(ii) Includes:

(A) A nonprofit organization, including any nonprofit institution of higher education, hospital, or tribal organization other than one included in the definition of Indian tribe at 2 CFR 175.25(b).

(B) A for-profit organization.

(4) ‘‘Severe forms of trafficking in persons,’’ ‘‘commercial sex act,’’ and
‘‘coercion’’ have the meanings given at section 103 of the TVPA, as amended (22 U.S.C. 7102).

Annex 3 - Summary of External Development Partner (EDP) Supported HIV/AIDS Activities

· Global Fund to Fight AIDS, TB, and Malaria:  Nepal has been awarded two grants from the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, TB and Malaria (GFATM). The first HIV/AIDS grant of $11 million over 5 years was awarded in Round 2 (2002). These funds have been managed by the Principal Recipients (PR) of the United Nations Development Program (UNDP) and the NCASC/MOHP. The GFATM granted an additional $36 million through Round 7 (2007) to assist HIV/AIDS programming related to Men Who have Sex with Men (MSM), Intravenous Drug Users (IDUs), migrants and supply chain management. The Family Planning Association of Nepal (FPAN), Save the Children, and UNDP are the PRs for this grant. An $18.7 million (2010-2015) regional project on MSM and Transgender populations covering 7 South Asian countries is also in Nepal from GFATM 7. Naz Foundation with Population Services International is the PR. USAID is a member of the Nepal Country Coordinating Mechanism (CCM), which oversees the management of GFATM grants. Nepal has recently been awarded GF Round 10 ($57 million) that plans to cover most-at-risk populations (MARPs), strengthen health systems, and provide treatment services.

· UNDP: UNDP’s main role in HIV/AIDS in Nepal has been as a PR for the GFATM Rounds 2 and 7 as mentioned above. As a PR working on behalf of the Government of Nepal (GON), UNDP has a highly important and operational role in all elements of the program. This includes paying salaries for contract staff employed at NCASC. 

· UNICEF:  In addition to life skills and radio programs, USAID supported through UNICEF 9 sites for the prevention of mother to child transmission (PMTCT). As in many other countries, UNICEF takes a lead role in children’s issues. USAID works closely with UNICEF in three child-focused activities: 1) a community-based PMTCT pilot in three Districts, 2) Universal Access for Children Affected by AIDS in Nepal (UCAAN), and 3) Children Affected and Infected by HIV/AIDS (CABA) working group.

· UNAIDS:  UNAIDS works with all stakeholders to coordinate a variety of activities with the NCASC.  Activities include compiling the annual national estimates report, the biennial UNGASS report, the development of coordinated and costed National Action Plans (2006-2008 and 2009-11) and the two national strategies (2002-6 and 2008-11). UNAIDS also coordinated the development of the national monitoring and evaluation framework, and works closely with USAID on a variety of technical working groups at the NCASC with a substantial focus on improving strategic information.

· UNFPA:  Through its reproductive health program, UNFPA supports two main programs (1) youth sexual and reproductive health (ages 10-24), which includes HIV/AIDS prevention education and (2) working with female sex workers (FSWs) on sexual and reproductive health rights.  The youth program involves FPAN with sub-grants to NGOs strengthening youth-friendly services and working through peer educators. The work with FSWs is in collaboration with UNAIDS and explores legal protections and rights.

· GTZ:  GTZ has assisted the MOHP to establish several VCT sites at government hospitals although service utilization has turned out to be low. GTZ has also introduced a special package of activities focused on HIV awareness and prevention for youth called “Join the Circuit” through the public education system.  GTZ also backstops the Global Fund by Global Fund Back up Initiative.

· JICA:  In the past, JICA assisted the MOHP to procure drugs to treat sexually-transmitted infections but this support ended in 2007. Currently JICA is not supporting any HIV/AIDS activities in Nepal.  

· UNODC:  The United Nations Office of Drugs and Crime (UNODC) opened an office in Kathmandu in early 2007. The UNODC, with regional support from AusAID, Norway, DFID-UNDP and other donors, is working on harm reduction programs for Injecting Drug Users through needle/syringe exchange and methadone maintenance programs and covering more than half of the estimated IDU in the country. The UNODC works to address prevention and treatment of injecting drug use and other drug use as well as human trafficking for the sex industry. With funds from AusAID, they currently support oral substitution therapy (OST) through the Tribhuvan University Teaching Hospital and Gandaki Zonal Hospital, Pokhara for drug addicts and have plans to expand this service in the future.  

· DFID: For the last two years, DFID has channeled most of its HIV/AIDS funding through the UNDP program management unit to strengthen and build local NGO capacity in implementing HIV interventions at the grassroots level. They have also supported the NCASC in HIV district level strengthening. In 2011, DFID will begin to put its funding directly into the government “pooled funds” to complete a mutually agreed upon work plan. DFID also funded the newly established HIV/AIDS Board. 

· World Bank:  The World Bank conducted assessments in 2007, 2008 and 2009 in Nepal and has committed to funding a range of HIV/AIDS activities over the next few years. In 2011, the World Bank will begin to put its funding directly into the National Health Sector Programme (NHSP) II “pooled funds” to complete a mutually agreed upon activities in the work plan. Other contributors to pooled funding for HIV/AIDS include AusAID, DFIF and the MOHP.

· WHO:  WHO supports an external advisor for the national program and two Nepali technical staff at the NCASC to assist in capacity building. WHO has also committed to strengthening the national laboratory capacity and to implementing an external quality assurance system for CD4 testing.   Strengthening the national HIV/AIDS surveillance system is also a high priority area for WHO as well as helping develop technical guidelines and protocols.

On November 24, 2010, Administrator Shah approved a blanket waiver to
authorize local procurement from the cooperating country in an amount
of up to $5 million of commodities and services per USAID award.  

The waiver includes:
- Services of host country nationality;
- Commodities of host country source and origin;
- Commodities of host country source and any origin, excluding the
  foreign policy restricted countries.

These authorities are valid for local procurements in any amount up to
$5 million in commodities and/or services per award; please note that
the $5 million threshold includes procurement by sub-awardees.

All authorities, restrictions and requirements for USAID procurement,
funding and programming not specifically included within the scope of
this blanket waiver remain otherwise unaffected.  For example,
existing competition requirements still apply, as do special source
and origin rules for restricted commodities and services set forth in
22 CFR 228 and ADS 312 (e.g., motor vehicles, pharmaceuticals, and
agricultural commodities, as well as construction or engineering
services from an advanced developing country).  

Approval of this blanket waiver effectively consolidates and builds
upon existing waiver authorities for local procurement found in
USAID's Source, Origin, and Nationality regulations at 22 CFR 228. 
USAID operating units are still able to process waivers to authorize
cooperating country procurements in excess of $5 million per award,
upon approval of the appropriate and cognizant official as designated
by ADS 103. Please note that any existing, approved waivers or special
procurement authorities, such as those for the Development Fund for
Africa, are not affected by the Administrator's approval of this
blanket waiver. 

Two of the Agency's primary objectives under our Implementation and
Procurement Reform ("IPR") initiative are to increase competition and
to use USAID resources more efficiently and effectively.  In order to
achieve these and other IPR objectives, we must streamline and
simplify policies and procedures so it is easier for a wider range of
potential partners - both private sector and non-governmental
organizations - to compete for USAID-funded contracts and grants.  The
complexity of current agency source, origin and nationality
requirements is a major obstacle to our staff and partners alike. This
waiver for local procurements will lower some of these obstacles while
we make revisions to streamline the underlying regulations.

In addition, in affirming the Paris Declaration on Aid Effectiveness
and the follow-on Accra Agenda for Action, the U.S. government has
committed both to greater use of cooperating country systems and also
an increased amount of funding of procurements in the cooperating
country.  These commitments also are at the center of our IPR
initiative.  The Agency has recognized that increasing engagement
with, and funding of, local NGOs and private sector businesses will
increase the capacity of local entities to partner more effectively
with USAID, other donors, other local NGOs and businesses, and their
own cooperating country governments. The Agency's reform efforts will
promote greater local "ownership" of development, enhance local
capacity and accelerate the sustainability of local organizations.

This blanket waiver is only a first (but important) step in promoting
greater use of procurements in cooperating countries.

On February 22, 2011, Administrator Shah approved a source, origin,
and nationality waiver under 22 C.F.R. §228 for pharmaceuticals and
contraceptives (including condoms) as well as amendments to ADS
Chapter 312, "Eligibility of Commodities," to revise Agency policy
regarding the purchase of pharmaceuticals and contraceptives
(including condoms) under Agency contracts, cooperative agreements,
and grants.

The source, origin, and nationality waiver allows for the procurement
of pharmaceuticals and contraceptives (including condoms) of
Geographic Code 935 source and origin under Agency agreements, which
will permit greater short-term health program impacts and
effectiveness as well as increased long-term capacity of host
countries to meet their ongoing and future health needs.  The source,
origin, and nationality waiver is effective through the end of
calendar year 2016.  While the waiver is applicable to all Agency
purchases of pharmaceuticals and contraceptives (including condoms),
centralized approval of and other policies concerning the procurement
of pharmaceuticals and contraceptives (including condoms) as specified
in existing Agency and USG policies as well as those enacted in the
subject ADS 312 changes announced herein apply to such purchases.

The policy amendments approved by Administrator Shah:

-Clarify that the bases for source, origin, and nationality waivers
for pharmaceuticals and contraceptives (including condoms) are the
same as for other commodities and services;

-Remove additional documentation requirements beyond those used by
technical offices and partners as part of general program, design, and
implementation processes for justifying why the pharmaceuticals are
essential for the activity;

-Clarify that the branding requirements do not apply to the packaging
of pharmaceuticals or contraceptives (including condoms) under an
exception in ADS 320;

-Authorize Contracting Officers/Agreement Officers (COs/AOs) to
delegate to the Contracting Officer's Technical
Representative/Agreement Officer's Technical Representative
(COTR/AOTR) the authority to communicate on behalf of the CO/AO the
approval for purchase of pharmaceuticals and contraceptives (including
condoms) required by contract and agreement clauses;

-Clarify that the pharmaceutical section does not apply to
contraceptives and condoms and the contraceptive section does not
apply to non-contraceptive pharmaceuticals;

-Clarify that contraceptive authorization is required for
pharmaceutical contraceptives (including condoms) rather than
pharmaceutical authorization;

-Eliminate many of the pharmaceutical restrictions that were applied
periodically to contraceptives and/or condoms;

-Focus the purpose of contraceptive and condom approval on quality and
efficacy;

-Memorialize the delegation by the Office of Acquisition and
Assistance (OAA) to the Bureau for Global Health (GH) for the approval
process for purchasing pharmaceuticals; and

-Clarify that the Office of Population and Reproductive Health
(GH/PRH) is the responsible entity for approval of contraceptives and
condoms.
 
The purchase of pharmaceuticals and contraceptives (including condoms)
will continue to require approval from GH for which the primary focus
will be ensuring quality and, thereby, safety.  Additionally, the
policy concerning approving pharmaceuticals procured under Commodity
Import Programs (CIPs) and non-project assistance will be handled
similarly to those under project assistance, with the exception of the
applicable price rules in Subpart G of AID Regulation 1 and special
price rules for bulk pharmaceuticals as specified in ADS 312. 
Additionally, there may be other statutory restrictions that do or
will apply in the future to some commodities subject to the
recommended policy changes, such as those placing restrictions on the
procurement of condoms, which are unaffected by the subject policy
changes.

The approved waiver and policy revisions are a step toward achieving
Objective Four of the Agency's Implementation and Procurement Reform
(IPR) initiative, "Use U.S. Government Resources More Efficiently and
Effectively."  The subject policy revisions are intended primarily to
streamline the approval process for pharmaceutical and contraceptive
procurement and focus the approval process on assessing the quality
and, thereby, the safety of pharmaceuticals and contraceptives
(including condoms).  The policy changes conform Agency policy to the
applicable statutory and regulatory restrictions, while maintaining
quality control.  The source, origin, and nationality waiver furthers
IPR objectives by making health and other programs requiring
pharmaceuticals and contraceptives (including condoms) more effective
and efficient on both a short-term and long-term basis by using
pharmaceuticals and contraceptives (including condoms) that have been
sourced on a worldwide, competitive basis. 

Please note that the source, origin, and nationality waiver and policy
changes do not affect any procurements other than those for
pharmaceuticals and contraceptives (including condoms), nor do they
affect any other, generally-applicable procurement restrictions.  All
authorities, restrictions, and requirements for USAID procurement,
funding, and programming not specifically included or discussed herein
or in the attached documents remain otherwise unaffected. 
Additionally, the procurement of pharmaceuticals or contraceptives
(including condoms) does not count toward the $5,000,000 limit under
contracts, cooperative agreements, or grants by the Agency as
established by the Local Procurement waiver that was approved by the
Administrator on November 24, 2010.  

The ADS Chapter 312 revisions and new mandatory reference, "Special
Price Rules for Bulk Pharmaceuticals under Commodity Import Programs
(CIPS)," are attached and supersede the existing pharmaceutical and
contraceptive policies in ADS 312, effective immediately.  M/OAA is
revising ADS Chapter 312 to include these changes and will issue it
when the revisions are completed.

PURPOSE:

1. This AAPD replaces AAPD 05-01.

2. The USAID List of Approved HIV/AIDS Test Kits has been updated.

3. AA/M no longer approves test kits; the authority has been delegated to
Director of the Office of HIV/AIDS, Bureau for Global Health (GH/OHA). GH/OHA
establishes the technical requirements and issues technical guidance for test kits.

5. This AAPD confirms that source/origin waivers and OAA “restricted
commodity” approvals under ADS 312.5.3c are not required for the test kits on the list.

ACTION REQUIRED: COs/AOQs, in coordination with Cognizant Technical Officers
(CTOs), amend current agreements and include language in new agreements to
implement the AAPD, as appropriate.

BACKGROUND: HIV/AIDS rapid test kits are considered pharmaceuticals by USAID.
USAID contracts and agreements have provisions that require a source/origin waiver for
HIV/AIDS rapid test kits that are manufactured outside the United States. They also
require a “restricted commodity” approval for HIV/AIDS rapid test kits that are not
approved by the Federal Drug Administration (FDA).

On January 11, 2001, the Administrator authorized the procurement of non-US
HIV/AIDS rapid test kits provided they met certain technical requirements. In an Action
Memorandum dated September 26, 2006, the Administrator modified the basis for the
waiver and delegated the authority to approve test kits to the Director of the Office of
HIV/AIDS, Bureau for Global Health. As a result of the Administrator's waiver, no
further source/origin waivers or restricted commodity approvals are needed. A
Contracting/Agreement Officer can give consent to proceed with the procurement of any
of the HIV/AIDS rapid test kits on the USAID list.

GH/OHA has established a website for List of HIV/AIDS rapid test kits and the technical
and documentation requirements and has recently updated the technical and
documentation requirements. They are no longer in the AAPD. Firms and individuals
seeking USAID approval of an HIV/AIDS rapid test kit to add to the List of HIV/AIDS
Rapid Test Kits should refer to that website.

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B. Office of Acquisition and Assistance (OAA) and CO and AO Approvals.

1. Source/origin waivers and OAA “restricted commodity” approvals under ADS
312.5.3¢ are not required for the test kits on the list.

2. Under contracts and agreements awarded prior to the issuance of this AAPD, COs
and AOs may give advance CA/CO consent to proceed with the procurement of any
Approved Test Kits under the (a) the AIDAR provision 752.225-70, "Source, Origin and
Nationality Requirements", (b) source/origin or “restricted commodity” provisions of the
Mandatory Standard Provisions for U.S., Nongovernmental Recipients "USAID Eligibility
Rules for Goods and Services", or (c) other similar provisions. For contracts and
agreements awarded after the issuance of this AAPD, COs and AOs may include
language in the schedule or elsewhere that indicates that, under the authority of the
source waiver, advance CO/AO approval is granted for procurement of Approved Test
Kits under the above AIDAR clause or similar assistance agreement provisions. This
language must state that such procurement must be made in accordance with terms of
this AAPD and cite the number assigned to this AAPD.

3. COs may give advance consent to subcontracts for procurement of Approved Test
Kits in amounts in excess of the simplified acquisition threshold under FAR clause
52.244-2, Subcontracts.

4. Once a contractor requests CO consent of a subcontract for the procurement of
Approved Test Kits in excess of the simplified acquisition threshold, the CO may
consent to the current and any future subcontracts that are solely for the procurement of
any of the Approved Test Kits.

D. Technical Requirements and Considerations.

AA/M no longer approves test kits; that is now done by GH/OHA. GH/OHA
establishes the technical requirements and issues technical guidance for test kits. The
technical requirements, technical guidance and points of contact are at
http://www.usaid.gov/our work/global health/aids/TechAreas/scms/scms.html.
