The National Center for Injury Prevention and Control of CDC within HHS is committed to achieving the health promotion and disease prevention objectives of "Healthy People 2010" and to measuring program performance as stipulated by the Government Performance and Review Act (GPRA). This RFA addresses “Healthy People 2010” priority area(s) of injury and violence prevention and is in alignment with NCIPC performance goal(s) to conduct a targeted program of research to reduce injury-related disability. Purpose:
This funding opportunity announcement solicits applications to conduct research that supports public health efforts to prevent adverse outcomes of acute injuries or to reduce their impact and the development of injury associated secondary conditions.
Background:

As part of its responsibility, CDC’s Injury Center focuses on the entire continuum of acute injury care (e.g., prevention of acute injury, pre-hospital and emergency medical services, trauma surgery, rehabilitation) as it relates to public health. CDC’s Injury Center staff has significant experience working with organizations responsible for the care of the acutely injured at local, state, and national levels. This experience best positions the Injury Center to set research priorities, provide technical assistance for research programs, and facilitate translation of new findings into practical methods for evaluating outcomes of the acutely injured. The Injury Center’s partnerships with state health agencies, academic injury research programs, nongovernmental organizations, and healthcare practitioners provide a vital foundation for establishing and fostering a broad-based, multidisciplinary approach to acute injury care. These associations also provide unique opportunities to catalyze, coordinate, and disseminate innovations in care for acutely injured persons, including the best ways of managing those injured from terrorism-associated events occurring worldwide.  

Research Objectives:

The goal of this FOA is to support investigator-initiated research that will either 1) advance and evaluate the translation of science-based recommendations and guidelines for the care of acutely injured or 2) determine and evaluate components of trauma systems that contribute to improved outcomes for acutely injured persons.  Only one of the two research objectives must be proposed and identified.  Applications will be accepted and reviewed only if it addresses one of the two following research objectives listed below:

1.   Evaluate strategies to translate, disseminate, implement, and adopt science-based recommendations and guidelines for the care of acutely injured persons.

a. Examination of successful models and methods used in other arenas for dissemination, implementation, and evaluation of evidence, protocols, and guidelines that are applicable in acute injury care. 

b. On the basis of these analyses, development of strategies for effective dissemination, including existing and new and novel approaches to dissemination. 
c. Determination of the efficacy, effectiveness, and impact of various strategies. 

d. Identification of barriers to effective translation and subsequent use of information and development of effective solutions to address these barriers. 
e. Development of methods to validate protocols and guidelines before and after dissemination.

2.   Determine and evaluate the components of trauma systems that contribute to improved outcomes for acutely injured persons.

Investigators have demonstrated that trauma systems save lives, but which components of a trauma system improve health outcomes other than mortality remain unknown. Therefore, research is needed to identify and evaluate the specific components of trauma systems across the continuum of care, from pre-hospital through hospital care and rehabilitation, that contribute to improvements in outcomes for the injured and to determine how specific components can be tailored to improve system performance. Under this objective one or more of the following approaches should be proposed in the research plan and identified in the "Project Summary/Abstract":
a. Determine the potential for using the existing trauma care infrastructure for the management of injuries during any disaster event, including man-made or natural disasters.  

b. Comparison of urban and rural environments and vulnerable populations vis-à-vis the trauma care system and impact on outcomes
c. Determination of the impact of dispatch characteristics, response time, scene time, and other pre-hospital system components on health outcomes

d. Evaluate the impact of pre-hospital care on overall trauma care and outcomes.

Once an application package has been successfully submitted through Grants.gov, any errors have been addressed, and the assembled application has been created in the eRA Commons, the PD/PI and the Authorized Organization Representative/Signing Official (AOR/SO) have two business days to view the application image.

· If everything is acceptable, no further action is necessary. The application will automatically move forward for processing by the CDC, PGO, Technical Information Management Section, after two business days.

· Prior to the submission deadline, the AOR/SO can “Reject” the assembled application and submit a changed/corrected application within the two day viewing window. This option should be used if the AOR/SO determines that warnings should be addressed. Reminder: warnings do not stop further application processing. If an application submission results in warnings (but no errors) it will automatically move forward after two business days if no action is taken.  Please remember that some warnings may not be applicable or may need to be addressed after application submission.

· If the two day window falls after the submission deadline, the AOR/SO will have the option to “Reject” the application if, due to an eRA Commons or Grants.gov system issue, the application does not correctly reflect the submitted application package (e.g., some part of the application was lost or didn’t transfer correctly during the submission process). The AOR/SO should first contact the eRA Commons Helpdesk to confirm the system error, document the issue, and determine the best course of action. · Both the AOR/SO and PD/PI will receive e-mail notifications when the application is rejected or the application automatically moves forward in the process after two days.

Upon receipt, applications will be evaluated for completeness and responsiveness by NCIPC and HHS/CDC Procurement and Grants Office (PGO). HHS/CDC will not review incomplete and non-responsive applications.

The HHS/CDC will not accept any application in response to this FOA that is essentially the same as one currently pending initial review, unless the applicant withdraws the pending application. However, when a previously unfunded application, originally submitted as an investigator-initiated application, is to be submitted in response to a funding opportunity, it is to be prepared as a NEW application. That is, the application for the funding opportunity must not include an Introduction describing the changes and improvements made, and the text must not be marked to indicate the changes from the previous unfunded version of the application.

Research Plan Component Sections

While each section of the Research Plan component needs to be uploaded separately as a .pdf attachment, applicants are encouraged to construct the Research Plan component as a single document, separating sections into distinct .pdf attachments just before uploading the files. This approach will enable applicants to better monitor formatting requirements such as page limits. All attachments must be provided to HHS/CDC in .pdf format, filenames must be included with no spaces or special characters, and a .pdf extension must be used. Do not include any information in a header or footer of the attachments. A header will be system-generated that references the PD/PI. Page numbers for the footer will be system-generated in the complete application, with all pages sequentially numbered; therefore, do not number the pages of your attachments.  Your research plan must not exceed 25 pages. If your research plan exceeds the page limitation, your application may be considered unresponsive and ineligible for review.

The following materials may be included in the Appendix: 

Up to 10 publications, manuscripts (accepted for publication), abstracts, patents, or other printed materials directly relevant to the proposed project. Do not include manuscripts submitted for publication. Applicants should refer to instruction guides and specific Funding Opportunity Announcements (FOAs) to determine the appropriate limit on the number of publications that may be submitted for a particular program. Note that not all grant activity codes allow the inclusion of publications.

· Publications in press:  Include only a publication list with a link to the publicly available on-line journal article or the NIH Pub Med Central (PMC) submission identification number. Do not include the entire article.

· Manuscripts accepted for publication but not yet published: The entire article may be submitted electronically as a .pdf attachment.

· Manuscripts published but a publicly available online journal link is not available:  The entire article may be submitted electronically as a .pdf attachment.

· Surveys, questionnaires, data collection instruments, clinical protocols, and informed consent documents.

· Graphic images of gels, micrographs, etc. provided that the image (may be reduced in size) is also included within the (stated) page limit of Items 2-5 of the Research Plan component. No images may be included in the Appendix that are not also represented within the Research Plan. 

Please note the following restriction on appendix attachments: The Research Plan Appendix attachments are limited to 10 attachments.  Appendices are uploaded as attachments in the PHS 398 Research Plan form, in field #18, within the electronic application package.  An applicant will receive an error message if the number of appendix attachments exceeds 10, which will result in an unsuccessful submission of the application.  You may include more than one publication, or other allowable appendix material, within one attachment; however, do not let your attachments exceed 10.

Do not use the Appendix to circumvent the page limitations of the Research Plan component. An application that does not observe the relevant policies and procedures may not be considered in the review process. Applicants are reminded to review specific FOAs for any additional program-specific guidance on Appendix material and other application requirements.
It is especially important that the abstract (Description, SF424 form page 2) of your grant application reflect the project’s focus; the abstract will be used to help determine the responsiveness of the application.  The following instructions supersede those provided in the SF424 instructions.  If your application is funded, your abstract will become public information.

Research Plan

You must include a research plan in your application. The research plan should address activities to be conducted over the entire project period. The research plan should include the following information:

• The project's focus, a justification for the research proposed, and a description of the scientific basis for the research. The focus should be based on recommendations in “Healthy People 2010" (http://www.healthypeople.gov) and the “CDC Injury Research Agenda,” (http://www.cdc.gov/ncipc/pub-res/research_agenda/agenda.htm) and should seek creative approaches that will contribute to a national program for injury control.

• Specific, measurable, and time-framed objectives.

• A detailed plan describing the methods by which the objectives will be achieved, including their sequence.  A comprehensive evaluation plan is an essential component of the application.

• A description of the principal investigator's role and responsibilities.

• A description of those activities related to, but not supported by, the grant.


• A description of the involvement of other entities that will relate to the proposed project, if applicable.  It should include commitments of support and a clear statement of their roles.

• An explanation of how the research findings will contribute to the national effort to reduce the morbidity, mortality and disability caused by injuries within three to five years from project start-up.
Design

Research funded under this announcement is expected to adhere to high scientific standards, and to incorporate the following elements:

•   Theoretical justification or empirical evidence for the proposed methods

•   Evidence justifying the representative nature of the proposed study population, sampling, and recruitment methods to ensure that population-based estimates are obtained; 

•   A thorough description of the proposed sampling design, consent process, recruitment procedures, and expected participation rates (as applicable for the work proposed) 

•   Data collected utilizing measures with documented validity and reliability. 

•   Specific information regarding the proposed products (reports, manuscripts, journal articles, book chapters etc.) that the research will generate and other plans for disseminating knowledge acquired as a result of the research.

•   Efforts to maximize the potential implications of study results to inform treatment and/or management programs and policies.

Section V. Application Review Information


1. Criteria

Only the review criteria described below will be considered in the review process.
· Scientific merit of the proposed project as determined by peer review

· Availability of funds

· Relevance of program priorities and the priorities of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, for more information see, www.healthypeople.gov and http://www.cdc.gov/ncipc/pub-res/research_agenda/agenda.htm
· Applications that do not address one of the objectives listed in Part II, Section 1 Research Objective, will not be funded even if they rank higher than other applications that address all required objectives.
2. Review and Selection Process 

Applications that are complete and responsive to the RFA will be evaluated for scientific and technical merit by an appropriate peer review group convened by NCIPC in accordance with the review criteria stated below. 

As part of the initial merit review, all applications will:

· Undergo a selection process in which only those applications deemed to have the highest scientific merit, generally the top half of applications under review, will be discussed and assigned a priority score
· These applications will be reviewed for scientific merit using current NIH/CDC criteria (a scoring system of 100 - 500 points) to evaluate the methods and scientific quality of the application.  

· Those applications judged to be competitive will be recommended by the initial review group (IRG) for secondary review.

· Receive a written critique
· Receive a second level of review by the NCIPC Board of Scientific Counselors (BSC) to make funding recommendations based on responsiveness of applications to program priorities as stated in this FOA Section V. 1. Criteria. Only BSC members will vote in a closed session on funding recommendations. The secondary review committee has the latitude to recommend to the HHS/CDC/NCIPC Director to reach over better ranked proposals in order to assure maximum impact and balance of proposed research.
· Applications submitted in response to this FOA will compete for available funds with all other eligible applications.  The criteria listed in Section V.1. will be considered in making funding decisions.
The goals of HHS/CDC-supported research are to advance the understanding of health promotion and the prevention of disease, injury, and disability, and enhance preparedness. In the written comments, evaluate the application to judge the likelihood the proposed research will have a substantial impact on the pursuit of these goals. Each of these criteria will be addressed by the reviewers and considered in assigning the overall score, weighting them as appropriate for each application.

· Significance

· Approach

· Innovation

· Investigators

· Environment

Note that an application does not need to be strong in all categories to be judged likely to have major scientific impact and thus deserve a high priority score. For example, an investigator may propose to carry out important work that by its nature is not innovative but is essential to move a field forward. 
 
Significance: Does this study address an important problem? If the applicant achieves the aims of the application, how will it advance scientific knowledge or clinical practice? What will be the effect of these studies on the concepts, methods, technologies, treatments, or preventative interventions that drive this field? 

Approach: Are the conceptual or clinical framework, design, methods, and analyses adequately developed, well integrated, well reasoned, and appropriate to the aims of the project? Does the applicant acknowledge potential problem areas and consider alternative tactics? Has the applicant provided documentation that they have addressed one of the two research objectives of this FOA? Has the applicant provided documentation that they will adhere to high scientific standards and will incorporate the design elements listed in the research objective section of this FOA?
Innovation: Is the project original and innovative? For example: Does the project challenge existing paradigms or clinical practice; address an innovative hypothesis or critical barrier to progress in the field? Does the project develop or employ novel concepts, approaches, methodologies, tools, or technologies for this area? 

Investigators: Are the investigators appropriately trained and well suited to carry out this work? Is the work proposed appropriate to the experience level of the principal investigator and other researchers? Does the investigative team bring complementary and integrated expertise to the project (if applicable)? 

Environment: Does the scientific environment in which the work will be done contribute to the probability of success? Do the proposed studies benefit from unique features of the scientific environment, or subject populations, or employ useful collaborative arrangements? Is there evidence of institutional support? Is there an appropriate degree of commitment and cooperation by other interested parties as evidenced by letters of support detailing the nature and extent of their involvement? 
2.A. Additional Review Criteria

In addition to the above criteria, the following items will continue to be considered in the determination of scientific merit and the priority score: 

Application Review

HHS/CDC/NCIPC will withdraw from further consideration applications judged to be noncompetitive and promptly notify the principal investigator/program director and the official signing for the applicant organization.  

The secondary review will be conducted by the Board of Scientific Counselors (BSC).  

The BSC committee’s responsibility is to develop funding recommendations for the HHS/CDC/NCIPC Director based on the results of the primary review, the relevance and balance of proposed research relative to the HHS/CDC/NCIPC programs and priorities, and to assure that unwarranted duplication of federally-funded research does not occur.  The secondary review committee has the latitude to recommend to the HHS/CDC/NCIPC Director to reach over better ranked proposals in order to assure maximum impact and balance of proposed research.  The factors to be considered will include:

· The comments and recommendations of the primary review including the application’s priority score as the primary factor in the selection process.

· The relevance and balance of proposed research relative to the HHS/CDC/NCIPC programs priorities and the research objectives identified in this FOA.
· The significance of the proposed activities in relation to the priorities and objectives stated in “Healthy People 2010," the Institute of Medicine report, “Reducing the Burden of Injury,” and the “CDC Injury Research Agenda.” . The proposed research must address one of the research objectives.  

· The availability of funds. 
· All awards will be determined by the Director of the HHS/CDC/NCIPC based on priority scores assigned to applications by the primary review committee IRG, recommendations by the secondary review committee and the extramural research program staff, consultation with HHS/CDC/NCIPC senior staff.

Section VIII. Other Information


Appendix A
Definition of Terms 

For the purpose of this FOA, the following terminology is defined:  

Interdisciplinary collaboration refers to scientific endeavors in which a variety of disciplines work together closely from the outset to form a shared conceptual framework to address a problem. The CDC encourages interdisciplinary studies that cross the traditional boundaries within and between biological, behavioral, and social sciences, including collaboration between injury prevention, health promotion, engineering, economics, law, justice, and psychology.  

Translation research characterizes the sequence of events (i.e., process) in which a proven scientific discovery (i.e., evidence based public health intervention) is successfully institutionalized (i.e. integrated into established practice and policy).  In the context of this FOA, translation research does not encompass pure biomedical or formative basic science research (e.g., biomechanics, genomics, metabolic or etiology research).  It also does not include the conduct of an initial or replication intervention efficacy or effectiveness trial. Specifically, translation research in injury prevention is comprised of dissemination research, implementation research and diffusion research (Sogolow, Sleet, Saul, 2007).

· Dissemination research is the systematic study of how the targeted distribution of information and intervention materials to a specific public health audience can be successfully executed so that increased spread of knowledge about the evidence-based public health interventions achieves greater use and impact of the intervention.

· Implementation research is the systematic study of how a specific set of activities and designed strategies are used to successfully integrate an evidence-based public health intervention within specific settings (e.g., health care organization, clinic, community, or school).

· Diffusion research is the systematic study of the factors necessary for successful adoption by stakeholders and the targeted population of an evidence-based intervention which results in widespread use (e.g., state or national level) and specifically includes the uptake of new practices or the penetration of broad scale recommendations through dissemination and implementation efforts, marketing, laws and regulations, systems-research and policies.

.   

Evidence-based interventions are a key component of translation research. Therefore, for the purposes of this FOA it is important to define and describe the characteristics of an evidence-based intervention:

•   Intervention is an intentional action (singular or constellation) designed for an individual, a community, or a region that alters a behavior, reduces risk or improves outcome.  Interventions can be a medical or behavioral therapy, modification to the natural or built environment, including engineering controls, public heath policy, public health program, health communication, or public health law.

•   Efficacy refers to the intervention’s ability to do more good than harm among the target population in an ideal setting (e.g., randomized clinical control trial or community-level trial).

•   Effectiveness refers to the intervention’s ability to do more good than harm for the target population in a real world setting.

•   Evidence-based means that the intervention has undergone sufficient scientific evaluation to be proven to be efficacious or effective (e.g., intervention is considered valid or “proven” because it is strongly linked to desirable outcome). For the purposes of this FOA the following terms are interchangeable; “evidence-based”, “proven”, “effective”, “valid” or “sufficient scientific evaluation”.

In the context of an intervention it is extremely important to clarify the concept of “adaptation”, “adoption”, “fidelity”, “outcomes and impacts”, ”scalability” and sustainability which are interrelated and not mutually exclusive terms.

•   Adaptation refers to the modifications of the intervention itself or the necessary alterations in the supporting infrastructure.

•   Adoption refers to the uptake of the desired intervention into the target population or uptake by the implementers.

•   Fidelity refers to “the adherence of actual treatment delivery to the protocol originally developed” (Mowbray, 2003)or “the degree program developers implement programs as intended by the developers” (Sussman, 2006).

•   Outcomes and impacts are the end results of public health interventions which include effects that people experience and care about, such as change in the ability to function, improved health, quality of life, satisfaction, or cost. 

•   Scalability describes the adoption of an intervention resulting in wider usage that retains or improves its effectiveness, affordability, and sustainability. 

•   Sustainability is achieved when the evidence-based intervention is routinely executed.  Long-term sustainability can be dependent upon funding availability and policies which support a functional infrastructure that maintains fidelity of the evidence-based intervention (e.g., training, laws, administrative operations, reimbursement for services). 
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Evaluation Plan

The evaluation plan must annotate a robust methodology to measure the interplay between system fidelity, the necessary adaptation of the intervention, and scalability.   Novel evaluation models are acceptable with justification or applicants may elect to use previously published models such as:

RE-AIM model that addresses Reach into the target population; Efficacy or effectiveness; Adoption by target settings or institutions; Implementation—consistency of delivery of intervention; and Maintenance of intervention effects in individuals and populations over time (Glasgow R, Lichtenstein E, Marcus AC, 2003), available at http://www.re-aim.org/ 

PRIME model – PRocess modeling in ImpleMEntation research: selecting a theoretical basis for interventions to change clinical practice by Anne E. Walker et al published in BMC Health Services Research 2003; 3:22 available at:  http://www.biomedcentral.com/1472-6963/3/22.

Requirements for Inclusion of Women and Racial and Ethnic Minorities in Research

It is the policy of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and the Agency for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry (ATSDR) to ensure that individuals of both sexes and the various racial and ethnic groups will be included in CDC/ATSDR-supported research projects involving human subjects, whenever feasible and appropriate. Racial and ethnic groups are those defined in OMB Directive No. 15 and include American Indian or Alaska Native, Asian, Black or African American, Hispanic or Latino, Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander. Applicants shall ensure that women, racial and ethnic minority populations are appropriately represented in applications for research involving human subjects. Where clear and compelling rationale exist that inclusion is inappropriate or not feasible, this situation must be explained as part of the application. This policy does not apply to research studies when the investigator cannot control the race, ethnicity, and/or sex of subjects. Further guidance to this policy is contained in the Federal Register, Vol. 60, No. 179, pages 47947-47951, and dated Friday, September 15, 1995.

INCLUSION OF PERSONS UNDER THE AGE OF 21 IN RESEARCH 
The policy of CDC is that persons under the age of 21 must be included in all human subjects research that is conducted or supported by CDC, unless there are scientific and ethical reasons not to include them. This policy applies to all CDC-conducted or CDC-supported research involving human subjects, including research that is otherwise exempt in accordance with Sections 101(b) and 401(b) of 45 C.F.R. Part 46, HHS Policy for the Protection of Human Subjects. Therefore, proposals for research involving human subjects must include a description of plans for including persons under the age of 21. If persons under the age of 21 will be excluded from the research, the application or proposal must present an acceptable justification for the exclusion. 

In an extramural research plan, the investigator should create a section titled "Participation of persons under the age of 21." This section should provide either a description of the plans to include persons under the age of 21 and a rationale for selecting or excluding a specific age range, or an explanation of the reason(s) for excluding persons under the age of 21 as participants in the research. When persons under the age of 21 are included, the plan must also include a description of the expertise of the investigative team for dealing with individuals at the ages included, the appropriateness of the available facilities to accommodate the included age groups, and the inclusion of a sufficient number of persons under the age of 21 to contribute to a meaningful analysis relative to the purpose of the study. Scientific review groups at CDC will assess each application as being acceptable or unacceptable in regard to the age-appropriate inclusion or exclusion of persons under the age of 21 in the research project, in addition to evaluating the plans for conducting the research in accordance with these provisions.

The inclusion of children (as defined by the applicable law of the jurisdiction in which the research will be conducted) as subjects in research must be in compliance with all applicable subparts of 45 C.F.R. Part 46, as well as with other pertinent federal laws and regulations. 

The policy of inclusion of persons under the age of 21 in CDC-conducted or CDC-supported research activities in foreign countries (including collaborative activities) is the same as that for research conducted in the United States.
Public Health System Reporting Requirements

This program is subject to the Public Health System Reporting Requirements. Under these requirements, all community-based non-governmental organizations submitting health services applications must prepare and submit the items identified below to the head of the appropriate State and/or local health agency(s) in the program area(s) that may be impacted by the proposed project no later than the application deadline date of the Federal application. The appropriate State and/or local health agency is determined by the applicant. The following information must be provided:

A. A copy of the face page of the application (SF 424). 

B. A summary of the project that should be titled "Public Health System Impact Statement" (PHSIS), not exceed one page, and include the following:

1. A description of the population to be served.

2. A summary of the services to be provided.

3. A description of the coordination plans with the appropriate state and/or local health agencies.

If the State and/or local health official should desire a copy of the entire application, it may be obtained from the State Single Point of Contact (SPOC) or directly from the applicant.

Paperwork Reduction Act Requirements

Under the Paperwork Reduction Act, projects that involve the collection of information from 10 or more individuals and funded by a grant or a cooperative agreement will be subject to review and approval by the Office of Management and Budget (OMB).

Smoke-Free Workplace Requirements

CDC strongly encourages all recipients to provide a smoke-free workplace and to promote abstinence from all tobacco products. Public Law 103-227, the Pro-Children Act of 1994, prohibits smoking in certain facilities that receive Federal funds in which education, library, day care, health care, or early childhood development services are provided to children.

  

Healthy People 2010

The Public Health Service (PHS) is committed to achieving the health promotion and disease prevention objectives of "Healthy People 2010," a PHS-led national activity for setting priority areas. This PA is related to one or more of the priority areas. Potential applicants may obtain a copy of "Healthy People 2010" at www.healthypeople.gov.

Lobbying Restrictions

Applicants should be aware of restrictions on the use of HHS funds for lobbying of Federal or State legislative bodies. Under the provisions of 31 U.S.C. Section 1352, recipients (and their sub-tier contractors) are prohibited from using appropriated Federal funds (other than profits from a Federal contract) for lobbying congress or any Federal agency in connection with the award of a particular contract, grant, cooperative agreement, or loan. This includes grants/cooperative agreements that, in whole or in part, involve conferences for which Federal funds cannot be used directly or indirectly to encourage participants to lobby or to instruct participants on how to lobby.

In addition no part of CDC appropriated funds, shall be used, other than for normal and recognized executive-legislative relationships, for publicity or propaganda purposes, for the preparation, distribution, or use of any kit, pamphlet, booklet, publication, radio, television, or video presentation designed to support or defeat legislation pending before the Congress or any State or local legislature, except in presentation to the Congress or any State or local legislature itself. No part of the appropriated funds shall be used to pay the salary or expenses of any grant or contract recipient, or agent acting for such recipient, related to any activity designed to influence legislation or appropriations pending before the Congress or any State or local legislature. 

Any activity designed to influence action in regard to a particular piece of pending legislation would be considered "lobbying." That is lobbying for or against pending legislation, as well as indirect or "grass roots" lobbying efforts by award recipients that are directed at inducing members of the public to contact their elected representatives at the Federal or State levels to urge support of, or opposition to, pending legislative proposals is prohibited. As a matter of policy, HHS/CDC extends the prohibitions to lobbying with respect to local legislation and local legislative bodies. 

The provisions are not intended to prohibit all interaction with the legislative branch, or to prohibit educational efforts pertaining to public health. Clearly there are circumstances when it is advisable and permissible to provide information to the legislative branch in order to foster implementation of prevention strategies to promote public health. However, it would not be permissible to influence, directly or indirectly, a specific piece of pending legislation

It remains permissible to use HHS/CDC funds to engage in activity to enhance prevention; collect and analyze data; publish and disseminate results of research and surveillance data; implement prevention strategies; conduct community outreach services; provide leadership and training, and foster safe and healthful environments.

Recipients of HHS/CDC grants and cooperative agreements need to be careful to prevent CDC funds from being used to influence or promote pending legislation. With respect to conferences, public events, publications, and "grassroots" activities that relate to specific legislation, recipients of HHS/CDC funds should give close attention to isolating and separating the appropriate use of HHS/CDC funds from non-CDC funds. HHS/CDC also cautions recipients of HHS/CDC funds to be careful not to give the appearance that HHS/CDC funds are being used to carry out activities in a manner that is prohibited under Federal law.

Prohibition on Use of CDC Funds for Certain Gun Control Activities

The Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and Education, and Related Agencies Appropriations Act specifies that: "None of the funds made available for injury prevention and control at the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention may be used to advocate or promote gun control."

Anti-Lobbying Act requirements prohibit lobbying Congress with appropriated Federal monies. Specifically, this Act prohibits the use of Federal funds for direct or indirect communications intended or designed to influence a member of Congress with regard to specific Federal legislation. This prohibition includes the funding and assistance of public grassroots campaigns intended or designed to influence members of Congress with regard to specific legislation or appropriation by Congress.

In addition to the restrictions in the Anti-Lobbying Act, HHS/CDC interprets the language in the HHS/CDC's Appropriations Act to mean that HHS/CDC's funds may not be spent on political action or other activities designed to affect the passage of specific Federal, State, or local legislation intended to restrict or control the purchase or use of firearms.

Accounting System Requirements

The services of a certified public accountant licensed by the State Board of Accountancy or the equivalent must be retained throughout the project as a part of the recipient's staff or as a consultant to the recipient's accounting personnel. These services may include the design, implementation, and maintenance of an accounting system that will record receipts and expenditures of Federal funds in accordance with accounting principles, Federal regulations, and terms of the cooperative agreement or grant.

 

Capability Assessment

It may be necessary to conduct an on-site evaluation of some applicant organization's financial management capabilities prior to or immediately following the award of the grant or cooperative agreement. Independent audit statements from a Certified Public Accountant (CPA) for the preceding two fiscal years may also be required.


Proof of Non-profit Status

Proof of nonprofit status must be submitted by private nonprofit organizations with the application. Any of the following is acceptable evidence of nonprofit status: (a) a reference to the applicant organization's listing in the Internal Revenue Service's (IRS) most recent list of tax-exempt organizations described in section 501(c)(3) of the IRS Code; (b) a copy of a currently valid IRS tax exemption certificate; (c) a statement from a State taxing body, State Attorney General, or other appropriate State Official certifying that the applicant organization has a nonprofit status and that none of the net earnings accrue to any private shareholders or individuals; (d) a certified copy of the organization's certificate of incorporation or similar document that clearly establishes nonprofit status; (e) any of the above proof for a State or national parent organization and a statement signed by the parent organization that the applicant organization is a local nonprofit affiliate.


Small, Minority, And Women-owned Business

It is a national policy to place a fair share of purchases with small, minority and women-owned business firms. The Department of Health and Human Services is strongly committed to the objective of this policy and encourages all recipients of its grants and cooperative agreements to take affirmative steps to ensure such fairness. In particular, recipients should:

1. Place small, minority, women-owned business firms on bidders mailing lists. 

2. Solicit these firms whenever they are potential sources of supplies, equipment, construction, or services. 

3. Where feasible, divide total requirements into smaller needs, and set delivery schedules that will encourage participation by these firms.

Research Integrity

The signature of the institution official on the face page of the application submitted under this Funding Opportunity Announcement is certifying compliance with the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) regulations in Title 42 Part 93, Subparts A-E, entitled PUBLIC HEALTH SERVICE POLICIES ON RESEARCH MISCONDUCT.

Section 93.301 Institutional assurances. (a) General policy. An institution with PHS supported biomedical or behavioral research, research training or activities related to that research or research training must provide PHS with an assurance of compliance with this part, satisfactory to the Secretary. PHS funding components may authorize [[Page 28389]] funds for biomedical and behavioral research, research training, or activities related to that research or research training only to institutions that have approved assurances and required renewals on file with ORI. (b) Institutional Assurance. The responsible institutional official must assure on behalf of the institution that the institution-- (1) Has written policies and procedures in compliance with this part for inquiring into and investigating allegations of research misconduct; and (2) Complies with its own policies and procedures and the requirements of this part.
Compliance with Executive Order 13279

Faith-based organization are eligible to receive federal financial assistance, and their applications are evaluated in the same manner and using the same criteria as those for non-faith-based organizations in accordance with Executive Order 13279, Equal Protection of the Laws for Faith-Based and Community Organizations.  All applicants should, however, be aware of restrictions on the use of direct financial assistance from the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) for inherently religious activities.
