Statutory Authority

Section 307 of the Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 242l).
Purpose
The purpose of the program is to strengthen the capacity in Vietnam to detect, describe, and conduct animal-human interface surveillance and research studies on influenza and other zoonotic diseases of animal health and public health importance, and to evaluate new diagnostics, vaccines, and other interventions that may offer better approaches toward their control and prevention. This program addresses the “Healthy People 2020” focus area(s) of Immunization and Infectious Diseases. Through this announcement, the CDC intends to fund projects that have the potential to yield high impact results that will decrease public health burden and improve population health.
CDC will work with the Department of Animal Health (DAH), Hanoi, Vietnam, to strengthen the capacity in Vietnam to detect, describe, and conduct animal-human interface surveillance and research studies on influenza and other zoonotic diseases of animal health and public health importance, and to evaluate new diagnostics, vaccines, and other interventions that may offer better approaches toward their control and prevention.

Vietnam has had unique experience with emerging zoonotic diseases of global public health importance such as Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome in 2003, avian influenza A (H5N1), pandemic influenza A (H1N1) 2009, and rabies. Human infections with H5N1 viruses have occurred since 2003 in Vietnam. The occurrence of such emerging and re-emerging zoonotic diseases in Vietnam provides an opportunity to learn more about the animal-human interface of these diseases.

This research will enable CDC to learn more about the animal-human interface of influenza and emerging infectious diseases, such as their causation, pathogenesis, cross-species transmission, risk factors, epidemiology, co-habitation and geo-spatial factors, genetic mutation and re-assortment, and control and prevention.  This information will be important in developing strategies to prevent the spread of novel influenza viruses to humans globally.

Objectives

The applicant is required to address the following two objectives:
· Develop and implement animal-human interface surveillance and research activities related to influenza and other zoonotic diseases;
· Identify and monitor the risks of and risk factors for cross-species transmission of influenza and other pathogens; and to use knowledge gained to support recommendations for better surveillance, response, and control efforts in both humans and animals, of influenza and other zoonotic diseases.

Additional objectives may be included but are not limited to the following:

· Develop and implement studies to better understand the co-evolution, ecology, and transmission of influenza viruses, including low pathogenic avian influenza (LPAI), high pathogenic avian influenza (HPAI) A/H5N1 viruses, pandemic influenza A (H1N1) 2009 virus, and other influenza viruses and zoonotic agents in animals and humans in Vietnam;
· Characterize the genomes of both animal and human influenza viruses and emerging or re-emerging zoonotic agents in Vietnam, especially as related to antigenicity, immunogenicity, mutation and reassortment, pathogenicity in animal models, transmissibility in animal models, susceptibility to pharmaceuticals, and prevention by vaccines; and
· Provide the opportunity for enhanced collaborative efforts within and across Vietnam Ministries, Departments, and Academic Institutions, thereby enhancing the cooperation and coordination between animal health and human health sectors.
· To evaluate new diagnostics, vaccines, risk assessment methods, and other interventions that may offer approaches toward prevention or treatment.
The applicant should demonstrate collaboration with international animal health and public-health institutions, including the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO), the World Organization for Animal Health (OIE), and the World Health Organization (WHO), and to include the WHO National Influenza Center laboratories in Vietnam.

The applicant must agree to share influenza viruses and other zoonotic pathogens with U.S. CDC, and in accordance with applicable rules and regulations. The applicant must agree to share influenza viruses with WHO and the OIE/FAO Network on Animal Influenza (OFFLU) for global influenza surveillance purposes, and in accordance with the International Health Regulations.

Cooperative scientific data sharing and unrestricted sharing of influenza virus isolates and other zoonotic pathogens is expected for public health purposes. Some examples include purposes related to molecular and genetic analyses, or animal and human disease surveillance, with such agencies as the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s (USDA) Agricultural Research Service (ARS), USDA Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS), OFFLU (OIE and FAO),and WHO, as appropriate, for global zoonotic disease surveillance and research purposes at the animal-human interface.
Assessing and Reporting the Intervention Translatability of the Research
Applicants must include a plan to estimate and report the potential translatability, scalability, and public health impact of the research.

· Since 2003, Vietnam has experienced human cases and poultry outbreaks of highly pathogenic avian influenza A/H5N1 virus, which continues to cause human deaths and economic losses to the poultry industry. While both human cases and poultry outbreaks have decreased since 2007, influenza A/H5N1 remains an important virus to better understand for control and elimination efforts;

· Vietnam experiences significant close geographic proximity of human and animal populations, such as poultry and pigs that are susceptible to influenza viruses including A/H5N1 and pandemic A/H1N1 2009, respectively;

· DAH is the central animal health research department in Vietnam which includes the National Center for Veterinary Diagnosis, and is uniquely positioned in terms of legal and regulatory authority, ability, and credibility in developing the technical and administrative capacity to conduct the specific activities being requested by CDC;

· DAH possesses the scientific and management capabilities to meet program requirements without jeopardizing or compromising the quality of research and other activities;

· DAH is at the center of a national network of collaborating animal health institutes and centers and regional offices of animal health;

· DAH offers special opportunities for further research, surveillance, prevention, and control programs in Vietnam because of its central placement in national animal diseases surveillance systems, and experience in laboratory supported animal health research on zoonotic and animal diseases;

· DAH has established multiple field sites and surveillance systems in Vietnam that are critical for carrying out research and other activities addressing zoonotic and other animal diseases;

· No other agency or non-profit organization in Vietnam has developed such an extensive network of laboratory scientists and epidemiologists as DAH, whose work focuses on influenza and other zoonotic and animal diseases;

· DAH has an already established framework and mechanism to develop a systematic surveillance network in communication to generate data on the occurrence of animal diseases and disease burden, evaluate new diagnostic approaches, develop standards for specimen collection and handling, and communicate important new scientific developments;

· DAH is conveniently located in Hanoi, and has adequate space, including office space, laboratories, meeting space, and advanced communications network, and capacity to expand to accommodate additional staff;

· DAH has the BSL containment laboratory capabilities necessary to safely perform research on highly pathogenic strains of avian influenza and other dangerous zoonotic diseases;

· DAH possesses the high quality laboratory and epidemiologic capacities to analyze influenza and other zoonotic and animal disease pathogens in the molecular, antigenic, diagnostic, and epidemiologic research areas.

Activities to be supported under this program include new projects and existing projects that CDC conducts in collaboration with DAH as well as with the Vietnam National Institute of Hygiene and Epidemiology, and that are dependent upon DAH established research capabilities and animal disease surveillance systems in Vietnam. No other organization has control or administrative authority of these laboratory and epidemiology based surveillance and response systems.

For the reasons cited above, the Department of Animal Health is the only Vietnamese institution that possesses the requisite scientific and technical expertise, the infrastructure capacity, and the network to carry out this work.

Scored Review Criteria

Reviewers will consider each of the review criteria below in the determination of scientific merit, and give a separate score for each. An application does not need to be strong in all categories to be judged likely to have major scientific impact. For example, a project that by its nature is not innovative may be essential to advance a field.

Significance

Does the project address an important problem or a critical barrier to progress in the field? If the aims of the project are achieved, how will scientific knowledge, technical capability, and/or clinical practice be improved? How will successful completion of the aims change the concepts, methods, technologies, treatments, services, or preventative interventions that drive this field?
Investigator(s)

Are the PD/PIs, collaborators, and other researchers well suited to the project? Have they demonstrated an ongoing record of accomplishments that have advanced their field(s)? If the project is collaborative or multi-PD/PI, do the investigators have complementary and integrated expertise; are their leadership approach, governance and organizational structure appropriate for the project?
Innovation

Does the application challenge and seek to shift current research or clinical practice paradigms by utilizing novel theoretical concepts, approaches or methodologies, instrumentation, or interventions? Are the concepts, approaches or methodologies, instrumentation, or interventions novel to one field of research or novel in a broad sense? Is a refinement, improvement, or new application of theoretical concepts, approaches or methodologies, instrumentation, or interventions proposed?
Approach

Are the overall strategy, methodology, and analyses well-reasoned and appropriate to accomplish the specific aims of the project? Are potential problems, alternative strategies, and benchmarks for success presented? If the project is in the early stages of development, will the strategy establish feasibility and will particularly risky aspects be managed?
Environment

Will the scientific environment in which the work will be done contribute to the probability of success? Are the institutional support, equipment and other physical resources available to the investigators adequate for the project proposed? Will the project benefit from unique features of the scientific environment, subject populations, or collaborative arrangements? Does the applicant agree to share influenza viruses and other zoonotic pathogens with U.S. CDC and in accordance with applicable rules and regulations? Does the applicant agree to share influenza viruses with WHO and the OIE/FAO Network on Animal Influenza (OFFLU) for global influenza surveillance purposes? Is the applicant willing to share cooperative scientific data and influenza virus isolates and other zoonotic pathogens without restrictions for public health purposes? (Some examples of this include purposes related to molecular and genetic analyses, or animal and human disease surveillance, with such agencies as the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s (USDA) Agricultural Research Service (ARS), USDA Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS), OFFLU (OIE and FAO), and WHO, as appropriate, for global zoonotic disease surveillance and research purposes at the animal-human interface).
Additional Review Criteria
As applicable for the project proposed, reviewers will evaluate the following additional items while determining scientific and technical merit, and in providing an overall impact/priority score, but will not give separate scores for these items. 
Protections for Human Subjects
For research that involves human subjects but does not involve one of the six categories of research that are exempt under 45 CFR Part 46, the committee will evaluate the justification for involvement of human subjects and the proposed protections from 
research risk relating to their participation according to the following five review criteria: 1) risk to subjects, 2) adequacy of protection against risks, 3) potential benefits to the subjects and others, 4) importance of the knowledge to be gained, and 5) data and safety monitoring for clinical trials.

For research that involves human subjects and meets the criteria for one or more of the six categories of research that are exempt under 45 CFR Part 46, the committee will evaluate: 1) the justification for the exemption, 2) human subjects involvement and characteristics, and 3) sources of materials. care; 4) procedures for limiting discomfort, distress, pain and injury to that which is unavoidable in the conduct of scientifically sound research including the use of analgesic, anesthetic, and tranquilizing drugs and/or comfortable restraining devices; and 5) methods of euthanasia and reason for selection if not consistent with the AVMA Guidelines on Euthanasia. Biohazards

Reviewers will assess whether materials or procedures proposed are potentially hazardous to research personnel and/or the environment, and if needed, determine whether adequate protection is proposed.

As applicable for the project proposed, reviewers will consider each of the following items, but will not give scores for these items, and should not consider them in providing an overall impact/priority score.
Applications from Foreign Organizations

Reviewers will assess whether the project presents special opportunities for furthering research programs through the use of unusual talent, resources, populations, or environmental conditions that exist in other countries and either are not readily available in the United States or augment existing U.S. resources.
Resource Sharing Plans

· Scientific and technical merit of the proposed project as determined by scientific peer review. 

· Availability of funds. 

· Relevance of the proposed project to program priorities.

Question:  Should we include a budget for each year of the 5 year proposal?
Answer:  Yes.  You will need to include not only a separate budget for each year but also you will need to include a detailed research plan for each year as well.

Question:  The start date is September.  How far in advanced will we be notified as it takes time for us to get approvals before starting the work?  

Answer:  There is no guaranteed notification date.  CDC will do its due diligence during the award process and will try to provide ample notification of award after the two reviews panels have met.  

Question:  If we are a month or two late starting the project, or are unable to finish an activity during the project year, what will happen?

Answer:  If you are late getting started or are unable to finish every activity during the project year, and you thus have remaining funds at the end of the budget period (ex: Year 1), then you can submit a request to carry-over those unobligated funds into another budget period.   You may request 1 carryover extension during the entire 5 year project.  

Question:  Are we allowed to make minor changes or add new projects each year to address previous years’ work, results, outbreaks, etc.

Answer:  Yes.  You will be required to submit annual progress reports that will address these issues.  So long as the main objectives and scope of the work does not change, minor adaptations can be made. 

Questions:  Are we allowed to provide training to staff at the beginning of the study?

Answer:  Yes, as long as you include the training in your research plans and as long as you budget for any training costs.  

Question:  In terms of budget allocations, are we allowed to include equipment in the budget?
Answer:  Yes, but any proposed equipment purchases over $5,000 must include a price list or a quote.  

Question:  Is an annual financial audit required?

Answer:  Yes.
