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Eligibility:  State Agencies are eligible to apply for Performance and Registration Information System Management (PRISM) grant funds.  Individuals or businesses are not eligible to apply for this grant opportunity. 
All applications for PRISM funding must be submitted electronically through Grants.gov on or before December 1, 2009.  A separate application package is required for each proposal.  Applications combining more than one funding proposal in a single application package will be returned to the applicant for correction and re-submission.  

The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) will initially consider funding for applications submitted by December 1, 2009.  When each of those applications has been reviewed and funding awarded as appropriate, applications submitted thereafter will be considered on a case-by-case basis if any PRISM funds remain available.  Prior to fiscal year 2010 appropriations legislation being passed and signed into law, limited funding will be available; all funding is subject to reductions resulting from obligation limitations or rescissions as specified in Safe, Accountable, Flexible, and Efficient Transportation Equity Act:  A Legacy of Users (SAFETY-LU) or other legislation.   
To apply using the Grants.gov process, the applicant must be registered with grants.gov.  To register, go to http://www.grants.gov/applicants/get_registered.jsp.  For assistance in using Grants.gov, click on the HELP option shown on the left-hand side of the home page.  Applicants are encouraged to register as soon as possible.
The applicant must download the grant application package, complete it, and submit the completed grant application package through grants.gov. This can be done on the internet at http://www.grants.gov/applicants/apply_for_grants.jsp.  
The Catalogue of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) number for PRISM is 20.231.

Fields marked with an “*” are required. The last two boxes on the form, labeled ‘Signature of Authorized Representative’ and ‘Date Signed’ will be completed by grants.gov upon submission.

Attachment Form - Supplemental Information:
The applicant must attach any supplemental information that it believes will support the proposal.  However, the applicant should limit the information provided to FMCSA to what is necessary to evaluate the proposed project.  

So that FMCSA may conduct a fair and comprehensive evaluation of the grant proposal, applicants are strongly encouraged to provide a written proposal including, at a minimum the following information:

· Letter of Intent to initially implement the PRISM program or to expand the State’s existing PRISM capabilities.

· Relevant only for proposal to expand PRISM capabilities; States are requested to provide prior years approved PRISM Implementation plan.  

The entire application package, including all forms and attachments, must be submitted electronically through Grants.gov to be eligible for consideration.
