OVERVIEW

The Bureau of Land Management, Wyoming State Office, intends to award a cooperative agreement with the State of Wyoming – Wyoming Game and Fish Department to provide for safe deer crossing on Highway 789 near Baggs, WY and to reduce vehicle collisions.  The project would cover multiple years and focus efforts on a 5 mile stretch of the highway that is a research demonstrated migration corridor and is essential for wildlife passage.
The anticipated length of the project is a five year period.  The BLM will consider continued funding for the project upon (a) the recipient showing progress satisfactory to the BLM toward program goals and the determination by the BLM that continuation of the program would be in the best interest of the Government or (b) the availability of funds.  The total project period for this award will not exceed 60 months.
RECIPIENT INVOLVEMENT
The Wyoming Game and Fish Department will purchase six Wyoming Department of Transportation (WYDOT) approved cattle guards- Wyoming Game and Fish Department (WGFD) will oversee the purchase of 6 cattle guards necessary for road access points once game proof fence is installed along WY Highway 789 to funnel big game towards highway underpasses. This project has been coordinated with the BLM-Rawlins Field Office, Little Snake Conservation District and WYDOT.

BLM INVOLVEMENT

Substantial involvement on the part for BLM is anticipated for the successful completion of the objectives to be funded by this award.  In particular, BLM will be responsible for providing the public lands for these projects, developing work plans for the projects and providing funding, as available.
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
