OVERVIEW

The Bureau of Land Management, Wyoming State Office, intends to award a cooperative agreement with Brigham Young University, Cooperative Ecosystem Studies Unit, to study the relationship among land use patterns, habitat structure, and population dynamics of the Northern Leatherside.  Specifically, the study is aimed at determining how habitat structure influences year-round occupancy, reproduction, and recruitment. Secondly, it will relate population dynamics to effects of land use through habitat change, sedimentation, and temperature change.  
The anticipated length of the project is a two to five year period.  The BLM will consider continued funding for the project upon (a) the recipient showing progress satisfactory to the BLM toward program goals and the determination by the BLM that continuation of the program would be in the best interest of the Government or (b) the availability of funds.  The total project period for this award will not exceed 60 months.
RECIPIENT INVOLVEMENT

Brigham Young University, Cooperative Ecosystem Studies Unit, Deptartment of Biology, agrees to:
1. Provide and supervise personnel (graduate students and technicians) to conduct the study.

2. Use cooperative agreement funding specifically for project supervision, graduate student fellowship, technicians, travel supplies and overhead as needed.
3. Provide matching funding for the graduate student fellowship of approximately $7200.

4. Provide partial overhead, in-kind costs (office and laboratory space and equipment, technical supervision over the project, lab and field technicians, etc. - valued at $24,500).
5. Oversee research activities and the preparation of all progress reports and other work related documents.
6. Provide all other study and student needs through the University.
7. Provide the BLM with a progress report by September 15, 2010.
BLM INVOLVEMENT

Substantial involvement on the part for BLM is anticipated for the successful completion of the objectives to be funded by this award.  In particular the BLM agrees to: 

1. Cooperatively assist BYU in developing the goals, objectives and parameters for the study.
2. Provide maps of the survey area and coordinate private land access if needed. 
3. Review progress and final reports and other documents resulting from the effort for adequacy.

4. Provide advance payments or reimbursements to BYU in accordance with VI of this agreement and applicable OMB and Treasury Circulars.
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
