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I.  Funding Opportunity Description:

The Environmental Studies Program (ESP) of the Minerals Management Service (MMS) is offering a  cooperative agreement opportunity to Louisiana State University (LSU) and others within the LSU system that have the ability to conduct research in topics that meet the goals of the Minerals Management Service Offshore Minerals Management Program.  The Offshore Energy and Minerals Management program oversees the exploration and development of oil, natural gas and other minerals and renewable energy alternatives on the nation’s outer continental shelf.  Section 1346 of the Outer Continental Shelf Lands Act (OCSLA) mandates the conduct of environmental and socioeconomic studies needed for the assessment and management of environmental impacts on the human, marine, and coastal environments which may be affected by oil and gas or other mineral development. OCSLA Section 1345 authorizes the use of cooperative agreements with affected States to meet the requirements of OCSLA, including sharing of information, joint utilization of available expertise, formation of joint monitoring arrangements to carry out applicable Federal and State laws, regulations, and stipulations relevant to outer continental shelf operations both onshore and offshore. 
The MMS established the Louisiana Coastal Marine Institute (CMI) at Louisiana State University in 1992 to use highly qualified scientific expertise within Louisiana to collect and disseminate environmental information needed for OCS oil and gas and marine minerals decisions; address local and regional OCS-related environmental and resource issues of mutual interest; and strengthen the MMS-State partnership in addressing OCS oil and gas and marine minerals information needs.

MMS seeks studies from Louisiana State University that will help resource managers and regulators make informed decisions about issues relating to offshore oil, gas, other marine minerals, and alternate energy. Examples of specific informational needs are detailed in the MMS Gulf of Mexico OCS Region's Environmental Studies Plan available online at 

http://www.gomr.mms.gov/homepg/regulate/environ/SDP-2008-2010.pdf and additional topical suggestions are described in the following sections.
This Program announcement provides the vehicle for the Louisiana State University to submit the Fiscal Year (FY) 2009 requested proposals to the MMS.  Other university researchers and organizations interested in collaborating with the Louisiana State University in FY 2009 can contact them at the address shown in Section VIII.
The Louisiana State University proposals must address at least one CMI Framework Issue, focusing on an area of current interest to MMS, and should be mission relevant if not geographically specific (e.g., laboratory studies).  
 

The CMI Framework Issues broadly describe MMS’ focus:

· Scientific studies for better understanding marine, coastal or human environments affected or potentially affected by offshore oil and gas exploration and development, or alternative energy development on the outer continental shelf; 

· Modeling studies of environmental, social, economic, or cultural processes related to OCS gas and oil and alternative energy activities in order to improve scientific predictive capabilities; 

· Experimental scientific studies for better understanding of environmental processes, or the causes and effects of OCS activities; 

· Projects which design or establish mechanisms or protocols for sharing data or information regarding marine or coastal resources, or human activities to support prudent management of oil, gas and marine mineral resources, and alternative energy; and 

· Synthesis studies of scientific environmental or socioeconomic information relevant to the OCS gas and oil program or alternative energy program. 

II.  Award Information:
· MMS will provide up to $1,000,000 in FY 2009.  The MMS anticipates making cooperative agreement awards in Fiscal Year 2009 for 5 to 10 proposals submitted under this program announcement. However, individual proposals are not restricted to a set level of funding.  Work performance under these awards must start before September 30, 2009, and the proposed work must be completed no later than five years from the start date.  Additional information regarding multi-year proposals is presented in the “Multi-Year Proposal” section below.

· Awards will be cooperative agreements.  These require substantial involvement by MMS scientists in various aspects of study development and/or study conduct.
· Awards for research projects will be managed and coordinated by the CMI Management office, Louisiana State University, Baton Rouge.  
Selected Research Topics 
ESP research focuses on the following broad issues associated with the development of OCS natural gas, oil and minerals, and alternative energy: What are the baseline conditions? What are the potential OCS-related pollutants or perturbations (e.g., oil, noise, thermal, electromagnetic fields, drilling muds and cuttings, products of fuel combustion, fugitive VOC emissions, etc.). What are their interactions, their chemical, physical, and biological transformations, and fates, such as chemical or biological degradation, dispersion, evaporation, sequestration, and volatilization and transport through oceanographic and atmospheric processes in the marine and coastal and human environment? What impacts do OCS activities have on cultural resources?  What biological resources and habitats (such as fish, bird, and mammal populations; barrier islands and wetland and marsh habitat) exist, and what resources are at risk? What is the nature and extent of the risk? What measures must be taken to allow extraction or use to take place? How to utilize and adapt available data, such as satellite remote sensing data,  to better characterize the marine, coastal and human environment in which the oil and gas and AE industry operates. How do OCS activities affect people in terms of jobs and the economy? 
In addition to the general ESP topics described above, two broad subjects hold particular interest for MMS social scientists.  MMS uses models to estimate population and economic effects for aggregations of counties/parishes.  To supplement this effort, we seek additional approaches to the description and analysis of local-level conditions and effects that are not constrained by data and geographies of our model.  Second, we seek to understand past and present demographic consequences of the offshore petroleum industry, considering demography broadly to include population size, structure, dynamics, racial/ethnic composition, migration and commuting, and other population characteristics potentially affected by the petroleum industry.  While past CMI efforts emphasize Louisiana, the Region includes Gulf coastal states from Texas to Florida.

Multi-Year Proposals:

Proposals should clearly define the work to be accomplished each year.  The MMS reserves the option to fund only the first year of a multi-year proposal, with funding of subsequent years contingent upon the availability of funds and satisfactory progress demonstrated by the recipient. Progress will be determined through technical review of Progress Reports and other work identified by the MMS project officer.  

III.  Eligibility Information (Who May Submit a Proposal):

Research projects funded by CMI are required to have at least one active Louisiana State University investigator. Cooperative research between Louisiana State University scientists, state agencies, and other universities is always encouraged. Section VIII identifies the Louisiana State University contact information for these discussions.  One-to-one matching of MMS funds is required for the total program although individual projects may have varying levels of match.  Match cannot include value associated with collection costs for samples previously collected.  Match value for instrumentation and other equipment should be adjusted to the period of use within the project relative to the full life cycle for the item.   Matching dollars cannot be from other federal funding sources.

IV.  Application and Submission Information:


1.  Location of Application Package

All applications must be submitted through the www.Grants.gov portal at “How To Apply”.  Applicants can locate the application package by visiting the Grants.gov portal and searching on CFDA number 15.422 in the Grants.gov search engine.

Proposal Text.  The text should be no longer than 15 pages.  The text for multi-year proposals may be up to 25 pages.  Please include the following:

1. Abstract 

2. Background/Relevance - Give a brief introduction to the research problem. State how the proposal addresses MMS goals. Explain why the work is important.  Specify the contribution to science related to offshore oil and gas or alternative energy development and the benefits that society will receive from the project.  Proposals should clearly describe why the research is important to MMS.   Provide a brief summary of findings or outcomes of any prior work you have completed in this area.

3. Objectives/Hypotheses  - Clearly define goals of the project.

4. Methods/Analyses - List all references to which you refer in text and references from your past work in the field that the research problem addresses.  Be sure to identify references as journal articles, chapters in books, abstracts, maps, digital data, etc.

5. Data management, data archiving and data security plan as appropriate

6. Logistics plan when appropriate

7. Safety management when appropriate

8. Permits/Interagency coordination when appropriate

9. Local involvement/Traditional knowledge when appropriate

10. Project management/Staffing plan -- Describe the performance measures or devise a performance plan that will be used to asses the accomplishment of the goals of the project.  These performance measures will be incorporated in the cooperative agreement award and should be used by the recipient when creating the Progress Report. Describe the recipent’s plan to monitor performance of contractors and sub-grantees. List the University Principal Investigator first, followed by the names of other individuals.  Indicate the role for each participant in the project (oceanographer, geochemist, field assistant, etc.).  Include a brief vita for each person.

11. Planned Products - List product(s) (reports, analyses, maps, digital data, etc.) that will be delivered at the end of the performance period.  Quarterly, and annual progress reports and draft and final reports and draft and final technical summaries are required.  Also publication of results in peer-review journals is encouraged and may be substituted for the final report.

12. Budget justification (see item 4. “Budget Narrative” below)

4.  Budget Narrative

This information will provide more details than the SF-424A form and will provide adequate information for the Contracting Officer to conduct a detailed analysis of the costs to determine they are reasonable, allowable and allocable.  Please include the following:

a. Salaries and Wages.  List names, positions, and rate of compensation.  If contract employees are hired, include their total time, rate of compensation, job titles, and roles.

b. Fringe benefits/labor overhead.  Indicate the rates/amounts in conformance with normal accounting procedures.  Explain what costs are covered in this category and the basis of the rate computations. 

c. Field Expenses.  Briefly itemize the estimated travel costs (i.e., number of people, number of travel days, lodging and transportation costs, and other travel costs).

d. Lab Analyses.  Briefly itemize cost of all analytical work.

e. Supplies.  Enter the cost for all tangible property. Include the cost of office, laboratory, computing, and field supplies separately. Provide detail on any specific item, which represents a significant portion of the proposed amount.

f. Equipment. Show the cost of all special-purpose equipment necessary for achieving the objectives of the project. "Special-purpose equipment" means scientific equipment having a useful life of more than 1 year and having an acquisition cost of $5,000 or more per item.  Each item should be itemized and include a full justification. General-purpose equipment (used for purposes other than this project) must be purchased from the recipient's operating funds. Title to non-expendable personal property may remain with the government or it may be vested solely with the Recipient. 

g. Services or consultants. Identify the tasks or problems for which such services would be used.  List the contemplated sub-recipients by name (including consultants), the estimated amount of time required, and the quoted rate per day or hour.  
h. Travel.  State the purpose of the trip and itemize the estimated travel costs to show the number of trips required, the destinations, the number of people traveling, the per diem rates, the cost of transportation, and any miscellaneous expenses for each trip. Calculations of other special transportation costs (such as charges for use of recipient-owned vehicles or vehicle rental costs) should also be shown. 

i. Publication costs.  Show the estimated cost of publishing the results of the research, including the final report.  Include costs of drafting or graphics, reproduction, page or illustration charges, and a minimum number of reprints.  

j. Other direct costs.  Itemize the different types of costs not included elsewhere; such as, shipping, computing, equipment-use charges, or other services.

k. Total Direct Charges.  Totals for items a - j.

l. Indirect Charges (Overhead).  Indirect cost/general and administrative (G&A) cost.  Show the proposed rate, cost base, and proposed amount for indirect costs based on the cost principles applicable to the applicant's organization.  If the applicant has separate rates for recovery of labor overhead and G&A costs, each charge should be shown.

m. Amount proposed. Total items k and l.

n. Multi-year projects.  The applicant shall provide summary information as well as a detailed budget for each year. 
V.  Application Review Information  
Reviewers will include MMS scientists, program managers and external peer review.    Reviewers have expertise in federal offshore programs and/or the specific scientific discipline of the proposal.   

Evaluation Criteria.  All proposals will be evaluated in accordance with the following criteria shown in descending order of importance: 

1.   Scientific quality and impact:  

Quality and clarity of hypotheses and relevance to MMS mission.

2.   Work plan/Methodology: 

Is the strategy clear and designed for success? Are the scientific objectives appropriate for proposed time frame? Are the geographic areas selected for study appropriate?  Are the tools selected for research appropriate?

3.
Planned Products and Dissemination of Results:

Are the products clearly defined? Will they be useful for environmental stewardship and offshore oil and gas and alternative energy management activities? Will the results be published in a peer-reviewed form? 

4.
Budget Justification and Clarity:

Is staff sufficient to accomplish the proposed goals? Are field expenses, supplies, lab work, and other expenses appropriate? Are expenses adequately itemized?

5. Experience/Competence of Research Personnel:  

Have the applicants demonstrated (through bibliographic references, previous experience, awards, etc.) that they are capable of doing the proposed research? Have the applicants demonstrated a thorough knowledge of the scientific problem?  Have products been on schedule and within budget? 

VI.  Award Administration Information:

The recipient is responsible for managing the day-to-day operations of the cooperative agreements and sub-awards to ensure compliance with applicable Federal statutes, regulations and policies.  The recipient is also responsible for meeting the performance goals identified in the Project Narrative.  

Awards are based on the application submitted to, and as approved by the MMS, are subject to the terms and conditions incorporated either directly or by reference in the following:

Acceptance of a Federal Financial Assistance award from the Department of the Interior (DOI) Minerals Management Service carries with it the responsibility to be aware of and comply with the terms and conditions of award.  Acceptance is defined as the start of work, drawing down funds, or accepting the award via electronic means.  Awards are based on the application submitted to, and as approved by MMS, and are subject to the terms and conditions incorporated either directly or by reference in the following:

Reporting
The MMS will conduct oversight and monitoring of the work progress and financial status of each cooperative agreement by requiring the following, at a minimum:


1. Federal Cash Transactions Reports (Cash Advances Only)
The recipient must submit the Standard Form 272, Federal Cash Transaction Reports and, when necessary, its continuation form if funds are withdrawn in advance of expenditures.  The MMS will use the form to monitor the cash advanced to the recipient, and to obtain disbursement or outlay information for each grant.  


2. Performance and Financial Status Reporting Requirements

Reporting requirements for the projects are regulated by 43 CFR Part 12.  These regulations specify basic cooperative agreement reporting requirements including performance and financial reports. MMS will work closely with the recipient to incorporate appropriate performance and financial reporting requirements into each cooperative agreement award, consistent with 43 CFR Part 12. These regulations provide some flexibility in determining the appropriate content and frequency of performance and financial reports.  At a minimum, however, the reporting schedule will require the recipient to report annually through the established CMI reporting process.  As described in section 4. Technical Reporting Requirements, technical status reports will be required on a quarterly schedule.

3.  Single Audit Requirements
Nonfederal entities that expend $500,000 or more in Federal funds must have a single or a program-specific audit conducted for that year.  Nonfederal entities that expend less than $500,000 or more in Federal awards are exempt from Federal audit requirements for that year, except as noted in Circular No. A-133.
