XI. REQUIRED PREPROPOSAL TEMPLATE 
Preproposal Template Instructions

PIs must submit a preproposal (preliminary research proposal) to be considered for this funding opportunity. Preproposals must be completed in the following format and will be evaluated by the MOMRP Preproposal Review Committee based on criteria outlined in the Funding Opportunity.
1. The PI will receive a decision letter electronically by e-mail regarding the Preproposal decision within 21 days of submission, but no later than 11:59 p.m. Eastern time, August 26, 2009.
2. NOTE: Preproposals will be assigned a proposal log number after it is submitted to the website. An e-mail will automatically be generated and sent back to the submitter to acknowledge receipt of the preproposal. All Preproposal components must be submitted electronically through https://momrp.aibs.org by 5:00 p.m. Eastern time on August 5, 2009.

Formatting Guidelines
NOTE: In sections of the preproposal with a defined page limit, content exceeding the specified limit will be removed and not further considered. The proposal must be clear and legible. Attachments must conform to the following guidelines:

Type Font: 12 point, 10 pitch (Times New Roman)

Spacing:  Single-spacing between lines of text

Margins:  1.0 inches on all sides

Color, Resolution and Multimedia Objects: Preproposals should not include figures, pictures, or diagrams.

Acronyms:  Spell out all acronyms the first time they are used. One page following the proposal body is allocated to spell out acronyms, abbreviations and symbols.

Preproposal Template (include the following information)
1. PI Information: 
a. Last name, first name, middle name, degree

b. Facility name

c. Facility address (street, city, state, zipcode), country

d. PI email address (*this email address and/or POC email address must match your login UserID)

e. PI day time phone number (including area code)

f. PI Fax number
2. Organization Information: 
a. Organization name

b. Organization address (street, city, state, zipcode), country

c. Organization type (add choices)

d. Organization POC

e. POC Email, daytime phone number, and Fax number
3. Proposal Title: A descriptive title. The preproposal and full proposal title must be identical.

4. Key Words: Include a minimum of 3 keywords for the proposal.

5. Problem to be Studied (2-page limit): state concisely
a. The research objective(s) and the specific question to be answered by the research objective(s). 
b. Provide ideas and reasoning behind the proposed study.  
c. Provide a brief background (i.e., rationale for proposed research, theory under consideration, relevant literature reference citation).

6. Significance and/or Uniqueness of the Proposed Effort (1-page limit): 
a. Describe the significance and/uniqueness of the proposed effort. 
b. State precisely how the proposed research is significant in addressing the research objectives and critical areas of this funding opportunity. 
7. Potential Military Relevance (1-page limit):
a. Explain the potential clinical and operational impact, benefits and risks of the study. 
b. Articulate the tentative plan for the ability to recruit and enroll active duty Army Soldiers as participants.

8. Duration of Project to be Studied: Indicate study duration in years and months. The total duration should not exceed 3 years.

9. Estimated Cost of Project: Indicate the total estimated cost of the project, including both direct and indirect costs, not to exceed $3,500,000.

10. Participating Personnel & Effort: List all participating personnel and percent of effort. For each person listed, include: name, title, role, and percentage of effort.  

***To avoid any conflict of interest (COI) during the screening and review processes, list the names of all scientific participants in the proposed research project including collaborators, consultants, and subawardees. Be sure to include all individuals outside of the proposal who may have a COI in the review of this proposal. A list of the MOMRP Preproposal Review Committee members may be found at https://www.momrp.org/. If there is a COI, measures will be taken to ensure that the reviewer(s) in conflict are recused from review of the proposal.
There are certain post-employment restrictions on former federal officers and employees as defined in Section 207 of Title 18 United States Code and Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), Part 3.104-4(c). If a submitter believes a post-employment restriction or conflict of interest exists, the situation should be discussed with the USAMRMC legal staff (telephone 301-619-2065) prior to submitting a preproposal.  

11. Major Capital Equipment/Subcontracts Exceeding $10K:  List each item/subcontract separately and enter an estimated cost for each item/subcontract listed. 

12. Brief Description of Human Use (2-page limit): Provide a description of the Human Use including:

a. Participant characteristics and sample

b. Procedures

c. Involvement
d. Protections

13. Brief Curriculum Vitae for PI & Collaborators (2-page limit): Include a brief CV for PI and Key Personnel highlighting specific qualifications justifying the ability to conduct the study.
14. List of Relevant Publications (2-page limit): List relevant publications (Do not include a copy of publications).
