The public purpose is to provide education and interpretation of 97 and 103 Orchard Street in New York City to ensure the continued
interpretation of the nationally significant immigrant phenomenon associated with New York City's Lower East Side as well as to enhance
the interpretation of the other National Parks in New York. The museum, a 501¢(3) non-profit, is dedicated to interpreting immigrant life
within a neighborhood long associated with the immigrant experience in the United States, New York City's Lower East Side, and its
importance to the history of the United States. The public will visit historic buildings documenting the various immigrant families who
actually lived in these apartments from the 1860's to the 1960's.

The Lower East Side Tenement Museum, a 501c¢(3) non-profit, is dedicated to interpreting immigrant life within a neighborhood long
associated with the immigrant experience in the United States, New York City’s Lower East Side, and its importance to the history of the
United States. The Museum is an outstanding survivor of the vast number of humble buildings that housed immigrants to New York City
during the greatest wave of immigration in American history.

The NPS and the Museum collaborate on the development and implementation of various educational and interpretive programs related
to the historic sites and the immigrant experiences in the United States directly related to the themes and purposes of National Park
Service historic sites.

3. Conduct public tours in its National Landmark building for upwards of 100,000 visitors annually, representing itself as an
NPS-affiliated site conducting an NPS-supported program

4. Build new and more diverse audiences for its NPS-affiliated site through interpretive and educational programs, including
the opening of new exhibits in 103 Orchard St documenting the lives of three immigrant families who lived there.

5. Introduce NPNH staff to Museum programs through collaborative workshops with NPS staff from other NPNH sites in
planning teacher professional development programs.
